tics. The computer serves as 
its own "doctor" going through 
all inside lines on the system 
searching for various prob-
lems. When one is located, it is 
immediately taken care of, 
usually before a subscriber 
even realizes his phone was 
acting up. 

Attaching "co-op" to the 
word "telephone" means that 
the service is independently 
owned by subscribers, but is 
federally financed. Rural tele-
phone co-op is nothing new, as 
there are around 1200 indepen-
dently owned telephone co-ops 
in the state of Texas alone. 

In the future, the ENMR 
sub-station expects to micro-
wave to Amarillo which will 
switch the existing service 
from Albuquerque. 

The ENMR co-op does not 

the Bell system. In the future 
ENMR will publish a local 
phone book, replacing the 
current Bell telephone book; 
however, the listings will still 
include all surrounding areas 
as well as yellow pages. 

Farwell's sub-station, locat-
ed on Second Street north of 
the highway, contains some of 
the most modern and up-to-
date telephone equipment a-
vailable. According to Hearn, 
once a problem is called into 
the office, "We are able to 
locate it within 60 seconds with 
our computer machinery," if it 
is inside the plant. Outside 
problems take a bit longer to 
locate, he said. 

During the evening hours, 
when telephone service is at its 
lowest use, an ENMR comput-
er provides its own diagnos-

When Farwell residents 
wake up tomorrow (Saturday) 
morning, they may not feel 
any different, however things 
will have changed for them. 
Effective midnight tonight 
(Friday), Eastern New Mexico 
Rural Telephone Cooperative 
(ENMR) begins its telephone 
service to Farwell, placing 
subscribers in area code 806. 
But it didn't just happen 
overnight. 

Bell telephone sold their 
Farwell service to ENMR 
awhile back, and after months 
of maintenance work, cable 
splicing and computer install-
ing, ENMR is set to go. 

According to Kenneth Hearn, 
Farwell's new sub-station man-
ager, installer and repairman, 
ENMR is the largest rural 
telephone co-op in the state of 
New Mexico. And even though 
the system places Farwell in a 
Texas area code, transferring 
them from area 505, calls to 
Clovis will not become long

The salary is now to be shared 
by Lamb, Bailey and Parmer 
counties, each portion of the 
salary depending on county 
population size. The court 
voted that Parmer would pay 
its share of $126.21 beginning 
October 1. 

The court also voted to pay a 
temporary full time salary to 
Dorothy Lovelace who has 
been working in the district 
clerk's office since a fall 

resulted in a broken leg for 
District Court Clerk Dorothy 
Quickel. 

The board also approved and 
ratified that soil conservation 
work will take place for Steve 
Pearson, Precinct 3, at $25. 

It was then brought to the 
attention of the commissioners 
that two county residents were 
in need of aid for large hospital 
bills. County Judge Porter 
Roberts was requested to 
investigate all alternate sources 
of money as the court felt 
there was no possible way for 
the county to pay these 
medical bills. 

The proposed 1981 budget 
was approved by the commis-
sioners during a public hear-
ing.

In the past several weeks the 
judicial system of this country 
seems to have gone to great 
lengths to punish the law 
abiding citizen. Three recent 
decisions by various Tribunals 
look to us like the criminal is 
better thought of than the pore 
'ol taxpayer. 

The Texas Court of Criminal 
Appeals has returned for new 
trials two cases of great 
concern in this area. In each 
case the defendant seems to us 
to have had decent trial that 
cost taxpayers a pretty bundle. 
Now the trials must be held 
again. Not only is this a huge 
expense, but, because the 

• witnesses etc. are scattered, 
there is the possibility these 
once-convicted felons may go 
free. These judges just cannot 
be thinking of the "rights" of 
the honest, tax-paying public. 
To make such dangerous 
decisions on such technicalities 
demands some public hue and 
cry. If it were within our 
power we would remove them 
from the bench immediately as 

• menaces to the public safety. 
Another case that, to us, 

picks the law abiders tax 
pocket is the decision that puts 
the children of illegal aliens in 
school at the taxpayers ex-
pense. 

We realize that this is a 
social decision, but laws were 
passed to uphold the rights of 
law abiding society also, not to 
effect just social ends. If the 
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	law is onerous, change the law 
by our elected representative 
processes. Do not change the 
law to accommodate some 
social thinking by a very small 
group, i.e. a court. 

A taxpayer has "rights." In 
fact, they ought to be para-
mount. The taxpaying public 
has a right to have its 
hard-earned money spent on 

• legal purposes, not on ques-
tionable social ends. 

Any "winking" at the plain 
intent of the law, for whatever 
"good" reason diminishes re-
spect for all law. Any judge 
that doesn't recognize this has 
no place on the bench. 

It is way past time for the 
election of judges to be dull, 
taken for granted campaigns. 
The people need to subject the 

• judicial candidate to some 
close questioning. It's way past 
time for legislative committees 
to automatically O.K. nomi-
nations for the bench. 

The people and the repre-
sentatives of the people need to 
get tough with our judiciary 
before the criminals rule the 
roost- in this country. 

Oh yes, we dream a lot of 
things. few of them come to 

• pass. This is probably another 
one. 

Lovelace told the commis-
sioners court that he approved 
of the new system and the 
commissioners voted unani-
mously to grant the FVFD 
appeal.

of teller machines on a 
basis consistent with anti-
trust laws, if it finds such 
operation will serve the 
convenience of the public. 
The Legislature has al-
ready passed enabling leg-
islation (HR. 1510) for 
this proposed amendment.

PROPOSITION NO. 9 
ON THE BALLOT 
House Joint Resolution 

54 proposes a constitution-
al amendment which de-
fines separate property 
owned by either spouse as 
all property, both real and 
personal, of a spouse 
owned or claimed before 
marriage, and that ac-
quired afterward by gift, 
devise or descent. Persons 
about to marry and 
spouses, without the in-
tent to defraud pre-exist-
ing creditors, may by 
written instrument from 
time to time partition be-
tween themselves all or 
part of their property. 
Spouses may exchange a 
community interest in 
property owned or to be 
acquired for a community 
interest in other commu-
nity property. The amend-
ment would allow spouses 
to agree in writing that 
income or property aris-
ing from any separate 
property is to be separate 
property rather than as 
community property as it 
would be in the absence 
of an agreement. The 
amendment proposes that 
a gift from one spouse to 
another is presumed to in-
clude all income or prop-
erty deriving from such 
gift. 

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: 
"The 	constitutional 
amendment 	allowing 
spouses to agree that 
income or property aris-
ing from separate prop-
erty is to be separate 
property. 

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT 
House Joint Resolution 

121 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment that 
would authorize counties 
with a population of 5000 
or less to construct and 
maintain private roads if 
they impose a reasonable 
charge for the work. The 
Legislature by general 
law may limit this au-
thority. Revenue received 
from private road work 
may be used oily for the 
construction, 	including 
right-of-way acquisition, 
or maintenance of public 
roads.

And still the Steers weren't 
finished. In the last seconds 
Brent Green intercepted the 
last pass of the game from 
Amherst....sending the Bull-
dogs back to Amherst with 
their tails tucked between their 
legs. 

It should be noted that 
Langford's PAT's equaled one 
touchdown as he went seven 
for seven in conversions. 

"It all goes back to the way 
the offensive line blocked...you 
just can't pick up that kind of 
yardage if the offensive line 
doesn't block," said Steer 
Coach Randy Adrian in assess-
ing last Friday's whopping 49-0 
victory over the visiting Am-
herst Bulldogs.

3:24). 

It is wonderful to know that 
we sinners are not justified by 
praying, or paying, or saying, or 
sighing, or crying, or doing any-
thing. We are justified freely, BY 
THE GRACE OF GOD. 

But this passage from Romans 
will mean more to us when we 
learn how the word rendered 
"freely" here is translated else-
where in the Bible. The same ex• 
pression is read in John 15:25, 
where our Lord, quoting from 
the Psalms, said: "THEY HATED 
ME WITHOUT A CAUSE." 

Why did men hate Him? He 
went about doing nothing but 
good: healing the sick, giving the 
blind their sight, causing the lame 
to leap for joy, preaching good 
news to the poor and deliverance 
to those who were bound.

But in the same way we might

Ah, it was in love 
that He deliberately gave Himself 
into the hands of sinful men, that 
He, the sinless One, might pay 
for their sins.
