HOGS AND HUMANS 

The federal government has taken 
a vital interest in !hog cholera. The 
powers-that-be in= Washington ob-
served long ago that to alow valuable 
hogs to die every ;:year from cholera 
was to destroy so {Hoch property and 
to lessen the prodUction of food. It 
was good, commonc:sense for the gov-
ernment to take tome action which 
would lessen hog cholera and thus 
save valuable property and increase 
the supply of food. 

As far as we can recall there was 
no great opposition to the movement. 
Farmers welcomed the aid. So did 
the consumers. Federal and state 
campaigns have done much to eradi-
cate this food animal disease and the 
results are well known. 

At the present time there is a pro-
position before congress which would 
appropriate $1,50 ,000 to be used 
under the directi n of the United 
States Public Ilea h Service for the 
investigation of a 	causes 	modes 
of transmission, p vention and cure 
of influenza, pnefmonia and allied 
disease from which humans suffer. 
These diseases havi, taken a great toll 
in human deaths 'during the year. 
Medical history i icates that influ-
enza will return. The origin of the 
disease is as yet u nown. The germ 
has not yet been 'discovered so that 

it an anti-toxin is no known. We have 
practically elimi ted the dangers 
from typhoid andemalaria and it is 
possible to eliminKte the dangers 
from influenza if tlie proper methods 
are learned. The economic loss alone 
is tremendous, aside from the actual 
deaths and suffering. 

Yet there appears to be quite a 
few people in Washington and out of 
Washington, who think that congress 
would be inflictingjunnecessary taxa-
tion upon the people if it would vote 
a million and a halt/ dollars to study 
influenza and attethpt to get a cure 
for it. 

Cure hog cholefa? Yes. Appro-
priate money tof study influenza 
which kills human* instead of hogs? 
No. It seems lik9 queer logic, at 
best.

TO DISCHARGED YANKS 

Under 4n opinion of the Attorney 
General Icently rendered to the Civil 
Service ommission, United States 
soldiers, 4ailors, and marines who 
missed opportunity to enter civil ser-
vice exaMinations because of mili-
tary or Asival service may now be 
given a chtnce to qualify for Govern-
ment emp yment. 

The 	it Service Commission, 
wishing t give discharged service 
men every opportunity to qualify for 
civil posi ns, asked the Attorney 
General fo an opinion as to whether 
it would 	legal to open, for the 
benefit of onorably discharged sol-
diers, sail*, and marines, examina-
tions whichitad been closed. The At-
torney Genlral having expressed the 
opinion the. such action is legal in 
view of the laspirit of a recent act of 

prefer-
ence in appointment to civil positions
