Victims Of Plane Crash

Post-holiday tragedy struck
Parmer County Monday morn-
ing when word was received
of the plane crash deaths of
three Bovina men and a fourth
who formerly worked in this
area,

Dead are:

D, C., Looney, 31, popular
Bovina farmer and a resident
of the community all his life;

Don Tabor, 28, a graduate of
Bovina High and a former Texas
Highway Patrolman who had
been in life insurance business
in Dimmitt for past six months;

Scott Berggren, 26, graduate
of Bovina High who now lived
in Clovis; and

Charles Burke, 25, of Sey-
mour, who had worked as a
highway patrolman in this area
with Tabor until a few months
ago.

The plane crash occurred
some three miles southwest of
Fort Sumner, N,M,, late
Wednesday  afternoon, The
wreckage was found about mid-
morning Monday by a Civil Air
Patrol pilot of Clovis who was
searching for the craft which
was reported missing Saturday
night,

The men were returning home
from a hunting trip to a ranch
operated by Scott Levins,
formerly of Bovina, near Hatch,
N.M,

They lefthere Tuesday morn-
ing and weren't expected home

until Saturday, Bad weather
caused them to cut their hunt-
ing trip short and they started
home - Wednesday, When they
failed to return by Saturday,
relatives became concerned and
reported the plane, a four-
place Piper Tri-Pacer, miss-
ing.

All the men were apparently
killed instantly in the crash,
The wreckage was near two
highways leading from Fort
Sumner and a raflroad, How-
ever, passersby had failed to

- Primaries, Conventions, Census
Head List Of Events During 1960

AUSTIN, Tex,-- Forecasters
are fond of saying, ‘‘Thatwhich
is going to happen has already
begun,”’

If so, the first year of the
new decade, 1960, was strewn
with weathervanes to point the
course of Texas in the next
nine years.

Among major Texas,events
in the opening year of the sixties
were these;

1. PARTY PRIMARIES were
held in May and June,
two months earlier. New dates
ended old traditions, lke an-
nouncing with the dogwood,
campaigning in the heat. For
the first time in years, chal-
lengers toppled two incumbents
from statewide office, a fact
that’s bound to encourage future
activity from young men ‘‘wait-
ing in the wings,"’

2, DEMOCRATIC CONVEN-
TIONS, though temptuous as
always, were held in control
by the joint leadership of Gov.
Price Daniel and Sen., Lyndon
B, Johnson, Johnson won near-
unanimous backing for his
presidential bid at the June state
convention, an event which

marked the end of the left-
wing DOT, After the national
convention in July, dissension
arose in the other wing, Many
conservative Democrats bucked
at supporting Standardbearer
John Kennedy and the liberal
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national platform. Enough be-
came ‘‘Texans for Nixon'' to
make Texas a ‘‘doubtful state,”’
Scars and divisions of 1960
will inevitably be reopened when
Texas Democrats get together
again in '62 and '64,

3. 1960 CENSUS reports con=-
firmed predictions that Texas
will be a metropolitan state in
the sixties, Overall, population
grew from 7,711,194 in 1950
to 9,579,677, Sixty per cent of
the increase was in the four
largest citles, In addition, in
every growth area, cites in-
creased their populations at
the expense of surrounding
rural counties, This did not
alter the state total, but changed
the make-up of population--
now 70 per cent urban, 30
per cent rural, Result will be
a strong push for more urban
representation in the legis-
lature, more state-level sym-
pathy for city problems,

4, STATE FINANCE PROB-
LEMS never were out of the
news, as both public officials
and private citizens circled the
{ssue that will come to a boil
in this year's legislative
session, State Finance Advisory
Commission, appointed by
Governor Daniel in May, worked
through the summer and fall,
In December it recommended a
one per cent payroll tax to
raise the more than
$100,000,000 a year the state
iIs expected to need fIn
new money, Meanwhile, meet-

ings were held by practically
everybody -- teachers, labor
and business groups, all with
a vital Interest in future taxing
and spending decisions.

5. AUTO INSURANCE
RATES, under a new merit
rating plan, have for good or
{11 stirred more commotion than
a back-firing Model-T at a
horse auction, LastLegislature
turned down flexible rating and
instructed Board of Insurance
to consider safety incentves
and driving records in settng
statewide rates, Result was a
plan, begun last January 1,
basing auto insurance rates on
the driver’s arrest record for
past three years, Including
waffic tickets as well as ac-
cidents, Drivers whose rates
jumped because of minor vio-
lations were {rate, Those with

spotless records got lower
rates.. and were generally
happler., A number of law-

makers have promised to look
into the matter thoroughly this
year,

6. GAS TAX SUIT, begun in
early 1960, probably will be
in the courts another year, In
the past year, gas pipeline
companies won rulings that the
severance beneficlary tax is
unconstitutional in district
court and the Court of Civil
Appeals, In months ahead, the
case will go to the Texas
Supreme Court and U, S,
Supreme Court, If the tax is
upheld, future efforts to raise

the rate are certain, If, as In
the case of the gas gather-
ing tax In 1953, it is held
unconstitutional by the U, S,
Supreme Court, it is unlikely
that even the most ardent gas
tax advocates will try again
to raise revenue by this route,

7. RACE FOR SPEAKER of
the House, as tight and un-
certain as in 1959, brought
renewed suggestions that
‘‘there ought to be a better
way,"'’ Whether Rep, Wade Spil-
man of McAllen or Rep, James
Turman of Gober wins in the
secret ballot of House mem-
bers on January 10, it will be
several weeks before either
can get committees organized
and ready for business, To add
to the confusion, prospective
candidates for Speaker in 1963
already are jockeying for
position, Some have suggested
a constitutional amendment to
permit representatives-elect to
meet and elect a presiding

officer a month or so before the
session’s actual opening, An-
other proposal 1is to let
the people decide by making the
post an elective onethesame as
in'the Senate, Advantage besides
letting the voters have a choice
{s the fact that the decision
would be reached in November
and the House could go to work
immediately on the opening day
of the session, Also it would
eliminate all of the bitterness
that {s created under the present
system,

8. TOURIST AND NEW IN=-
DUSTRY promotion got under
way in 1960, despite peny-ante
budgets. Highway Department
brought out its first tourists’
brochure, a 32-page booklet in
four colors. This year it will
ask the Legislature for $300,
000 to place advertisements in
national publications, Texas In=
dustrial Commission also
produced a brochure, but says it
cannot compete \With other
states on a $23,750 a year bud-
get. It will ask the Legislature
for $420,000 a year. Both the
tourist and industry seeking
agencies contend that Texas
cannot achieve its growth po-
tential in the sixties unless it
goes in with six-figure bud-
gets comparable to those of
competing states.

9. TEXAS TIDELANDS own-
ership, a paramountissue in the
forties and fifties, finally was
laid to rest in June, 1960, U,
S. Supreme Court, to the sur-
prise of many, ruled that Texas
owns the submerged lands
10 1/2 miles out into the Gulf.
If the land is as oil-rich as
hoped and if there is a market
for the oil, tidelands revenue
will augment the permanent
school fund in the years ahead,

10. SENATOR JOHNSON’S
ELECTION as vice president
opened the door for more lively
politicking in 1961 to decidehis
Senate successor. Field is al=

Few Farm Changes
Expected In 1961

As Parmer County farmers
begin making preparations for
the new vear, 1961, fewchanges
are anticipated {n the farm
program which has governed
operations during the past
several years,

The wheat allotment for county
farmers is about the same as
it was In 1960, the cotton
acreage has been Increased by
11 per cent, and the number of
acres to be devoted to vege-
tables and other minor cash
crops will probably vary only
slightly from last year,

That {s the way the farm
picture appears at the moment,
as a new Democratic adminis-
tration prepares to take over
the reigns of the government
in Washington--an adminis-
tration that most likely will
attempt. to bring about some
sweeping changes in the farm
program,

Even though some changes
in the farm program are in-
evitable inthe near future, there
1s only a remote possibility
that governmental action will
have any major affect on agri-
culture this year,

Congress did convene in Wash-
ington this week and {t could
spring some surprises on the
farmer, even though it does
seem unlikely,

One of these surprises could
be legislatdon on sugar beets,
a crop that has been the topic
of much discussion in this area
during the past several months,

Ever since the U,S, govern-
ment severed relations with
Cuba, the country which

result in acreage restrictions
with the result being a big
change in the farming program
for this area,

However, any actlon such as
this would have to come from
congress and it {s considered
highly unlikely for this year,

The past two years have been
poor ones for cotton, largely
due to lengthy spells of cold,
wet weather, and 1961 can
hardly be worse, It should be
much better,

Cotton acreage in the county
has been increased from 42,500
acres to almost 48,000
acres, A more agreeable grow-
ing season than what farmers
have had the past two years
could make this one of the best
cotton crops In some time,

Vegetables are always a
gamble, but they will once again
figure heavily into the plans of
some area farmers,

Everything considered, 1960
was a llttle better year for
vegetable men than some of the
previous ones, even though {t
wasn't a ‘‘really big'’ one,
There may be a few more acres
planted into vegetables this year
than last, but acreage is not
expected to be {Increased
greatly,

There are many factors which
can make for efther a ‘‘hit”
or a ‘‘miss’’ invegetable farm-
ing and that's why It's
impossible to estimate just what
one can expect from suchcrops
as potatoes, cantaloupes,car-
rots and onions,

It has been several years
since vegetable men had a
really outstanding year, and
that's why some farmers think
this just might be the year to
“h.'lt."

Cattle feeding is a practice
that has been increasing during
the past couple of years and this
trend {s expected to continue
in spite of the fact that cattle
prices appear to be on the down-
grade,

Due to the surplus of grain
sorghum and the low market

Service personnel attended a
Civil Defense radiological
monitoring training session at
Pampa on December 13-14th
and 15-16th. Bob Crozier at-
tended the December 13 and
14th session and Jay Sanders
and Bill Liston attended the
December 15 and 16th session.
Two sessions were held so that
the work unit offices could be
kept open.

The Friona work unit is one of
9 Panhandle units that received
this training. This training was
given so that local SCS em-
ployees could monitor fallout in
case of an atomic attack or a
peacetime atomic accident.
Other nearby Soil Conservation
Service monitoring locations
are Spearman, Wellington, Fol-
lett, Pampa, Dumas, Dimmitt,
Hereford, Claude and Silverton.

Radiological monitoring in-
struments are to be delivered
to the local work units within
the next few months, These will
consist of a low range survey
meter, the Geiger counter, to
monitor food, water, personnel,
vehicles and utilities. A medium
range survey meter and a high
range survey meter to monitor
fallout which will also be
delivered. Radiological fallout
can only be detected with in-
struments as it cannot be seen,
felt, heard, smelled or tasted.

Some of the subjects studied
at the training session were

nuclear  weapons, nuclear
physics, fallout and fall-
out plotting, personnel pro-

the body, decontamination, and
instrument operation. Practice
exercises using the Gelger
counter and medium range sur-
vey meter were participated in
to familiarize everyone with
the use of the instruments. A
source of radioactive Cobalt-60
was used in these exercises.

Another practical demon-
stration  using radioactive
phosphorous was given to show
how food can bedecontaminated,

Fruits and vegetables can be
decontaminated by washing and
peeling, Canned and packaged
foods can be washed to remove
the contamination then opened
and eaten. Fallout, although
dangerous, especially if eaten,
can be removed as dust can be
removed, Things will not be-
come radioactive from thefall=-
out, Induced radiation, when an
object itself becomes radio-
active, only occurs in the im-
mediate blast area.

The Friona work unit is one
of 3000 Federal fixed moni-
toring stations set up through-
out the nation. In case of an
atomic attack or peacetime
atomic accident monitored in-
formation is to be forwarded
to the Regional Civil Defense
office at Denton, Texas. The
regional and National Civil De-
fense centers will use this in-
formation to plot fallout pat-
terns and to make a national
damage assessment study, The
Regional Civil Defense  office
can then recommend local
evacuations, if practical, toun-
contaminated or less con-
taminated areas, With the moni-
tored information, the length
of time necessary to stay in
fallout shelters until radio-
activity has decayed to a safe
level can also be predicted,

sides the Soil Conservation

Service thathave local monitor-

ing stations such as thisarethe
Federal Aviation Agency, the
Weather Bureau, The Air
Weather Service, Department
of Interior, and the Forest Serv-
ice.

As the year 1960 comes to
its end, population trends in
Texas confirmed by the Fede-
ral decennial census have now
been given some study and eval-
uation.

What the findings in general
add up to are that the thinly-
populated, opeén-country areas
of the State are becoming even
more thinly populated while
more people are flocking
to counties which already are
thickly populated,

Over-all, in round numbers,
the total Texas population in=-
creased from 7,700,000 in 1950
to 9,500,000 in 1960, a rate of
growth amounting to 23 per

cent against the national
Increase of 17 per cent. Only
two states outstripped the

1,800,000 gain in Texas: Cali-
fornia, which had an increase
of about 5,000,000, and Florida,
which  grew by slightly
more than 2,000,000,

But despite the over-all gain
in Texas, 144 out of the State's
254 countles showed losses in
population. This was an
approximate follow-up of trends
established in the decade from
1940 to 1950, with the losses
in total population confined
largely to counties which have
no sizeable towns or cities and
which offer little in the way
of industry.

However, therewere some ex=
ceptions to the movement away
from rural counties. Some of
these counties, mainly in West
Texas and in the Panhandle,
showed steady gains in popu-

lation. In general, these were
counties which have developed"
farming by irrigation, are de-
voted largely tocottonand grain
cultivation, and have resources
of oil and gas. & 3719210

Three of the older, com=
paratively thickly-settled
counties showed the heaviest
losses in population. These
were Lamar County in North-
east Texas, which lost 9,000
during the decade, Hill and
Fannin counties in the old
Blackland Belt, whichlost 8,000
and 7,600 respectively. Then
there were Rusk, Red River,
Navarro, Cherokee, Falls and
Limestone counties, all of which
had losses of at least 5,000.

The trend of the past two
decades projects an outlook
something along these lines:
Rural counties that are infairly
close range of future job op-
portunities orobably will hold
their populations at a fairly
stable level, Suburban and open-
country areas not far removed
from work opportunities can ex-
pect to grow fairly rapidly.
However, until the anticipated
population explosion actually
arrives, open-country, strictly
rural counties far rermoved
from Industrial areas may be-
come even more rural before
growth overflows in their di-
rection,

Special Milk
Program Ups
Consumption

College Station, Dec,--For
the sixth straight year, theU, S,
Department of Agriculture re-
ports an increase in the amount
of milk being consumed
by children through the
operation of the Special Milk
Program,

According to USDA's Agri-
cultural Marketing Service, in
the fiscal year which ended June
30, 1960, nearly 2,4 billion half-
pints of milk were moved into
use by the program, in addition
to milk served with lunches
under the National School Lunch
Program, This 2.4 billion total
represents an increase of about
200 million half-pints over the
preceding year, Preliminary
reports indicate that the amount
of milk used by the program will
be even graater this year,

The Special Milk Program
encourages children to drink
more milk by making it possible
for schools and institutions to
serve it more frequently and
at reduced prices, or to
inaugurate a milk service, Dur-
ing 1960 the number of par-
ticipating schools, settlement
houses, summer camps, and
other child-care {institutions
climbed to an all-time high of
over 83,000,

has been steadily growing since

1954,

Shame on youl We do wish you
each a most successful new
year of true happiness., This
depends upon you, what you
consider happiness, It {s mak-
ing others happy, which in re-
turn makes you happy?

Just In case you were sur-
prised with a beautiful poin-
settia or other Christmas pot
plant, I'm sure you want to
keep it looking beautiful for a
long, long time.

So many receivers..of pot
plants become discouraged be-
cause their pretty plant gifts
begin to shed leaves and die
within a few days or weeks,
Here are some pointers so
your gifts will look lovely
longer.

One important must is to
avold drowning or water-
logging plants by watering too
often, Yes, I know you are
trying to take care of the plants,
but you can be too careful,
Follow directions for watering
given with each plant,

Another must i{s good drain-
age. If'the pot is still wrapped
in colorful metal foil, it may
be necessary to cut a small
1ole in the bottom of the foil
cover, This will provide the
drainage for the plant, Attimes
the soll becomes packed, In this
case the root system of the
plant does not get the needed
air for growth, From time to
time you may stir up the top
one-inch of the soil with a
stick or old fork to aerate
the soil, This is like culti-
vating the fields.,

Just the other day the girls
in the Courthouse were asking
me what caused leaves on ivy
and other plants to drop off,
Sometimes smoke or gas in the
room causes these leaves
to shed prematurely, Remem-
ber that indoor atomsphere
dries plants quickly, House
plants do llke fresh air just
as we do, so do open a window
on warmer days,

Most plants such as thecycla-
men, African violets, prim-
roses, Jerusalemcherry,orna-
mental pepper, and poinsettias
like cool temperatures, They
like morning light, high.
humidity, and the soil to be-
come dry, but not dried out,

before watering, Most plants do

Cooper Tires
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best if they are kept in a room
that is kept around 65 to 68
degrees.

Your beautiful poinsettia will
stay attractive for most of Jan-
uary if kept at temperatures
around 65 degrees, Then let
them dry down gradually and
plant outdoors when the tem-
peratures are warmer,

Indoors or outdoors they need
full sunshine and all the light
possible. Inside, poinsettias
should be protected from sudden
temperature changes, If the
plants are grown in pots, they
should be watered regularly
from March to January or the
leaves may fall off, Changing
from one position to another
and changing to different light
exposures sometimes causes
leaves to fall,

If all the leaves fall off a.

poinsettia it does not mean that
it is dead. I have seen many
plants bud out to replace the
fallen leaves,

We have just recelved a new

The 4-Point Soil Fertility
Program got off to a good start’
Thursday night with a good turn
out of fertlizer dealers,
farmers, and other business
representatives present at the
Hub Community Center to kick
it off, The Program embodies
balanced fertility, soifl and
water management, efficient
production, quality harvesting
and marketing,

The first step for a balanced
fertility program on your farm
{s the soil test, The soil test
{s not the whole answer, but
i{s the best guide known for
determining fertilizer needs for
any parrticular crop on a given
plece of land, To date we have
been using too little of the
scientific research available to
our agricultural enterprise
here in Parmer County, The
slogan adopted by the group
Thursday night was ‘‘Don't
Guess - Sofl Test,”

Jim Valentine who runs the
Texas A&M College Extension
Soll Testing Laboratory at Lub-
bock was present at the Thurs-
day night meeting along with Bill
Gunter, Area Extension Agron-
omist,

Valentine discussed taking sofl
samples and pointed out a few
things we should keep in mind,
He has this to say about soil
samples, ‘“Soil Tests can be
only as accurate as the samples
on which they are made. Proper
collection of a soil sample is
extremely important,'’

The sample must be a true
representative of the land from
which {t is taken. To insure it
truly represents the area you
intend it to represent, be cer-
tain you take several samples
from this area and send one
composit sample from this and
submit for analysis and fer-
tilizer recommendations, Take
soil samples from the depth
land s generally broken,

In this county most of the
samples should be taken from
the top 6 to 9 inches, Samples
should not be taken from the row
area where fertilizer was
banded the previous year, In
most instances, between rows

$35,000 Taxes
In Parmer Co.

Texas railroads paid $35,130
in taxes In Parmer county
during 1959, according to the
Texas Railroad Association,

That amount was the county's
share of the nearly $10,000,000
the railroads paid throughout
the state,

In addition, of course, was the
large total in taxes the rail=
roads’ approximately 40,000
Texas employees contributed
on their own property. The vast
majority of railroad workers,
many of whom live in Parmer
county, own their own homes,

The largest railroad con-

tribution in Parmer county was |

The school tax for 1959 totaled
$22,843.

Cityand village taxes amounted

to $1,283, while the share of
the county government's oper-
ating expenses paid for by the
railroads totaled $5,508, The
road and bridge fund gained
$5,085 from the railroads in
1959, All other taxes brought
the total for the county to
$35.130.
