Opportunity doesn't always 
knock. Sometimes people have 
to reach right out on the door-
steps and ask it in. 

One guy we know of who is a 
perfect example of this is Hugh 
Bishop of Portales, who really 
keeps 'em stirred up over New 
Mexico way. He is a whiz-bang 
salesman, sharp manager, and 
promoter extraordinary. He is 
no fly-by-night operator, 
either, Hs business is sound 
and growing, and Hugh shows all 
the external evidences of having 
prospered because of his 
hustle. 

The latest excitement Hugh 
got into was with the New Mex-
ico state fair. He showed up at 
bidding time and plunked down 
$5200 for the racing program 
concession. This meant that he 
had to guarantee the fair that he 
would compile, print and dis-
tribute programs every day 
during the fair at the races. 
This would be quite a chore for 
an Albuquerque printer. But for 
a printer in Females? Ridicu-
lous! 

But Hugh did it, and things 
went off without a hitch. He 
would pick up the copy in Al-
buquerque about the middle of 
the afternoon, hop in his Beech 
Bonanza, and fly off for Por-
tales, about 200 miles distant. 
He usually arrived there about 
sundown, He would buzz the town 
good once or twice. This was a 
signal to his employees that he 
was back with the stuff, and for 
them to all beat it down to the 
plant and get to work. 

They were there and waiting 
for him when he rolled in with 
the copy, and the programs were 
printed and folded that night. 
Early the next morning Hugh 
would load them into his plane 
and take off for the fair. 

He printed and sold over 
`50,000 programs in this 
manner, grossing two bits per 
copy. His take was around$13,-
000 and he figures he made a 
nice profit on the job, Besides, 
the fair board was tickled pink 
with his good service.

Babies who are 
born clubfooted and those 
who have a condition which 
is similar to clubfoot but not 
as severe are put into very 
stiff soled shoes after the 
removal of casts or what-
ever device the orthopedic 
surgeon uses to correct the 
abnormality. Lacing the foot 
to a stiff sole prevents the 
corrected foot from going 
back to its drawn up posi-
tion. 

The fact that stiff soled shoes

Payment on diverted acreage 
under the Feed Grain and Wheat 
Stabilization programs was to 
begin Thursday, October 4 at 
the Parmer County ASCS office 
in Farwell, manager Prentice 
Mills announces. 

Payments on all farms in 
which the farmer has an inter-
est will be made upon one visit. 
If there are other producers on 
the farm, for which an owner 
does not have power of attorney, 
they must also sign the applica-
tion for payment before any 
payments can be made. All 
producers need not appear to-
gether. 

Farmers are also reminded 
that cotton marketing cards are 
being mailed out this week. 

small grain varieties I would 
like to list the recommended and 
acceptable varieties of wheat 
for our area. 

Recommended varieties are: 
1, Tascosa, 2. Bison, 3. Kaw, 
4, Aztec, and 5. Ponca. The 
acceptable varieties are: 1. 
Crocket, 2. Comanche, 3. 
Concho and 4. Improved 
Triumph. 

Each year the question of using 
defoliants and dessicants be-
comes a major problem to us 
because we never know if it will 
make money or lose money. The 
only thing a farmer can do is to 
put the odds in his favor in using 
these chemicals. 

We know that our average 
frost date is around October20, 
so if we can apply these chem-
icals before frost whereas they 
will have time to act it will 
probably pay becauseif the plant 
is dead at the time of frost, the 
frost won't delay the opening of 
the bolls. 

Some farmers are talking in 
the terms of putting on a defo-
Lant around October 6 or 7 
which will shed the leaves but 

Every year, picking a var-
iety of a crop to grow is a 
problem for all of us because 
the variety we pick always has 
a great deal to do with the 
yields 	we obtain. Several 
farmers have called wanting in-
formation on barley varieties. 

Basically therearethreetypes 
of barley. There are the true 
winter-type varieties such as 
Kearney and Ward. The inter-
mediate winter-type varieties, 
such as Cordova, differ from 
true winter-type varieties in 
that the leaves are much broad-
er are usually better for graz-
ing. 

Then we have the true spring 
varieties that are planted in the 
spring such as Goliad. For 
our area the recommended fall 
seeding varieties are Kearney, 
Reno, and Ward, The accept-
able fall-seeding varieties are 
Cordova, Harbine and Rogers. 

Should you be interested in 
barley varieties or anything 
pretaining to barley we have 
some very good bulletins avail-
able.

ing water bath for 13 minutes. 
Number two or number 3 cans 
should be processed for 18 
minutes. Or steam bath pints 
and quarts in steam bath for 16 
minutes, and cans for 22min-
utes. 

To process by the boiling-
water-bath method use any big 
clean kettle with a rack and 
tight-fitting lid if it is deep 
enough to hold the cans or jars 
upright and permit the water to 
boil gently 1 or 2 inches over 
the top of them. 

The boiling water bath method 
is recommended for canning 
fruits, fruit juices, tomatoes, 
tomato juice and rhubarb. It Is 
not recommended for any other 
vegetable. Pressure canners 
should be used for other vege-
tables. 

After the jars have been 
closed, place the containers of 
food in the water bath canner. 
Have water boiling for jars that 
have been pre-heated as with 
the tomato juice. 	Add addi- 
tional boiling water to the water 
bath canner to cover the con-
tainers 1 to 2 inches. Do not 
pour boiling water directly on 
glass jars. 

Place the lid on the water 
bath canner. Count the pro-
cessing time as soon as the 
water comes to a rolling boil. 
Then reduce the heat but main-
tain a boiling temperature. Pro-
cessing time should be adjusted 
according to the altitudes. The 
timing stated above has been ad-
justed for our 4.000 feet eleva-
tion. 

At the end of the processing 
time, remove the containers 
from the water bath. Place the 
jars right side up on a rack far 
enough apart to cool quickly. 

To freeze the tomato juice 
you may use this method as 
stated in the bulletin "Frozen 
Foods", B-175. Wash and trim 
firm, vine-ripened tomatoes. 
Cut in quarters or eighths. 
Simmer five to 10minutes with-
out water added. 

Press through a sieve. If de-
sired, add one teaspoon salt to 
each quart of juice for season-
ing. Cool and pour into con-
tainers. Freeze immediately. 
Be sure to use freezer Jars to 
avoid possible breakage of un-
treated glass for sub-zero tem 
perature. 

For more information on 
freezing stewed tomatoes, or 
canning whole tomatoes, let me 
know. If your family likes 
tomato relish or chow chow, 
I would be happy to send you a 
copy of "Pickle and Relishes." 
If you have an old copy earlier 
than 1960 let me know, so that 
we can send you a revised bul- 
letin with new recipes.
