Midge Situation Termed
“Dangerous” By Coker

County Agent Deryl Coker
this week sounded a warning
to grain farmers as to the
presence of Sorghum Midge in
Parmer County, 1

“‘Sorghum ‘Midge populations
have built up at a tremendous
rate during the past 10 days
and we have reached the point
fn most locations in the county
where it could be dangerous or
costly not to spray grainsorgh-
um that blooms from now on,”’
Coker stated,

‘‘Heavy midge populations
have been found south of Far-
well, and in the Friona-Black
area Insome fields, Also, midge
have been found inthe Oklahoma
Lane community,”’* he said.

Coker pointed out that prev-
fous work has shown that the
heaviest egg-laying by midge
usually begins about the third
day following sorghum head
emergence from the boot,
Chemical control depends upon
the destruction of the adult fe-
male before egg-laying begins.
Thus, each sorghum head must
be covered with insecticide
within three days after emerg-
ence from the boot to prevent

" egg-laying within its spikelets,

Under ideal conditions of uni-
form heading, a single well-
timed Insecticide application
should give good midge control,
However, it is realized that
many fields will not head uni-
formly and two to three appli-
cations at three to four day
{ntervals may be necessary for
effective control,

One hundred thousand flies
were purposely released to
swArm over a section of Parm-
er County Friday,

But they were special flies.
For the next 72 hours, the)
were expected to seek out and
mate with the flies already in
the area -- and by so doing,
to serve as one of the final
steps Inerradicating the screw-
worm in Texas.

The flles were sterile --
made so with the use of radia-
tion -- and released from a
plane about three miles south
of Bovina. Since the female
screwworm fly will mate only
once during her lifetime, mat-
ing with a sterile fly serves
to literally breed the-pest out
of existance, :

Officials of the program have
sald that they depend upon the

to report to them the location
of worm outbreaks and to sup-
ply them with a sample of worms
from the wound for certifica-
tion as screwworms,

going unattended too, according
to the program representatives,
