WATER, WATER EVERYWHERE -- Running Water Draw, ordinarily a dry gully, was filled to 
overflowing early this week as heavy rains fell in the Eastern New Mexico and West Texas areas. 
The rolling, boiling water was creating a hazard to cattle at Parmer County Cattle Co., situated 
on the banks of the draw, for some time Tuesday afternoon and was also over the highway bridge 
as more storm clouds hung heavy in the area. On Wednesday morning; however, the waters had 
subsided to some extent.

Turbulent weather with funnel 
clouds dipping to the earth has 
also been prevalent in the past 
several days. On Monday even-
ing a total of 13 funnel clouds 

were sighted in the immediate 
area and on Tuesday afternoon 
a funnel cloud dipped to the 
ground in the Lariat area. The 
funnel is reported to have swept 

along the ground for some two 
minutes before lifting; however, 
no report of damage has been 
received. On Tuesday evening a 
tornado ripped through Earth in 

Heavy rains on Sunday, Mon-
day and Tuesday in the Eastern 
New Mexico and West Texas 
areas have brought theordinar-
ily dry draws in the vicinity to 
the overflowing stage as a pro-
mise of more rain is forecast. 
For several hours Tuesday the 
Running Water Draw which 
crosses the highway between 
Farwell and Bovina was running 
across the highway and was also 
creating a hazard to cattle in the 
pens at Parmer County Cattle 
Co. which is situated on the side 
of a hill.

Lamb County, causing damage 
to some 10-12 buildings in the 
small town. No reports of in-
juries have been received since 
citizens had been forewarned of 
a tornado in the area. 

Wednesday morning, just 
prior to press time, threatening 
rain clouds were still in the area 
and weather forecasters were 
predicting more rain before the 
day was over. Predictions call-
ed for lessening of the rain be-
fore the end of the week. 

Rain reports vary in the area 
with largest amount reported at 
Bovina where seven inches has 
been received along with light 
hail. Eight miles north of Texi-
co- Farwell, approximately five 
inches of rain has fallen while in 

the area south of town reports 
indicate that some six inches of 
rain has fallen. A report from 
Lariat indicates that that vi-
cinity has had from five to six 
inches and also some scattered 
hail. In Farwell four inches of 
rain with light hail has been re-
ported for the three day period. 
Don Geries, who lives in the 
Pleasant Hill area, reports five 
inches of rain and sleet sized 
hail. 

Many farmers in the area in-
dicate that crops will have to be 
replanted while others state that 
although the rains have created 
a problem for farmers who had 
crops in the ground, the rains 
have been most beneficial as a 
whole. 

Hire Two New Teachers -- 

Our cup runneth over--with 
water, that is. Our cup, our bar 
ditches, our tailwater pits, our 
playa lakes, and our lister rid-
ges are brimming full of the 
nourishment of life on the High 
Plains. Running Water Draw 
looks more like the "Father of 
Waters" than its usual dry bed. 

We haven't heard but we sus-
pect down stream communities 
will be yelling for flood control 
again. We wish that we could 
give it to them. It is a shame 
that uncounted acre-feet of 
water is running off of our fields 
and will be lost to the agricul-
tural industry forever. We could 
have more than filled a good 
size retaining dam and several 
others on this week's rainfall. 
Some day, reality will take pre-
cedent over county and state 
lines and we will have a system 
of impounding and distributing 
our uneven annual rainfall. 

We think this conservation of 
natural waters is necessary to 
implement the grand plans of 
water importation. It would ap- 
pear rather silly to spend vast 
sums to import Mississippi 
River water at the same time 
we let the already delivered 
water slip away to be so labor-
iously returned via canal and 
pump.

NUMBER ONE ON THE BALLOT (HJR3) 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Sections 42, 

46, and 48 of Article III, Sec-
tions 3a and 7 of Article VII, 
Section 12 of Article VIII, Sec-
tion 3 of Article IX, Sections 
1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, and 9 of 
Article X, Section 10 of Ar-
ticle XI, Sections 3, 4, 5, and 
7 of Article XII, Sections 1, 
2, 3, 4, 5, 6, and 7 of Article 
XIII, Sections 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 
and 8 of Article XIV, Sections 
3, 4, 7, 13, 29, 32, 34, 35, 36, 
38, 42, 45, 46, 54, 55, 57, 58, and 
60 of Article XVI, Constitu-
tion of the State of Texas, be 
repealed, it being specifically

NUMBER TWO ON THE BALLOT (HJR9) 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Article III 

of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be amended by 
adding thereto a new Section 
49-d-1 to read as follows: 

"Section 49-d-1. (a) In ad-
dition to Texas Water Devel-
opment Bonds heretofore au-
thorized to be issued by Sec-
tions 49-c and 49-d of Article 
III of the Constitution, the 
Texas Water Development 
Board is hereby authorized to 
issue $3,500,000,000 in aggre-
gate principal amount of 
bonds. No part of such addi-
tional bonds shall be issued 
prior to approval thereof by 
the vote of two-thirds of the 
elected members of both 
houses of the Legislature. 

"(b) The proceeds from the 
sale of such bonds shall be 
deposited in the Texas Water 
Development Fund. 

"(c) The bonds herein au-
thorized and all bonds author-
ized by such Sections 49-c and 
49-d of Article III shall bear 
such interest and mature as 
the Texas Water Development 
Board shall prescribe subject 
to the limitations as may be 
imposed by the Legislature. 

"(d) The Texas Water De-
velopment Fund shall be used 
for the purposes heretofore 
permitted by and subject to 
the limitations in said Sec-
tions 49-c and 49-d and in 
addition thereto for the pur-
poses of developing water re-
sources and facilities for the 
State of Texas, both within 
the State and without the 

State of Texas. Provided, how-
ever, that financial assistance 
may be made pursuant to the 
provisions of such Sections 
49-c and 49-d subject only to 
the availability of funds and 
without regard to the provi-
sions in Section 49-c that such 
financial assistance shall ter-
minate after December 31, 
1982. 

"(e) Under such provisions 
as the Legislature may pre-
scribe, the Texas Water De-
velopment Board may receive 
grants and, in addition, exe-
cute contracts with the United 
States or any of its agencies, 
other states of the United 
States, foreign governments 
and others, for the acquisition 
and development of such water 
resources and facilities for the 
State of Texas. Such contracts 
when executed may be secured 
by the general credit of the 
state, and if so secured shall 
constitute general obligations 
of the State of Texas in the 
same manner and with - the 
same effect as Texas Water 
Development Bonds. If facili-
ties are acquired for a term 
of years, such contracts shall 
contain provisions for renewal 
that will protect the state's 
investment. The aggregate 
principal amount of Texas 
Water Development Bonds au-
thorized herein and in said 
Sections 49-c and 49-d shall be 
reduced by the aggregate of 
principal payments committed 
under such contracts constitut-
ing general obligations of the 
state.

Breathalyser Test Successful 
The Breathalyzer, a port-

able instrument used for de-
termining the alcohol content 
of the blood by a simple 
"breath test," which was put 
into operation November, 
1968, over the state of Texas 
is proving to be quite useful 
in the Northwest Texas area, 
announced Major C. W. Bell, 

Regional Commander of the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety for this Region. 

During the months of No-
vember and December of 1968, 
there were 1164 suspected 
drinking drivers who took va-
rious types of tests to de-
termine the amount of alco-
hol in their blood. Of this 

number 957 or 82 per cent 
took the Breathalyzer test as 
compared to 207 or 18 per 
cent who took other types of 
tests. 

Major Bell stated that the 
Breathalyzer not only will help 
in convicting a drunken driver, 
but assists in absolving a 
person who appears intoxicat-
ed, but may actually be suf-
fering from epilepsy, a heart 
attack, an overdose of insulin, 
or many other pathological 
conditions. 

Bell stated, "It is hoped 
that the use of the Breathaly-
zer will hit hard at the prob-
lem and help reduce the traf-
fic deaths in Texas."
