By adding one or two drops 
of dishwashing detergent, the 
iron chelate spray will cling 
to leaves. Plants should be 

sprayed until thoroughly sat-
urated.

usually accompanied by strip-
ing," said Hickey. However, 
Hickey added that leaf veins 
will remain green on an af-
fected plant. 

Bermuda grass, flowers, and 
ornamentals and some shade 
trees are usually attacked 
by iron chlorosis. "This sum-
mer we're seeing chlorosis on 
trees we haven't seen it on 
before," Hickey noted. 

Hickey recommended fo-
liar applications of iron sul-
fate copperas or iron chelate.  
For spraying lawn and turf 
grasses, iron chelate should 
be mixed at a ratio of three 
level tablespoonfuls of iron 
chelate per gallon of water; 
for ornamentals, one level ta-
blespoon of iron chelate per 
gallon, and for fruit trees, two 
level tablespoonfuls of iron 

Deficiency payments due 

This year's growing con-
ditions on the High Plains, 
which resulted in early growth, 
have accelerated the onset 
of iron chlorosis on trees, 
turf grasses, and ornamen-
tals, said Dr. Michael Hickey, 
soil chemist and director of 
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service Soil Testing Lab-
oratory in Lubbock. 

Hickey said the condition is 
usually caused by alkalinity 
of soil and water. West Texas 
soils and water fall in this 
category, and the presence 
of early growth has made 
the problem more widespread 
this summer. 

"The leaves of chlorotic 
plants range from light green 
to yellow to almost white, 

Sorghum farmers will re-
ceive the balance of their 
1987 sorghum deficiency pay-
ments this fall. 

The payment will be ap-
proximately 43 cents per 
bushel (77 cents per cwt.) 
times the farm yield in 1987. 
Deficiency payments will only 
be made to farmers who par-
ticipated in the 1987 sorghum 
program.

$2.17 bu and the local loan

bu. national average. These 
payments are not subject to 
the limitation of payments. 
The weighted average re-
ceived by farmers for the 
year (Sept. 1, 1987- Aug. 31, 
1988) was $ 1.60-$ 1.70 per 
bu. Final calculations will be 
made in October and there 
is a remote possibility that 
they will raise the final av-
erage above the $1.74 level. 
This would reduce the pay-
ment proportionally.

board of trustees consisting of four 
members appointed by the Governor 
and one member from and elected by 
the membership of each of the fol-
lowing: The Board of Regents of the 
University of Texas System; The 
Board of Regents of the Texas A&M 
System; The Board of Trustees of 
the Teacher's Retirement System of 
Texas; The Board of Trustees of the 
Employee's Retirement System of 
Texas; and the State Board of Edu-
cation. The trustees may set the in-
vestment policy of the fund, enter 
into investment contracts, and take 
any action necessary for the crea-
tion, administration, and protection 
of the fund. The amendment autho-
rizes the Board of Regents of the 
University of Texas System and the 
State Board of Education, in man-
aging the permanent university, fund 
and the permanent school fund, to 
acquire, exchange , sell, supervise, 
manage, or retain any kind of in-
vestment, including investments in 
the Texas growth fund. The fund 
will be phased out after the tenth 
anniversary of its creation, but the 
Legislature may create a second 
growth fund by a two thirds vote of 
each house. 

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment 
to provide for the investment of 
the permanent university fund, 
the permanent school fund, and 
public employee retirement sys-
tems in the Texas growth fund 
created by the amendment, which 
will directly create, retain, and 
expand job opportunity and eco-
nomic growth in Texas."

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 5 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment 
that establishes the Texas growth 
fund. All investments of the Texas 
growth fund must be directly re-
lated to furthering economic growth 
and employment opportunities in 
Texas. At least 50 percent of the 
fund must be invested in equity 
and/or debt security for the initial 
construction, expansion, or moderni-
zation of business or industrial fa-
cilities in Texas. Not more than ten 
percent of the fund may be invested 
in venture capital investments. Of 
the funds available for venture cap-
ital investments, not more than 25 
percent may be invested unilateral-
ly, and the remaining investments 
must be matched at least equally by 
funds from other sources.
