Benny Wills has one distinetion
no other resldent (ex or present)
of this lown can clalm, so far as
The Herald knows, He has seen
Russia and the workings of the
Soviet government nat first hand,
and in grobably ns close-to-nature
fashlon as possible.

He made the trip last summoer,
working hls way across in an Am.
erican steamship which made the
clrele of the Meditevranean SJea
and gave its boys a chance to iee
thh most Imporiant countriea bor-
dering It, They spent a month in
southern Rusasla, n sectlon of the
country which few Americans woe
because they usumlly go north to
the seat of government.,

Benny has many Interesting ex-
periences to relate, One of them
is ns followe, It §a typleal of the
good and bad qualities in the peo-
ple, he sald,

He dropped In at w show and
met a girl there who invited him
to .the International Club, a club
whose name speaks for Itself. He
want to the club and found a group
of young men of all natlonalities,
in addition to many Rusalons,

Among the Russinns waas a vory
britlinnt girl, who spoke and wrote
seven Ianguages with Rraat
fluency, 8Bhe noticed him at once
and asked nlm, If he were an Am-
erlcan. When he sald he was (he
wii the only ono there) she decld-
ed that he must preside over ths
meeting of the young Communinsts
which waa about to be held. They
made him take the chalr.

Many young men addressed the
meeting In sev.oral Ilanguages, At
Iast a Russian, who had llved in
Ameriea spoke. He told his ex-
perlences working In Detrolt for
the Ford factory when a great
number of men were Iaid off wnd
of thelr predicament and helpless-
ness. The advantages of Ruasln
he declared were that a working
man could setile down and have a
family, as he was doing, and feal
safe. Ho had a job for life; he
could not be diamissod; for he, the
workingman .owned the whole
country.

He told of a lynching
party in the wsouthern Unitad
States, which had recently taken

WASHINGTON. (#)— SBecre-
tary Stimson made public an
open lettor to Senator Borah,
chalrman of the senate forelgn
relatlons commitiee, saying that
tho Unlted States was flrmly
behind an open door policy for
China and dispu the Japan-
eso clalm that the Nine Pow-
er Treaty requirea revislon be-
eause China Is unab'e to maln-
tain order. “The letter contalns
several thousand words and said
the odservance of treatles would
have avolded the present trou-
bles without hampering the pro-
teéction of legitimate forelgn In-
terests In China, Senstor Bor-
ah had- asked If the mecretary
thought the Nine Power Trealy
revision was advisable. Stimson
sald ‘he Nine Power Treaty was
mnde when Japan and other
powers  reallzed that China
would need many years to at-
taln free Institutions, thus the
trealy constituted a covenant
of self denlal among the pow-
ors.

Ho relterated that the United

Bhe told him that if he
would move back to Texas and sat
her down under a mesquite tree to
stay, she would be nmatisfied,

Bo he started. Not more than a
day's journey out of town he met
a very friendly stranger, who knew
Blg Spring and who offered to ride
to town ahend and find a houso|
for him and the family—which he
did. The friendlinesa increased, One
day the stranger suggested that he
takke Mr., Allen's horses, along with
his own, to a ranch near Iatan
Lake, for free pagturage. Mr. Allen
let the horses go. He never saw the
stramger again and when he went
to get his horses they, too, were
gone.

He returned to Big Spring and
worlked for'the rallroad for a time;
then hauled wood and ecoal, finally
going into the hamburger business,
He operated one of the first ham-
burger stands In West Texas in the
space now occupled by J. and W,
Fisher's new store,

Belling newspapers appealed to
Mr. Allen, as & pleasant relef from
hamburgers, and he obtained the Ft,
Worth Star-Telegram agency and
Incressed its circulation here al-
most 600 per cent before the agency
was laken from him. He still sells
the papers, but in connection with
Allen News Stand next door ta the
post office which he operates with
his son and son-in-law,
