amendment contained this all-important phrase, which 
linked the two commodities closely together for the 
first time: 

it... Price support shall be made available to pro-
ducers of grain sorghums at the price determined by 
the secretary to bear the same ratio to the support 
price of corn in the commercial corn producing areas 
as the feed value equivalents of such grain sorghums 
bear to the feed value of corn." 

It should be noted that the above amendment 
applies only to non-commercial areas (for corn) this 
year, and will not be made applicable to commercial 
areas until 1957. 

Senators Price Daniel of Texas and Dennis Chavez 
of New Mexico co-sponsored an amendment that 
Daniel describes as "The greatest thing we've ever 
been able to get done in the legislature for grain 
sorghum." 

It will mean that grain sorghum next year (1957) 
will be supported at a price that will reflect the feeding 
equivalent ratio of itself compared with corn, the 
nation's biggest feed grain and one of the five "basic 
commodities." 

History was made this week when grain sorghum 
was put on a virtual par with corn for price support 
purposes. The important Daniel-Chavez grain sorghum 

But Little Benefit 
Expected in 1956 

For the first time in the history of the 
nation's price support program, non-basic 
feed grains have been linked to corn as a 
basis for determining support price levels. 

Squeezing in a last-minute amendment 
in the highly controversial national farm 
bill, two Southwestern senators this week 
teamed up to give grain sorghums the first 
"fighting chance" they have ever had from 
the Department of Agriculture.

Feeding nutritionists have long 
considered grain sorghum to be 95 
percent of the equivalent for corn 
in feed value, depending on how 
the grain is used. Observers expect 
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Chavez: 
Corn Is 
Pet Grain 

Until this year, one of our most 
dreaded annual chores has been 
changing the license plates of our 
car each March.

Obviously, a national average 

of $1.69 is less than $1.80, so the 
original 70 percent of parity form-
ula no doubt will apply. 

Don't forget that all sorts of 
complications can muddle this 
picture even further, though, and 
one of the most likely possibilities 
in this respect would be a revi-
sion of the corn support. 

If it will be moved from 81 
to 86 percent of parity as is 
supposed in some quarters, all 
the foregoing figures would under-
go some juggling. The thing to 
keep in mind, however, are the 
"commercial" and "non-com-
mercial" designations, which in 

1956 at least have caused an out-

right cut of 25 percent on the 

price that would have been ap-

plicable under the Daniel-Chavez 

a m end ment. 

Estimating farm prices in this 
day of legislated economics is 
always complicated, but more 
head scratching than usual is 
sure to result from the special 
grain sorghum legislation. 

Suppose, for instance, that pro-
ducers want to figure out what 
their support price likely will be. 
To begin with, they already have 
been assured of a support of 70 
percent of parity, which in 1956 
will be $1.80 on a nation-wide 
average basis. 

The fre;ght differential for Par-
mer County makes our effective 
support 11 cents less, or $1.69 
this year. And from that price 
must be subtracted the storage 
charge (usually averaging about 
13 cents per cwt., in addition to a 
"service charge" of one cent, 
which for nraci'cal purposes 
means a net of about $1.55 to the 
farmer. 

the 95 percent figure to be adopted 
permanently. 

Senator Daniel, in a telephone 
conversation with The Tribune, 
said Tuesday that the amend-
ment, when adopted, will end the 
discretionary power that the sec-
retary of agriculture has pre-
viously held over this non-basic 
commodity. 

This year, as in several years 
past, it has been up to the secre-
tary to decide at what percentage 
of parity non-basic commodities 
shall be supported. For 1956, 
Secretary Benson has set 70 per-
cent as the figure—the same as 
last year.

Now, the Daniel-Chavez amend. 
ment would mean that the sup-
port price could be based on 
entirely different figures. Those 
figures are arrived at by taking 
the corn support which is 81 
percent of parity (in the commer-
cial areas) of $1.40 per bushel, 
and figuring 75 percent of that, 
which is $1.05 per bushel—
the price support for corn in 
non-commercial areas. 

Converting this figure to 
hundredweight, $1.87 is arrived 
at, and then by multiplying times 
95 percent, $1.78 is obtained, 
which is the amount of support 
that sorghums would get if they 
were 100 percent on par with 
corn. 

But since a factor of only 95 
percent feeding value to corn is 
used, another multiplication,  
times 95 is necessary, and $1.69 
per hundred is the final support 

and Senator Chavez teamed up to 
sponsor the sorghum grain amend-
ments, which were adopted by the 
Senate. Senators Lyndon Johnson of 
Texas, Robert S. Kerr of Oklahoma 
and Hubert Humphrey of Minnesota 
also joined on the amendments to 
the big farm bill, which has pro-
voked the most debate of any bill 
this year. 

New Mexico has more than 
360,000 acres devoted to sorghum 
grains, much of it grown under ir-
rigation. It has been the only agei-
culture commodity at the low 70 
percent of parity in the last two 
years. 

equivalent rating in price supports 
through the Daniel-Chavez amend-
ment to the agriculture bill now 
before congress. The net and im-
mediate effect of the amendment 
would raise sorghums by six cents 
a hundred from the present $1.80 
supported price. 

"Corn has long been a pet and 
favored grain, largely because of 
the Corn Belt states, and for the 
first time the grain sorghums will 
take their place alongside corn," 
Senator Dennis Chavez said. "Since 
the two are practically even in feed 
value to animals, whatever price 
is pegged for the favored corn will 
go to sorghum growers."

In another comment on farm 
prices, Dickie said, "If our price 
is going to be legislated, we think 
it ought to be a fair price instead 
of three-quarters of a fair price.'

THE TRIBUNE'S EDITORIAL COMMENT 

Daniel, Grain Sorghums 
Will Now Be Inseparable 

Price Daniel probably didn't realize to what 
an extent his recent amendment to the farm bill 
tarrying special provisions for grain sorghum sup-
3Nort prices will have on his pending hopes for 
.11 stay at the governor's mansion in Austin next 
year. 

Even politicians sometimes underestimate their 
*wn strength, though one would hardly expect 
this to be true when reading their press releases. 
Deliberate timing of the grain sorghum amendment 
could have not been more effectively arranged than 
at was when it coincided with Daniel's offer that he 
Es "willing" to enter the race for governor this 
year. 

The announcement itself caused quite a little 
Air on the High Plains, but the agitation was hard-

' comparable with the almost electrifying effect 
of the Daniel-Chavez amendment which tied sor-
Simms directly to corn for price support purposes. 

It would be understandable that some people 
Awould tend to pooh-pooh this vital legislation for 
Ate reason that it offers little if any hope for an 
increase in support prices in 1956. 

However, Daniel has been instrumental in 
Removing an abuse of long standing that has been 
'clearly discriminatory, and the change is sure to 
'Stave beneficial and long-lasting effects for grain 
lerghum producers. It will, in fact, do more to 
abibilize the farm economy of this part of the 
Mains more than any other legislation has ever 
lane, when the full impact of its provisions are 
leit next year. 

We have never been able to justify the differ-
mace with which the USDA looked upon grain sor-
ghums when comparing them with corn, especially 
in the light of the common knowledge that they 
are roughly equivalent to 95 percent of the feeding 
value of corn. 

Incidentally, this particular matter has noth-
ing to do with whether as an individual you believe 
is flexible or rigid supports.

Sheridan Lee To Be

(Because of a change in the 
parity formula, however, this fig-
ure will mean a small increase—
about two cents per hundredweight 
—in the support for 1956.) 

The Daniel-Chavez amendment 
will establish the support rate to 
be 95 percent of that given corn 
in a commercial area, effective in 
1957. 

A "commercial area" of produc-
tion is where a commodity is grown 
as a predominating crop. The High 
Plains is a commercial wheat-
producing area. 

The commercial area for corn is 
the midwestern part of the United 
States generally thought of as the 
Cornbelt. Therefore, this part of 
the nation is considered non-com-
mercial for corn. 

There are no acreage allotments 
on corn in this area, and producers 
of corn here are entitled only to 
three-fourths of the support price 
established for commercial areas. 

Drawbacks 
Obviously, the mood of this 

article is one of optimism. What 
are the drawbacks about this im-
portant legislation to producers of 
grain sorghums? 

Most important is the fact that 
only slight—if any—benefit will be 
felt by growers this year. For 
1956, the amendment provides that 
sorghums will be supported at 
either the already announced rate 
(70 percent of parity) or 95 percent 
of the corn support in non-com-
mercial areas—whichever is the 
higher figure. 

The mathematics of this formula 
get pretty involved here, because 
the support price of corn in a non-
commercial area such as Parmer 
and Curry counties is 75 percent of 
the support price in the commer-
cial areas. And the commercial 
area support price for 1956 has 
been designated at 81 percent of

parity this year. 
Furthermore, a report is out that 

Secretary Benson has indicated 
willingness to set the corn sup-
port rate at 86 percent of parity 
provided the administration's flex-
ible support farm bill is adopted. 
It amounts to, in other words, a 
political barter. 

* * a 
What will make 1957 so dif-

ferent under the pending amend-
ment is that next year the price 
will be based at 95 percent of 
the value of corn in COMMER-
CIAL areas—the corn belt. 

Asked about this unusual twist in 
the bill,' Senator Daniel replied 
that it was necessary to so write 
the amendment in order that it 
might have a chance to be accept-
ed. If the action had been made 
applicable to 1956, it would have not 
been acceptable to many congress-
men and would likely have been de-
feated, believes Daniel. 

Although he did not mention this 
point, specifically, one obvious 
factor involved here is that the leg-
islation (which is not even yet 
law at this writing) would come 
too late to apply to many produc-
ers. The lower Rio Grande Val-
ley of Texas, plus the Gulf Coast 
area, are two areas in which con-
fusion might arise. 

* * * 
It should be kept in mind that this 

amendment is not legislation untu 
itself, but in reality is only a small 
part of a much larger farm law 
that soon will go into effect for 
the nation's producers. 

That being the case, there are 
many other coming restrictions and 
conditions on which this amend-
ment "rides" and will be made sub-
ject to. Important in this respect is 
the much-discussed "soil bank 
plan' which is still in a rather 
fluid state, but which is almost 
certain to become law as this legis-
lation is approved. 

And under the provisions of the 
amendment farmers would agree 

to set aside 15 percent of their 
average grain sorghum acreage 
(over a three-year period) in order 
to qualify for the price support. 

Then, the remainder of the pro-
posed bank plan, if approved, would 
apply to the rest of the farm, and 
volunteer layout of acreage, plus 
the 15 percent reduction for sor-
ghums, would be eligible for cer-
tain benefits as set forth in the 
proposal. 

This may take the effect of 
payment in commodities for lay-
out land, in addition to ACP pay-
ments for conservation practices 
undertaken on the acres put into 
the soil bank. 

The amendment first advocated 
by Senator Daniel was the "Plain-
view Plan" which originated in this 
area, and provided for layout of 
acres, but without payment to the 
producer for the land which he 
idles. 

Indicating again that he consid-
ered the proponents of special leg-
islation for sorghum growers "very 
lucky," Daniel said, "We had been 
told just to get grain sorghum 
`mentioned,' " indicating possibly 
that hope for the measure as now 
written had been weak several days 
ago. 

"You can tell those folks (grain 
sorghum producers) hack there 
that we really had a tough fight 
to get this over," commented the 
junior senator from Texas. 

* * * * 
What is the status of the farm 

bill now—which includes the Dan-
iel-Chevez amendment on feed 
grains? 

It must be approved by the House 
of Representatives, and then be 
passed to the conference commit-
tee, which is a compromise board 
designed to iron out differences 
between the House and the Senate. 

Daniel indicated that he feels 
confident that the amendment 
will go unscathed through the 
House, and that it may even be 
improved to some extent by the 
conference committee. 
"We have some mighty strong 

friends in that committee," he said. 
If the bill survives these hazards, 

it then will be passed to the desk 
of the president for his signature 
or veto. Because in all likelihood 
the bill will largely outline the 
administration's flexible price pro-
gram and soil bank proposals, no 
difficulty is expected from Presi-
dent Eisenhower. 

The grain sorghum amendment, 
although of paramount importance 
to the High Plains, is in actuality of 
small significance to the nation as 
a whole, and likely will be given 
little notice by the president, pre-
dict observers. 

Grain sorghum is a dominating 
crop in Parmer and Curry counties. 
There were over 300,000 acres of 
grain sorghum grown under ir-
rigation in Parmer County last 
year, and the production amounted 
to about 14,000,000 bushels.
