Particu-
larly, we dropped the High 
Sheriff from the County Of-
ficials' greeting. We already 
had his money, too. Honestly 
we don't know which hurts us 
the most; missing the greetings 
or missing the money. Both are 
painful. As a New Year's re-
solution, we promise to do bet-
ter, the good Lord willing.

With this issue, we are dropp-

ing our "Remember the 
Pueblo" ending. We are happy 
for the return of the gallant 
men and officers of that ill-
fated ship. However, we feel 
that the incident of the Pueblo 
should not be forgotten. Far 
from itl A diligent investiga-
tion by the incoming adminis-
tration should pin-point the 
blame for this tragic national 
disgrace. 

We do not mean a court of 
inquiry on the hapless crew 
members. They should be ac-
corded our nation's highest 
honors. We mean the venal 
politicians responsible for a 
situation to arise that allowed 
such a national disgrace to 
transpire. We think that the 
policies of McNamara, Rusk, 
et al, should be given the dos- 

,scrutinv 	. on) the nublie, 
and if blame is found, it should 
be given to the public and to 
history. 

Let not the Nixon adminis-
tration begin with the same 
credibility gap that the John-
son administration is ending 
with.

Due to the press of national 

events that have transpired re-
cently, a court ruling of grave 
future portent has escaped with 
little public notice. We are re-
ferring to the U. S. District 
Judge Reynaldo Garza in the 
Edcouch-Elsa high school de-
monstration case. From the 
scanty reports and even more 
scanty editorial comments we 
have seen on the case, this 
appears to us to be a flagrant 
example of a court's interfer-
ing in the administration of 
local constituted authority. 

If used as a precedent, and 
it probably will be, this ap-
parently will expose our local 
school systems to the same 
sort of campus anarchy that 
afflicts our colleges. If we are 
wrong in our assessments of 
the flood of apparently irre-
sponsible judicial decisions 
coming from our courts, it is 
because we are not privy to 
enough information on the back-
grounds of these decisions. A 
greater degree of information 
must be given to the general 
public on many of our recent 
court cases. 

It matters little what the 
truth of a situation actually 
is; it matters only how the 
public reacts or interprets what 
is given. From what little has 
been given to the public, it 
is our opinion that the dignity, 
yes even the integrity, of our 
courts are in serious question 
by many citizens. This impair-
ment of public confidence can 
lead only to a further mis-
understanding of our judicial 
system by the bulk of the peo-
ple. This will contribute to a 
further decline of law and or-
der in this afflicted era of our 
country. 

We feel that it is the duty 
of the news media, in coopera-
tion with the courts, to more 
widely disseminate judicial op-
inions and let the people de-
cide on the effectiveness of our 
judges; and if they are found to 
be lacking, let the people 
through their elected repre-
sentatives remedy the ills of 
the bench. The greatest con-
tribution to social unrest and 
eventual anarchy is the feeling 
that justice is not dispensed 
either wisely or fairly.

At this point, we feel that a 
judicial investigation would pay 
great dividends in a future re-
turn to law and order and a 
return to a feeling of confi-
dence in the rights of the law-
abiding citizen. Law and order 
is maintained only because the 
vast bulk of the people want 
to obey the laws. There can-
not be enforcement of the law, 
short of a complete police state, 
unless the people want and co-
operate in keeping the law. If 
this willingness on the part of 
the people to obey the law dis-
appears, then all semblance of 
order will also disappear and 
our society as we know it will 
disintegrate. We look upon the 
judiciary as the keystone in the 
arch of orderly government. 
It must not be allowed to 
crumble.
