Knowledge
Under Attack Again!

Although most calendars proudly proclaim the date as being
1967, one would never know it by observing the recent activities
of the Tennessee Senate as it valiantly stood up for clean living
and good moral character by defeating a bill to repeal a law
which should have been wiped off the books decades ago.

The law under question is the one which makes it a crime to
teach the theory of evolution in Tennessee, It was particularly
nauseating to watch pot-bellied Tennessee Senators stand up and
condemn scientists who accept evolution as atheists, without mak-
ing the least attempt to understand the theory of evolution,

In some respects, ignorance may indeed be bliss, but in this
case it is nothing short of a return to the dark ages, when men
were burned at the stake for advocating principles that ran against
what was then ‘‘established” religious beliefs, Believe it or not,
a man once suffered just such afate for advocating that the earth
rotated about the sun, rather than the other way around, Since
this contradicted the teaching that the earth was the center of
the universe, it was hohoho, and away to the bonfire for the poor
scientist, Now, nobody will get consumed by the flames for ad-
vocating evolution, but many will undoubtedly get singed in a
figurative sense, .

Although in Tennessee, the argument is whether evolution
should be taught at all, a similar debate rages in other sections
of the country, although slightly less intense, The question in the
majority of cases is whether evolution should be taught as
established fact or as a theory. The big surprise is the fact
that in the opinion of most biologists, evolution is just as much
an accepted fact as the atomic theory| Neither of which by the
way is the least bit atheistic in nature, regardless of what some
amateur theologians may say,

Last week was particularly fruitful for opponents of evol-
ution, as several religious leaders joined the ‘‘name the athes-
ist of the week' club, A, A, Catanzaro of New York, district
supervisor for Jehovah's Witnesses, launched a vicious tirade
against science in general as he addresseda group of denomina-
tion members, Catanzaro blamed the teaching of evolution as be-
ing responsible for everything from teenage thug-ism to all out
atheism, This is equivalent to saying that the invention of the
wheel is responsible for the rising death rate on the highways.,
It just doesn't jive,

I was privileged to read a pamphlet published by this same
group entitled ‘*Evolution, or Creation by God - Which?* The
obyvious implication is that you cannot have both, Nothing could
be farther from the truthl An equally ridiculous question might
be ‘““Was the house built by a hammer or by a carpenter?”’
As you can see, the only logical answer is both, The hammer is
merely the tool of the carpenter, andevidence points out the fact
that evolution was the tool of God, a viewpoint which | don’t be-
lieve to be atheistic in nature, After all, man was not given a
brain justito fill up-the space within his head; he was:givena
brain in order that he might learn more about the world in which
he was put, and not be condemned to live in ignorance,

The Bible was never intended to be atextbook in biochemistry
or rolecular biology; it was intended to convey the idea to man,
that God created the heavens and the earth and everything that
lives upon it, It was left to man to attempt to uncover the de-
tails, and I dare say that scientists are infinitely better qual-
ified to do so than either politicians or A, A, Catanzaro, who by
the way is credited with the brilliant statement that man absolu-
tely did not exist onearth more than 6000 years ago, Dr, Leakey,
whose latest fossil findings place the age of man at something
like a million and a half years, would be tickled to death to
hear that!

For those who still believe that scientists are atheists, let
me say that | have never known one biologist who does not be-
lieve in creation by God, The more one digs into the miracle of
life, the more overwhelmed he is by the complexity of it all, and
the more he knows that this is the work of a supreme creator,
not the product of chance, What the opponents of science fail
to realize, is that God possesses the sum total of human knowl-
edge and much, much more, He is in effect, the ultimate scient-
ist, for whom nothing is impossible,

Man has made mistakes in the past, and will undoubtedly
make many more before he has completely elucidated the me-

Attention Horse Owners

There appears to be some
evidence that Sorghum-Sudan-
grass type forage hybrids used
extensively for cattle grazing
and greenchop may be injur-
ious to horses, warns B.,F,
Yeates, Extension Animal Hus-
bandman, Texas Agricultural
Extension Service,

These widely used grazing
and feed crops appear to be a
factor in causing cystitis syn-
drome in horses, a little known
disease of equines which is
characterized by incoordination
of the rear quarters, uncon-
trolled urination, and possible
abortions by mares, Death
sometimes occurs in chronic
cases, To date, thére is no
known cure for this ailment,
but it is not contagious, In
addition, tothe Sorghum-Sudan-
grass type hybrids, cystitis has
been found in horses grazing
Johnsongrass, Common Sudan-
grass, and Sweet Sudangrass in
a few isolated cases,

The cystitis syndrome and
possible dietary connections
was first reported by Dr, Wil-
liam M, Romane, D,V,M,, Tex-
as A&M University and his team
of researchers in an article
in  ‘“*Southwestern Veterin-
arian” (Vol, 19, Winter, 1966),
The reportdescribed symptoms
and indicates it may be con-
nected with feeding of the for-
ages as greenchop or by graz-
ing the horses on the forage,
Dr. Romane’s research team
adds, ‘‘Only when the plant is
in the growing state does this

syndrome develop, To our
knowledge, cured hay will not
produce the syndrome,””

The cystitis syndrome of
horses has been noted mostly
in Texas and a few isolated
areas of the Southwest, accord-
ing to reports from veterinary
colleges, Incidence of the cys-
titis syndrome was reported by
veterinarians in Georgia, Ala-
bama, Oklahoma, Washington,
and lowa, but there appeared to
be no association with any par-
ticular forages, Other areas
have not reported cases of the
syndrome,

Exact cause of the ailment has
not been pinpointed, and, Yeates
says, thousands of horses have
probably grazed these forage
crops with no ill effects; how-
ever, horsemen should be war n-
ed of the danger involved inus-
ing the forages in their horse
program, and they should be
very cautious until continuing
research can establish the ex-
act cause of the syndrome, A&M

Crop Rotation

Losses due to Verticillium
wilt, a devastator to cotton pro-
duction, can be reduced by ro-
tating cotton with one or more
grain crops,

Several years of testing at the
South Plains Research and Ex-
tension Center here have re-
sulted in this finding, reported
Dr. E, B, Minton, USDA path-
ologist,

Rortating cotton with cornona
yearly basis reduced Verticil-
lium wilt infestation by almost
S0 per cent, Minton said,

Furthermore, the rotation of
cotton with cornandgrainsorg-
hum reduced the disease infes-
tation from 96 to 20 per cent,
he added,

The all-important area of lint
yield per acre showed substan-
tial gains with these rotations,
the pathologist pointed out, With
the cotton-corn rotation, lint
yield increased from 630 to 950
pounds per acre,
