ReadersList Likes, Dislikes
Newspaper boys are asbusy

as ever, but what Americans
like specifically about their
daily newspapers often is
hidden behind personal
preference.

Resultsof a limited opinion
study madeby the Instituteof

Mass Communications
Research at Texas Tech
University delve into those
preferences.The study was
madeof Lubbock readers,and
the results indicate they want
domestic news more than
anythingelse.

Although the daily
crossword puzzle fared lowest
in interest, about a fourth of
the readers indicated it is
important.

Respondents rated their
personal interst in 16

newspapercategoriesas "not
interested at all," "not in-

terested," "just interested,"
"very interested," or "don't
known." Answers were
evaluatedfor generalresults.
For more specific analysis,
they also were divided into
four specific groups black,
chicano, white and affluent
white based on certain
exclusive residentialdistricts.

Overall, the readers said
they prefer domestic and
foreign news first. Domestic
news was rated interestingby
almost70 percentand foreign
news by about 63 per cent.
Most people 59 per ceni
like to readabout murder,and
featuresinterestalmost57 per
cent.

A sound majority more
than CO per cent of the
readerssaid they found radio
and television schedules of

interest.
Advertising is as important

to some readersas the news
columns with morethan 55 per
cent rating the ads in-

teresting.
Women's pages scored,

expectedly, very high amo.ig
women respondents. Tne
sports pages rated very high
with men.

Financial news attracts a

The study indicated that
some vary with ethnic
or economic background.

Black respondents listed
sports, domestic news,
murder and advertisements
as areas that interest them
most. Editorials, letters to the
editor,andfeatureswereonly
slightly less interesting.More
than 60 per cent of the black
respondentswere "not in-

terestedat all" in crossword
puzzles, More than50 percent
said cartoons,financial news
and news of the arts are not
interesting to them,
them.

Chicanos rated domestic
news and radioand television
schedules highly. These were
followed in ratingsby
foreign news, cartoons, the
women's pages, murder and
advertisements.More than40

per centweren't interestedat
all in crossword puzzles,
accordingto the study,and35
per cent felt the same way
about news of the arts.

All of the white respondents
appeared to have definite
views concerning and
financial news; for no "don't
know" ratings were given in
these categories. The
crossword puzzle sufferedthe
heaviestblow from this group,
with nc respondentslisting it
as "very interesting."

Affluent white respondents
had definite opinions about 13

of the given categories.Only

movie reviews, domesticnews
and art news drew responses
in the "don't know" column.

More than 50 percentof the
affluent white respondents
listed domesticnews as"very
interesting," with the
women's pagesand features
running close behind. Murder,
foreign news, sports and
advertisements drew large
percentagesin the "just in-

teresting" rating.
Among the white respon-

dents,more thana third rated
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sports "very interesting."
Most of this group also in-

dicated "just interested" in
foreign news, editorials, car-
toons, domestic news and
features More than 50 per
cent said they were "not in-

terested at all" in the
crossword puzzle.

Recent federal and state court
decisions holdingpublic school finance
systems based on locally-impose- d

property taxesunconstitutionalfocused
new attention on such taxation. The
decisionsstimulated interest of House
and Senate committees on extensive
reforms.

Criticism of the revenuesource and
proposals for reform may center on
thesefactors as pointed up in the TRL
study:

Administration is inequitable. Dif-

ferent standardsapply to different types
of property.

There arc too few professionally-traine- d

assessors,and many tax offices
lack even the most fundamental tools
suchastax mapsandappraisalcardson
each parcel of property. Furthermore,
there are far too many tax offices and
districts. (Given an "impossible tax
law" to administer, local officials do
remarkable well, according to a Tax
Policy Committeestudy.)

When the month of August
rolls around, thousands of

Texas mothers suddenly
realize that only a few more
weeks remain until school
beings

Parentswith youngsters
beginning schoolfor the first
time this September look
forward to school with a little
more excitement, andmany
motherswhose first-bor- n are
going off to school maybea bit
bewildered by it all.

In addition to the million-andon-e

chores that must be
performed in getting the
youngster ready for school

new shoes, clothes, health
examination most school
districts require proof of age
for beginning students. A
certified copy of a birth
certificate is usually
requested,reports the Texas
State Department of Health.

This fall there will be a
quarter-millio-n new first
graders in the schools
throughout Texas, with the
total public school enrollment
expected to reach2.8 million.
Continued growthof the school
population is expected for the
next two to three years, ac-

cording to the Texas
Education Agency

Anticipating the rush of
birth certificate requests,the
Records andStatistics Section
of the TexasState Department
of Health has been prepared
for it. Requests already are
pouring in.

It takesa sizeable staff just
to open the thousands of let-

ters receiveddaily, let alone
search out a requestedcer-
tificate, remove it from the
thick volume, makea certified
copy, mail it out and then
return the original certificate
to its proper place.

Years of experience have
eliminated nearly every
bottleneck. The operation is
smooth and fast. Usually the
copy is mailed within a dayor
two after the request is
received.

One bottleneck still
remaining, however, is the

The Houseon May 11 passed
a bill increasing the
agricultural minimum wage
from the present$1.30 an hour
to $1.50 this yearandto $1.70 a
year later

The Senate, arduously
courting the favor of
organized labor, voted July 20
to raise the farm labor
minimum to $1.60 this year,
$1.80 next year, $2.00 in 1974
and $2.20 in 1975.

"Thus the hourly minimum
wage for agriculture in the
yearsaheadwill be decided by
a House-Senat- e Conference
Committee," Johnson said,
"anda 30 percentincreaseby
1973, aswritten into the House
measure, is the smallest in-

creasethat can behoped for."
Also hanging in the balance

when the Conference Com-
mittee meetswill be the fateof
overtime exemptions
traditionally given to cotton
gins, oil mills and other
seasonal processing in-

dustries. The House version
retains these exemptions but
the Senatebill wipes themout.
If the Senate version holds,
some sources estimate the
cost of ginning cotton will be
increased in the neighborhood
of $5 per bale.

The House bill would in-

crease labor
from a $1.60 minimum to $1.80
this yearand to $2.00 in 1973.
The Senate would jump the
minimum for non-far-

workers to $1.80 this year and
to $2.20 an hour in 1974.

Ostensibly the Ad-

ministration was pushing on
the Senate floor for new
minimum wage provisions
much more in line with those
adopted by the House, in-

cluding a $2.00 top for non-far-

laborandan increaseto
only $1.80 for agriculture. But
Republicans as well as
Democratswould like to gain
support from organized labor
in this election year, and
numerous defections from the
more modest wage approach
were noted in Administration
ranks,

Democrats in the Senate
were especially anxious to
mollify labor union leaders,
most of whom were
thoroughly disenchantedwith
procedures followed at the
Democratic Convention and
with the party's presidential
nominee. Political expediency
notwithstanding however,
both Texas Senators John
Tower, a Republican, and
Lloyd Bentsen Jr., a
Democrat voted for a
substitutebill with minimum
wage increases similar to
those approved by the House.

That bill was defeatedby a
vote of 46 to 47 and the
minimum bill from theSenate
Labor Committee passed65 to
27. Presidential nominee
George McGovern flew back
to the Capitol from South
Dakota to vote against the
substitutebill.

Ultimately the Senate
measure would jump the
federalminimum wageby 37.5
per cent for
workers andby almost70 per
cent for farm labor, the
largest increasesin history.

Noteworthy in consideration
of the minimum wage
provisions which eventually
will be enactedis the fact that
the chairman of the House
Subcommittee on Labor, John

The
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Dent of Pennsylvania, fought a
losing battleon theHouse side
for a bill almost identical to
that passedby theSenate.And
Dent will no doubt headup the
House conferees on the Issue.

Don't Make Pets
From Wildlife

As more and more families
go outdoors for campingand
picnicking, they come into
contact with wildlife. Often
temptationsare high to keep a
young wild animal as a pet.

Charles Ramsey, wildlife
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-

vice, reminds families ex-

ploring theoutdoors to be kind
to wildlife "orphans" andjust
leavethem alone, "Taking the
animal from its habitat is one
of the most unkind things a
person can do," contends the
Texas A&M University
specialist. "It's also illegal."

"Unfortunately, the first
thought that comes to a
person'smind when he finds a
young wild animal is tliat its
an 'orphan'.This is generally
not so since the motheroften
leavesits young to feed."

So when a young animal is
found alone, chancesare that
its mother is close-b-y andwill
tend to her offspring after the
humansleave the area.

Ramseyalso disproves the
common belief that Wildlife
parentswill refuseto care for
theiryoung if "tainted" by the
scentof humans, "Yet, this is
no excuse to bother young
animals. Refrain from and
discourage children from
handling or playing with
young wildlife since such
