Under questioning from lawyers for
the plaintiffs, both railroad officials said
they neverleft thefront of the train to go
back to the siteof the collision to inquire
of the number of persons killed and
injured.

Driver of the bus involved in the
tragedy, Artis Ray Johnson, said he
stopped at the crossing, opened the bus
door, did not seethe flashing lights nor
hear the bells. In an almost inaudible
voice, he said he saw the fast ap-

proaching train when he was very near
the main line of the railroad crossing.

Johnsonsaidhe did not think he could
stop the buswithout being in the middle
of the track. "All I had in my mind was
to getthe busacrossthe track," Johnson
said. He saidhe gavethe bus everything
it had to get across, that the bus
"quivered" for a second and took off.

Johnson said hehadalreadyseenthe
train when one of the boys on the bus
said a train was coming.

The family man said his dad died
when he was in the third gradeand he
neverwent back to school. He said he
had beendoing janitorial work for the
Littlefield school about five years,
driving a bus to fill in for regularschool
bus drivers whenever he was needed.

At the time of the accident,he said he
had beendriving the buson the Fieldton
route for about two weeks.

Off and on during the first day of
testimony, witnesses and the jury were
referred to a scalemodel of the depot,
rail yard tracks and crossing, train and
bus. Preparedby theAmarillo engineer,
Abrahamson, the model was used to re-

create the causesof the accident.

In several instances,mothers of the
children involved wiped away tears as
the violent tragedywas brought to mind.
Numerous photographs taken by the
defendantrailroad were introduced as
state evidence.

Using a pocket computer,scaleruler,
plat and the model, Abrahamsonwas
called on for line of sight drawings mid
to show the angleof the sun at the time
of theaccident.Abrahamson said in his
opinion the way the sun was shining was
a factor because of theway the sun
reflected backfrom the signal lights at
the crossing at that time of day.

Johnson, now G9, saidhe haddriven a
bus a lot and was sure aware of the
responsibility he had forall the children
on his bus, He said therewas a normal
amountof talking on the bus, but that he
neverhadone minuteof trouble with the
children on the bus.

In a weak, hoarsevoice he said he
"never did see the flashing signals,
didn't hearthe bell at the crossingand
didn't hear no whistle a tall."

Testimony was brought out showing
that the train traveled88 feetper second
through Littlefield, andthatat Its weight
of almost a million pounds, the time it
took to bring the train to a stop equalled
the length of the train.
