The remainder is apportioned among
such other needs as transportation,
medical costs, education, social security
and miscellaneous.

The BLS reportsthat living costsfor the
family of four have risen 5.8 percentsince
its previous budget analysis, releaseda
yearearlier.

BoatersAre Warned
Of SpringDangers

"Spring time in Texascan be a time of
great enjoyment for boaters, but it can
also bring some special dangers," ac-

cording to the general manager of the
Texas Safety Association.

Lloyd F. Palmer says the "most
significant dangerto Texasboaters is the
unpredictablenature of spring weather."

Palmer pointed out that suddenstorms,
along with sudden changes in wind
direction and speeds,arc the order of the
season.The safetyexecutivesaid that both
create serious and potentially dangerous
situations for the boater.

"The bestadvice is to not ventureout in
a boat if rough weather has been
forecast," said Palmer. But he explained
that it is not always possibleto have ad-

vancewarning.

"Many is the time a boatsmanwill set
out with sunnyskies and calmwinds, only
to find out two or three hours laterthat the
weatherhastakenan unexpected turnfor
the worse.

In caseslike this," the statewidesafety
organization leader said, "the only
protection a boater has is knowledge of
boatingsafetyand the skillto put it to use.
At the first sign of rough weather the
experiencedboaterwill headfor shelter."

The TSA executiveoutlined somerules
to remember when caught in an unex-
pectedrough weather situation.

1 Put life preserverson all passengers
in the boat.

2. Head into thewavesat a slight angle,
and reducespeed.

3. Scatpassengersin the bottom of the
boatasclose to thecenterline aspossible.

4. Head lor the nearest shore or
protectedarea.

5. If the wind andwavesare too high, or
if your motor fails, trail a seaanchorfrom
the bow to maintain a heading into the
waves. A bucketor weightedclothing will
serve as a seaanchor in an emergency
