They CameTo Stay

And They Did
By EVALYN PARROTT SCOTT

Nlncty-tw- o years of living
have settledgracefully upon the
shouldersofTyneFife, acourtly
Southern Gentleman who wears
only the best of Panamastraw
hats and the string tie of the
old Southern Colonel In thesum--
mer.

But, unlike most Southern
colonels, Fife Is a shrewdand
capable business man and
farmer displtc the fact he re-

tired from active farming about
five years ago. He Is still
active in churchwork and com-

munity efforts.
A native Mlssissippian who

came with his parents to Texas
In 1895, Fife still drives the
family car on trips and keeps
up with the latest Innovations and
programs.

He was among the first from
Sudan to travel to Houston to
seea sports gamein theAstro-
dome.

Fife has not yielded to age
and carries his spare frame
erectly as though he was "to
the Manorborn".

His wife is the personifica-
tion of the genflsSouthernLady
with flowing lace, but her
shoulder was always with her
mate's at the wheel when itcame
to doing.

Mrs. Fife Is the daughterof
the lateJ. B. Newman and wife,
Dora Smith Newman, and Is a
native Texan; but her parents
were natives of Mississippi.

The Fifes arenoted for their
honestand fair dealingsandbe-

loved by neighborsand thosewho
know them. They aremembers
of the Sudan Church of Christ.

Upon coming to the Plains in
1925, he found a settler named
Joe Morgan, who had put all
his savings into a labor of land,
but due to an early freeze In
1925 Morgan hadnothing to make
land payments with.

Fife askedhim to figure up
how much he had invested In
the land and hewould pay him
that amount per acre which
totaled$60.00 an acre.

Had Fife been greedyhecould
possibly have gotten the land
for half that amount; but, being
a man of principles he paid the
$60.00 an acre and sold his
land In Limestone County for
$122, an acre. Fife and wife
declaredthey cametostay.makc
friends and a good home they
stuck to these ideas in spite
of adversities and dire warn-
ings by his father and other
kindred.

In 1926 In the early fall,, just
as Fife had startedharvesting
the crop, his father came out,
along with an uncle named
George. His father possibly
came to "see", as his son had

written him about the good and
abundant crop he had that year.

Statedthe elder rife "I never
knew of Tyne to ,e'l stores,
but, he may have told a whopper
this time."

The elderly Fife and his
brother, George, arrived In the
wee hours of a frosty morn
to check on Tyne possibly to
make sure one of their own
was all right.

The unclewas so chilled (and
as It was still dark he had not
seenthe crops) madethe state-
ment he wouldn't trade his
pocket knife for all of West
Texas,

However, after being bundled
off to bed and later served
a good country breakfast they
ventured forth to checkTyne's
land (possiblystill thinking just
once he may have fibbed a bit,
and he on the edgeofstarvation,
but too proud to let the rest of
the clan know).

First they admittedhehadthe
finest mules they had ever seen
but still remained skeptical--th-e

two muttered to each other
when they walked throughTyne's
fine goose-neck-ed maize, tall
corn with large ears,his hygera
and kafflr corn with heads
measuring a good 12 Inches
long, (all thetime still muttering
to each other) however, when
they reached his 50 acres of
cotton so loaded with bolls that
pulled the stalks to the ground
they quit muttering and de-

manded if it was that good on
the ends.

Fife said he couldn't seeany
difference but, they walked It
out then wanted to know Just
how long those rows were (a
labor lenght--perha- ps theywerc
a mite tired afterwalking Texas
length rows) Finally his father
conceded and said "Son,you had
the best farm in Limestone
County, but, 1 wouldn't trade
one acre of this land for two
acres of that land!"

More than likely the two re-
turned to Groesbeck In Lime-
stone County, feeling easier
about the member of the clan
who pulled out and cameWest.

But, belngashrewdman, Tyne
Fife, did not bum all bridges
behind him as he did not sell
his furniture store In Teaguc;
but, did resign his positon as
president of a bank at Otto
(a small town near Teaguc).

In 1932 he sold out his part
in the store and as both he and
Mrs. Fife predicted , "We
came to stay," to like
the country and to make
friends!" and this they did!

SOME OF THE YOUNG stripped
their clothing, climbed onto the
stage; others began throwing rocks
and bottles.

Within minutes a full-sca- le bat-
tle was under way; thousands of
violent young people overturnedand
burned police cars, pelted police
with anything throwable, ripped up
sidewalks so they could break up
the cement for additional ammun-nltlo- n.
