ENGLAND HAS OUTLAWED cap-
ital punishment, despite a million-
name petition asking its retention.

Parliament decided that capital
punighment does not prevent capiral
C!’]-‘"l'.

THIS ACTION reminds Ameri-
cans that one of the great unresolvs-
ed problems of our society 18 how
to deal with the lawhreaker and
what to do about capital punishment,

Texas, along with many other
states, has not had a legal mor-
atorium on capital punishment but
has virtually abandoned it in prac-
tical experience,

The nuestion of the effectiveneds
of killin deter others from
erime is a clouded one

Srudies conducted in areas which
have eliminated the gas chamber and
the electric chair simply do not
substantiate claims tHar fear of the
death penalty decreases capital
crime,

Yet,

many law enforcement per-
sons claim that no study can be
accurate since no one knows how
many people have refused to com-
mit capital erime because of fear

IN RELIGIOUS CIRCLES, many
defend capital punishment because
commands o use it are recorded in
the Old Testament,

However, opponents point to the
New Testament commands about
loving enemies and overcoming evil
with good, They remind us Jesus
Himself was a victim of the gross-
est miscarriage of justice in history.

I'hev point out that basic Chris-
tian insight has to do with re-
claiming men and that the possibil-
ity of rchabilitation 18 lost when
you kill offenders.

FACT THAT MEN indeed
have been mistakenly convicted of

Is society primarily interested in
exacting vengeance on the wrong-
doer, providing protection for per-
sons In the society, or in redeeme-
ing the damaged lives of lawbreak-
ers?

Many say the test of the elfec-
tiveness of punishment lies notin its
geverity (the death penalty) but
in its sureness and {18 quickness,

Men are deterred from a crime
by the fact that they will be cer-
tainly punished and quickly pun-
ished. In our system, these two
elements of punishment are almost
entirely missing.

THE PURPOSE OF PENOLOGY,
from a moral point of view shoyld
be twofold: protection of society and
reclamation of the wrongdoer,

It i3 unworthy of Christians to
vearn for vengeance or gain ¢mos
tional satisfaction out of the suffer-
ing of others,.,even those who have
committed erime.

Present practices in our penal
systems provide a measure of pro-
tection of society, but they fall
woefully short of reclaiming men,

Psychiatrist William Menninger
has made a sStrong casc against
current practices In his definitive
study entitled, “"The Crime of
Punishment."

ARCOUSED AND INFORMED eit-
izens should aggressively support
enlightened prison officials in their
efforts to find adequate personnel
to provide psychological assistance
for prisoners, and institute better
programs of rehabilitation and edu-
cation of the public to help men
return to society after serving time
for their ¢rimes,

Some men are so antisocial that
they should never be released,
but that doesn't give us the right

to put them to death

Can Land Retirement

Solve Farm Problem?

It Is no secret that Sccretary of
Agriculture Clifford Hardin came
into office with a decided affiniry
for massive, whole-farm land re-
tirement as the key to solving this
nation’s  agricultural capacity to
produce in excess of market demand

Now, many aresaying he has aban-
doned that philosophy. But a close
look at his “*set aside' approach
brings on second thoughts,

His proposal to date has asked
for unbridled authority to require, as
i prerequisite to program partici-
pation and without compensation, that
farmers take out of production or
"set aside’ from 25 to 50 percent
of their grain sorghum base and
from 50 to 100 percent of their do-
mestic cotton allotment, which he
prefers to call a “base’ allotment,

Consider the possibilities under
this proposition

According to the L, 5 Bureau of
Census report for 1964, the latest
available. Lubbock County hus ap-
proximately 650,000 acres infarms.,
That's not just dcreage In cotton
and grain sorghum, but total: creag
in farms.

I'ne county has a grain sorghum
base of about 255,000 acres accord.
ing to the County ASCS office, and
a cotton allotment of ghout 227,000
acres, 7,550 acres of which s
now designated as the *‘domestic'’
allotment,

Assuming the Secretary required
the minimum percentage of set aside
acreage, he would be retiring from
production 63,750 acres (25 percent
of the grain sorghum base), plus 73, -
775 acres (50 percent of the do-
mestic comton allotment). That to-
tals up to 137,525 acres taken oul of
production--21 pereent of the total
land in farms

Un the wp side he asks for au-
thority to retire 127,500 acres from
grain sorghum and 147,550 acres
from cotton. This would mean 275, -
150 idled acres in the county from
which farmers could derive no
income, And that's 42 percent of
the land in Lubbock County farms,

In addition, there would be a st
aside requirement for wheat,

From
these figures |t would appear that
the Secretary may have Biven up on

the "whole farm' concept, but that
"land retirement’’ s still very mueh
on his mind, And taking out of pro-
duction 21 percent or 42 percent or
any in-between percentage of total
farm acreage can surely be termed
“"massive’” land retirement,

It should be noted, too, that if
such vast acreages of High Plains
farm land are removed from the in-
come producing category, the effects
on farmers and on the High Plains
economy will also be *‘massive’.
