Cotton Quotas, Allotmg,
Revised Upward For 19;

Last Wednesday, the U S, Department
of Agriculture announced » revised
national marketing quota of 16,008,333
bales (standard bales of 500 pounds, gross
weight) and a revised national acreage
allotment of 17 million acres for the
1970 crop of upland cotton. This
represents an increase of 941,666 bales in
the quota and an increase of one million
acres in the allotment from that
announced on Oct. 1, 1969,

['his increase is brought about by the
declining 1969 crop prospects caused
primarily by abnormal weather
conditions throughout much of the
Cotton Belt. The September B Crop
Report, on which the _uriglnnl
determinations were made, mdluted_ i
1969 crop of 10984000 bales. The
current report indicates production of
10,428,000 bales. The increase in the
quota and allotment Is necessary Lo assure
the maintenance of adequate stocks in
the United States to provide a continuous
and stable supply of different qualities of
cotton needed in the U. 5. and foreign
cotton consuming countries

Revised state allotments for the 1970
crop will be announced within a few
days.

"Also announced were the following
additional provisions of the 1970-crop
program for upland cotton: 1.
DOMESTIC ACREAGE
ALLOTMENT=For the 1870 crop, the
farm domestic acreage allotment has been
set al 65 percent of the farm acreage
allotment, the minimum authorized by
law. Farmers who sign up to participate
in the program and who plant at least 90
per cent of thelr farm’s domestic acreage
allotment. but not in excess of the
