Jury Wheel
Spins Official

Since all jurors for trials in Lamb
County now are selected by use of the jury
wheel, some strange things happen

Sheriff E.D. McNeese thought it was
funny when he drew Tax-assessor-
collector Herbert Dunn's name last week
while making up the list of petit jurors for
civil trials beginning Monday.

Then two draws later the sheriff drew
his own name,

Besides not knowing who are elected
officials, the wheel dispenses names of
elderly persons as readily as younger
registered voters

Some of the elderly get upset when they
receive notices o report for jury duty for
the first time. After age 65, they can claim
exemptions. But to make sure they are in
contact with the right office, they
sometimes call the sheriff, the district
clerk and the district judge—all three,

Because of the larger number who can
claim over-age exemptions, more names
must be drawn to get a jury panel with the
wheel than were formerly required.

Fewer exemptions are allowed those
under 85 years, however, and under the
new laws and the use of the wheel more
persons who have never served before are
being chosen for jury duty.

Farm-Market Road
Improvement Scheduled

The Texas Highway Commission has
approved development of 57 miles of
Farm to Market Roads in Lamb County as
part of the 1971 Texas Farm to Markel
Road Program.

District Highway Engineer Oscar L
Crain of the Texas Highway Department
in Lubbock said the estimated cost of the
work is $213,000,

Work will begin on FM 37, ap
proximately 2 miles south of Amherst, and
will proceed souhward to FM 54. Included
in the project is grading, structuring and
surfacing :

The work authorized for this county I8
part of 304.3 miles of new construction and
additional financing for 177.1 miles of FM
and RM Roads previ designated and
constructed in stages, Estimated cost of
the program statewide is $20.9 million

Texas has some 40 thousand miles of
paved secondary roads under
Statemaintenance in the Farm to Market
syslem,

Of the new construction in the program,
290.8 miles are new roads being added to
the system, Of this total 192.8 miles or &
per cenl are school bus routes and 178.6
miles or 61 per cent are rural mail delivery
routes.

Originally intended to get Texas farmers
and ranchers out of the mud and to provide
for movement of agricultural produce Lo
markets, the FM system also now affords
city dweller and rural resident alike ac-
cess (0 hundreds of new lakes and other
recreational areas in the State

Likes Riding Range

What makes a good law man?

Apparently the qualifications must be
aboul the same as those for a good cowboy,
since the two occupations seem to go hand
in hand.

Homer McLaury of Sudan spent 30 years
on the back of horses at famed Texas
ranches like the 6666, Pitchlork and the
Swenson Land Company before he traded
his larial for a deputy sheriff’s badge and
swapped his saddle for a softer seat in a
patrol car

Now instead of tolerating the boredom of
many hours riding herd on cattle, lonely
hours are spent driving his prowl car
around by himsell. And for the past 17
vears, McLaury's roundups have been
limited to & few law breakers

McLaury went to work for the Swenson
Land Cattle Company when he was 18
vears old. There were four of the ranches
owned by the Swede family in New York
City, and all four of the ranches are still
intact

McLAURY worked on the Tongue River
Ranch division 20 miles southwest of
Paducah. During the two months in the
spring spent branding cattle and another
two months during the fall roundup,
McLaury was one of 10 or 12 cowboys who
followed the chuck wagon with its chuck
box in the back

Most of the ime camp wias made along
the cotlonwood uand plum bush-lined
Tongue River. Hearty stick-to-the-rib
meals included sour dough biscuits, fried
beel and boiled beans. Dessert was always
dried fruil or syrup.

Besides the cowbovs and the cook, there
was a “hoodlum™ — the name given Lo the
boy who hauled water and wood and
helped the cook — and a boy to wrangle the
horses

Each cow poke had about 10 horses, and
all had & special purpose. One was the
roundup horse, another was the drive
horse. | had one horse that | used just to
ride to Dumont,” McLaury said, “and

another was the ‘night horse’ ar the horse |
used to rustle horses with before
daylight

IN THE FALL the calves were cul off
from the cows and sold to northern buyers,
a trainload at a tme. The shipping point
was a little place called Narcissa between
Matador and Paducah. Calves and cattle
{rom 6666, Matador and all of the Swenson
ranches were shipped from this point and
sometimes McLaury spent two or three
days loading out cattle

In the spring before the wagon pulled

THE USE of knits in clothing for outer
wear has been a sweeping trend in recent
months, Styles come and go but in the new

knitted fabrics comfort, beauty,
wearability, and economy are combined in
such a way that we feel knits are here to
slay

Young and old, men as well as wamen,
are wearing all types of fashion-right
garments made of knits. Many different
fibers can be used in the manufacture of
knitted cloth

A great per cent of vardage is made of
the synthetic polyesters because of their
wrinkle-free and washable properties
Knits appear more and more in men's
wear. Soon this column will give in-
structions on simplified methods of sewing
garments for men

TO BE ABLE to sew knits correctly, one
first must understand something about
them. There is no lengthwise and
Crosswise grain the same as in woven
cloth, but there is definitely a lengthwise
and crosswise direction

We never cut from knits without respect
for up-and-down and crosswise directions.

There is no selvage on the sides because
knits are usually made in tubular form and
then cut from top Lo bottom to make a flat
plece of cloth, Sometimes the cloth is left
in tubular form so sweaters and skirts can
be made without side seams

DOUBLE KNITS are firmer than single
knits and appear almost the same on right
and wrong sides. Exceptions are those
with sculptured designs or other designs
w.:l.ch will appear different on the wrong
side.

Figure A. Single knits are often called
Jersey. They are lighter in weight and
softer and more stretchy, The right side
has loops that make an up-and-down line
while on the wrong side the loops run from
side to side Figure B

Sewing Knits

By FRANCES JONES

To determine which is the right side, run a
finger along the end cut from the bolt and
the cloth will cur] to the right side Figure
¢

If the knit is washable, always wash it
before cutting since there is almost always
a little shrinkage Also, this will remaove
any chemical finish that may be present
and make the cloth easier to sew without
stitch-skipping.

Dry knits in a dryer or lay them out on a
flat surface but never hang knits to dry or
they will stretch out of shape. Test press
any crease that may be in the cloth to see if
it can be removed

IF IT DOES NOT press out, place the
patlern pieces so the crease will be in-
conspicuous on the garment, Do not choase
aﬂmcm with bias or circular sections
u the cloth is quite firm,

Check the information on the back of the
pattern envelope to see if the design is
suitable for knits, Pressed pleats work
well only if the knit is heat-set and will hold
pressed creases. Otherwise, make any
pleats large and unpressed, Topstitched or
well seams are good

Choose an interfacing material that is
made especially for knits. Such an in-
terfacing must be soft and a little stretchy,
Choose a pattern with as few seams as
possible

SMALL SHOULDER darts may be
folded out of the pattern before culting
The invisible zipper that requires no
topstitching is desirable, but the regular
Zipper may be used with success

Stretch lace hem binding is better than
the firmer woven edge binding However,
hems in knits often have no binding at all
