Farmer Facing TremendousRisk
THE AMERICAN FARMER, now

competingin the tenuous world market,
faces the highest production cost and
risk of loss in history, a West Texas
State University agriculture professor
and the local county agent said last
week.

Dr. Kenneth Wendland, agriculture
economics professor,said the potential
in 1975 is great that the farmer will
either make good profits or suffer
disaster.

"The farmer is in the most risky
position he has been in for quite a
numberof years and maybe even in
history," Wendland said.

FACTORS WHICH affect thefarmer
are now world-wid- e factors as the
farmer begins competing for world
markets, County Agent John Brazzil
said.

When farmers competed only a
national scale and that time hasjust
passedinto history it was not a dif-

ficult thing to plan a year's operation
using domesticindicators such as fuel
costs, production costsandpotentialfor
cropmarketing,Brazzilsaid. But, as the
farmer begins to competeon the world
market, new and unstable factors are
thrown into the picture which makes
infinitely more difficult the ability of the
farmer to predict the ieed for his crop.

PART OF THE instability in theworld
market Is directly attributable to the
Arab stanceon oil, he said, a stance

difficult to predict and impossible to
control.

Wendland said thefarmer faces the
three traditional risk factors as he
begins planning for 1975 production,
costs and prices to be paid for
agricultural products.

PRODUCTION COST, he predicted,
will not decreaseand could increase
substantially this year.

Costs for the coming year, for
example,are projected to increase by
betweenlO.and 20 per cent.

"In looking at the farmer's sideit can
be seenthat his costwill not beany less
than in 1974, andmay evenbegreater,"
he said.

THE PRICEthefarmer canexpectto
receivefor his product is anothergreat
factor in the risk hemust take.While the
past two years, due to world outlets,
have seen rising prices, the farmer
should be wary of anticipating con-
tinued increases.

"The farmer must measurecarefully
what his productionreturns are, and do
everythingpossible to lessenthe risk of
price products," he said. "It has hap-
pened before andcanhappenagain that
bumpercrops will be producedaround
the world. When this happenseveryone
can seewhere the farmer will be."

Wendland said the farmer must, of
necessity,become a better manager.

"Banks are lending twice as much
money as they were three years ago to
servethe samenumberof farmers and
the same number of acres," he said.
"Becausethefarmer is borrowingmore
money, his managementmust bebetter
to reducethe risk of losing all he has."

THERE ARE SEVERAL ways the
farmer can improve his risk position,
though, the professorsaid.

He, can, for example, use reserves
such as cash reserves, advance
payment and maintain reserve
borrowing power.

DIVERSIFICATION is also a hedge
againstrisk, a hedgewhich helpsavoid
theaffectsof foul weatherandincreases
in production costs,

"Don't put everything in one crop or
haveeverythingcome due at one time,"
he said, "But, don't add additional
enterprisesthat will not add to returns
adequately enough to compensatefor
addedrisk."

For many people, the holiday season
is directly followed by the "January
Blues" when they're trying to lose
those excess pounds gainedduring the
holidays.

Cutting down on calories,not valuable
nutrients, is the important thing to
rememberwhen reducing.

The four sourcesof caloriesin a daily
dietarefats,carbohydrates,proteinand
alcohol. But in addition to supplying
calories, fat,carbohydratesandprotein
also perform specific body functions.
For that reason, they shouldn't be
completely eliminated from the diet.

Avoid high-calori- e foods such as
concentratedsweetsor fats that supply
few other nutrients.

Enrichedwhole-grai- n breads, cereals,
vegetablesand fruits generally supply
generous amounts of vitamins and
mineralsalongwith the carbohydrates.
But it's what goes on these foods that
adds excessempty calories such as
butter, margarine, jellies, jams.

Some other points to rememberwhen
dieting are:

Trim thevisible fat from your meat,
or select lightweight beef, poultry or
lean fish sincethesemeatsare lower In
fat.

Don't cut out milk, but drink for-

tified low-f- or fortified skim milk for
fewer calories with the same valuable
nutrients whole milk has.

Justcat a little less, resist second
helpings and don't expect overnight
results.

HEREARE SOME MORE low calorie
salad recipes to help keep the weight
down. (Maybe Turn Row canadd this to
his collection for use to reduce the
waistline. He'd requested some low
calorie recipesearlier.)

SEAFOOD SALAD
1 cup halibut cooked and flaked, or
similar fish available
12 cup lobster meat cooked and
flaked
14 cup celery chopped fine
14 cup greenpepper,chopped fine
3 small sweetpickles, chopped
1 Tbsp. lemon juice
salt and pepper to taste
6 Tbsps. low calorie mayonnaise(the
recipe for this ran in theThursday,Jan.
16 Issue of the Leader-News- )

Placeingredientsin large bowl. Add 6
Tbsps.mayonnaiseandtosslightly, Add
seasoning.Serveon lettuce leaf.

LOBSTER SALAD
2 cups lobster meat, cooked
12 cup cucumber,diced
2 Tbsps.parsley, minced
1 hard cooked egg, cut In fourths
1 Tbsp. lemon juice
12 lettuce leaves
salt andpepper
8 Tbsps. low calorie French dressing
(seebelow)

Place lobster meat, cucumber and
parsley in bowl, Add lemonjuice and 6
Tbsps. French dressing. Toss lightly.
Add seasoning to taste and divide
mixture into 4 lettucecups.Garnishwith
14 egg and serve. Make sure all
ingredientsare cold.

FRENCH DRESSING
12 cup tomato juice
12 cup vinegar
14 tip, dry mustard
18 tsp. garlic powder
6 drops liquid sweetener
pinch oregano
salt andpepperto taste

Fowler said theFEA office in
Dallas has had a number of
inquiries from representatives
of petroleumfirms who had the
misconception that allallocation
ordersexpiredat the endof the
current calendaryear.

"This is absolutelynot true,"
declared Fowler. "Any orders
we have made from this office
remain in effect until the end of
the program or until some of'
ficial changeis made in writing
from this office," he added.

Allocations'aremadefor each
month, explainedFowler, noting
that theallocationfor any given
month remainsthe unless
anofficial changeis madeby the
Dallasoffice of FEA or until the
program expires.

Cotton Harvest, Ginning
Are Drawing To Close

Harvestingandginningon the
High Plains is rapidly drawing
to a close, accordingto Paul R.
Dickson, In charge of the
USDA's Cotton Classing Office
in Lubbock. "About 3,000
samplesa day arecoming in,"
he added.

The USDA's Agricultural
Marketing Service reported
27,000 samples were classed
during the week endingFriday,
Jan. 24. This brought the
season'stotal to 1,063,000. On
thissamedate lastyear thetotal
was 2,362,000, Dickson said.

Predominantgradesthisweek
were 42 and 52. Grade 42 ac-

counted for 24 percent while
grade 52 was assigned to 24

percent of the cotton samples'
also.Forty-fiv- e percentof these
samples were reduced one
grade becauseof bark. This is
up from 43 percent the previous
week.

Santa Industries
Make Improvements

Santa Fe Industries, Inc.
plans to spend$285 million for
capital improvements during
1975, John S. Reed, chairman
and chief executive officer,
announced today.

penditures in 1974 of $250

About $215 million will be
spent in 1975 by the railway.
