REP. CLAYTON GIVES PROS, CONS

Light Voter Turnout
Predicted For Tuesday

If absentee voting is a true indication
of interest in the Tuesday, Nov. 6 con-
stitutional amendments vote, a very
light turnout can be expected.

Through Friday noon, with only five
hours left for casting absentee votes,
only a dozen Lamb County residents had
exercised their voting privilege

The Tuesday election deals with some
crucial areas in the present Texas
constitution, If a new constitution is nol
adopted by the voters, Texas will con-
tinve to operate under the present
one—with or without these new
amendments. For this reason attention
should be given to this election

Today's edition carries a county-wide
map showing all voting precincis in
Lamb County. Any voter nol certain
which voting precinct and polling place
he should cast his ballot may refer to the
map on pages four and five of section
two of this edition.

The following analysis by Rep. Bill
Clayton outlines the amendments as
they appear on the ballot and briefly
gives the pros and cons to help voters
decide on the issues:

Amendment No. 1 on the ballot
authorizes annual sessions of the
legislature and increases the legislative
pay from $4,800 to $15.000 per year
Those for this amendment say Texas
government is a $5 billion a year
business and requires more attention
than it did in years past; therefore it
requires full-time representatives and
compensation to retain or to get good
people interested in serving in the
legislature. Those against this amend-
ment say $4,800 a year is what the pay
was when a representative ran for the
job and that the cost of government is
high enough now.

Amendment No. 2 on the ballot is a
proposal that would give single adults
with real property the same protection

and security from forced sale for debt of
their homestead that is now given to
families. It also provides that a family
homestead may not be abandoned
without the consent of both spouses,
Proponents of the amendment argue
that single adults deserve the same
protection against creditors as do
married adults and there should be no
discrimination. Opponents say there is
an increasing number of single adults
and because the homestead exemption
was designed primarily to protect in-
nocent family members of the debtor
and not the debtor himself, it therefore
should not be extended to single adults

Amendment No. 3 would extend the
$3,000 ad valorum tax exemption to the
homestead of unmarried adults. Those
for the amandment say that the present
law * «. partially exempts homesteads
feom state o d county tax purposes law

¥Tnat partiaiy exempts homesteads from

state and county lax purposes for per-
sons 65 and older discriminates against
single persons. Those who oppose the
amendment say that the exemption
could sharply reduce tax revenues that
are urgently needed at this time and
unfairly shift the tax burden.

Amendment No. 4 would provide
notice to cities and counties and give
them the authority to approve or
disapprove the creation of con-
servation/reclamation districts. Those
for this amendment say that it will give
those cities and counties some
responsibility for the bonded in-
debtedness of these districts that lay
within their territories. Those against
say that the cities and counties already
have ample opportunity to voice their
approval or disapproval of plans of a
municipal water district when state
agencies and legislators are considering
their creation

Amendment No. 5 would provide that
counties and cities bordering the Gulf of
Mexico may levy a tax for construction

In an emergency meeting Friday at
noon, Littlefield's City Councilmen
completed business of their regular
meeting Thursday night

Friday, councilmen studied bids
submitted by Pac-Mor and EMCO for
the containerized refuse collection
systems for the city, and after com-
pairsons were made, councilmen voted
unanimously to accepl the hid of EMCO
of Plainview for their total system

Their bid included $31, 500 for the three
packer bodies and $134,937 50 for refuse
boxes to be placed in the alleys

Thursday night, councilmen had ac-
cepted the bid of Armes Chevrolet of
$28,785 for three truck chassis and cabs
to he used with the packer bodies
Therefore, combined cost of the trucks,
packer hodies and boxes will be
$195,222 50

Financing for the project will come
through Revenue Sharing Funds.

The total system as bid by Pac-Mor
included $39,219 for three packer bodies
and $159 800 for boxes. With the addition
of the $28,785 for the Chevrolet trucks,
the total system cost would have been
$227 804—a difference of $32,581.50 more
than the EMCO bid

In other matters of business Thursday
night, councilmen awarded a low bid of
$10,856 for the painting and cleaning of
the 500,000 gallon overhead water
storage tank, to Southwest Tank and
Tower Company of Tatum, NM.

Election Day

WITH THE recent foul-up in Lamb
County's voter registration list and the
confusion that has resulted from the
foul-ups, Tuesday's Constitution
Election may see more voting problems
than normal

However, the Lamb County Com.
mussioners Court is trving to eliminate
as many problems as possible by
publishing in this edition of the Leader
News. a map showing the voter
precincts of Lamb County

Perhaps the main point that a voter
should remember is found in Article
206, Chapter 2 of the Texas Election
Laws which states, “All voters shall
vote in the election precinct in which
they reside "' There are legal exceptions
o this, but they are rare and should
affect a very, very small percentage of
Lamb County voters, if any

In our own particular case, involving
names left off of the 'official” voter
registration list, the law does give you
vour right 1o vote and this is found in the
Texas Election Laws Article 5.18a,
Subdivision & which states “where a
voter's name s nol shown on the
precinet list of registered voters, but the
voler presents his registration cer
tificate showing him to be registered in
that precinel, the election officers shall
permit him to vole and shall add his
name, address, and registration cer-
tificate number to the list."

So, regardless of how many voter
registration numbers you may have, or
have had and regardless of whether
vou re on the “official " list or not, get out
and vote Tuesday, Nov. 6

of sea walls and breakwaters by
ma jority vole of the resident tax payers
This would not effect our area; however,
supporters of the amendment say many
of the Texas coastline communities
cannot raise enough tax to adequately
protect themselves against hurricanes,
while on the other hand, the opponents
say that man-made barriers such as sea
walls will speed erosion of the beaches
and destroy the recreational value of the
shoreline

Amendment No 6, if passed, would
grant the district court the general
jurisdiction of a probate court and would
duthorize the legislature to adjust the
jurisdiction of the courts in probate
matters Those who are for this
amendment say it s needed to meet
public demand for a simplified. efficient
probate system Those who oppose this
amendment say the legislature, under
present consitutional authority, already
has created county probate courts and
county courts with suffictent probate
jurisdiction
Amendment No. 7 would provide an
additional $100 million in state bonds for
the veterans land fund and would also
extend the classification of those eligible
to include surviving spouses of an
eliginle veteran. Those who favor the
amendment say that there are veterans
who have nol exercised their rights
under the Texas veterans land program
of buying land with money from the
state at low interests rates. Those that
oppose the program say the high cost of
land makes the small amount you
receive from the veterans land fund
insufficient to purchase a tract

Amendment No. 8 would authorize and
require cities, towns, and villages to
levy ad valorum tax sufficient to pay
principle and interest on their general
obligations issued in the future, Those
who support this amendment say it
would allow cities and towns to live up to
their obligations on bonds they issue
after voter approval without deleting
funds from other sources Opponents
argue that the proposal creates a
possibility of more taxes on already
burdened tax payers

The last amendment on the ballol
amendment no. 9, would exempt certain
personal and real property of non-profit

“TAKE CARE OF YOURSELF" is a
v ood expression of wholesome
i:t?mﬁ ina Iu::d one or a friend. It also
reveals a knowledgeable view of human
behavior, and an understanding of a
hasic personal need. It is supportive of
the importance of "'sell-care”.

*Meat Group — 2 servings

*Milk Group — 2-4 glasses

*Fruit-Vegetable Group —
4 servings

*Bread-Cereal Group — 4
servings

If a child does not like a food
from one of the groups, sub-
slitute another food from the
same group.

David Trout, car-
bohydrate specialist says
People have a far greater
need for dietary car
bohydrates as a calorie source
than is generally recognized '’

The body has two urgent
needs for carbohydrate: first
the brain's high energy
requirement which only
glucose , can mest and
second, the need to maintain
safe levels of ketone bodies in
the blood, which are acetlone

The level of these ketone
badies becomes elevated

death, as in diabetes

Carbohydrates, fats and
proteins account for nearly 100
per cent of all food energy,”
Dr Trout explains, “and there
are real limits to the quan
tities of fat and protein which

The Food and Nutrition
Board of the National
Academy of sciences
recommends that daily
protein be approximately 10
per cent of the total calorie

‘Largescale consumption
of these (saturated) fals,
especially when they are from
cholesterol-containing animal
food, tends to elevate serum
lipids and 15 considered to pre-
dispose a person toward
atherosclerosis.

Secondly, starch is made up
of glucose units and yields
glucose slowly on digestion. In
contrast, other sugars are
generally transported directly
to the liver to be converted to
fatty acids or to glucose, A
frequent result is that a
substitution of fructose,
sucrose or lactose for glucose
or starch in the diet may

characteristic of starch is its
requirements of a series of
digestive enzymes for its
breakdown into nutrients
useable by the body.

Starch does not contribute
as much as simple sugars (o
dental caries because Il
cannot be broken down into
sugar 1o feed the oral bacteria
us readily as simple sugars
and disaccharides

Starch, especially in bread,
is digested more slowly than
gucrose, The result is, that
after the consumplion of a
little bread glucose is
absorbed slowly into the blood
for many hours; and there is a
mild prolonged stimulus for
insulin release by the pan-
creas. Some scientists believe
that this pattern of insulin
release helps lower blood
lipide and probably helps
reduce somewhat the risk of
coronary heart disease

For this reason, it is im-
portant to streich out” the
intake of food rather than
{rving lo ingesl 75 percent of

needed nutrients in one meal
The consumption of bread at
breakfast and lunch (as well
as dinner) provides a con-
venient, inexpensive way o
spread out throughout the day
the intestinal absorption of
carbohydrates and other
nutrients

The small amounts of in-
digestible complex car-
bohydrate in bread, especially
whole wheat bread, ‘'have a
beneficial effect on cholesterol
metabolism,”" says Dr. Trout
In addition, it speeds the
transit of food through the
digestive tract. This effect is
believed to be helpful in
avoiding infection and disease
of the lower digestive tract

An increase in the con-
sumption of bread and other
grain products would produce
significant health benefits to
the American people
