Cold, Wet Weather
Hits Area Thursday

Acold, wet wintry blast blew in from
the north early Thursday morning
plunging temperatures to the [reezing
mark and below in Littlefield and over
the South Plains

Thursday dawned withoul a smile in
the sky and temperatures never rose
above the 37 degree mark

While the freezing mark wasn't nearly
as early as the Oct. 7 [reeze recorded
here in 1970, the maximum high of 37 Is
thought to be the lowest high ever
recorded here

The falling mercury and soggy at-
mosphere slid in on the heels of Wed-
y's sunshiny 77 degrees

The precipitation triggered conditions
which the National Weather Service said
could hang on and produce as much as
two inches ol rain before clearing

Just what effect the early cold snap
and wet weather will have on the 1972
harvest isn't yet know. It is almost

certain that the cold weather completely
stopped further maturing of the cotton
crop

The majority of the cotton in this area
was fairly mature, but late collon
needed another two weeks of warm dry
weather

The grain harvest came to a standstill
with the precipitation. Wet weather will
certainly delay the harvesting of grain
sorghum, but unless a harder freeze hits
the wet crop causing the stalks to fall,
the untimely rain probably will not
affect the grain yield significantly

Saturday noon more than | inch had
been recorded over lown with gauges
showing from 1.1 to 2.65

Agricultural officials are still
predicting some record-breaking cotton
crops in this area. Many dryland farm-
ers report the best cotton crop in six
or more years. In dryland areas that
were missed by hail storms. yields of
more than a bale and a hall per acre are
still predicted

Many of you know
perishable items such as milk,
eges and bread, as well as
many other items, are dated
as they are packaged. This
date may be on the date on
which the product is to be
picked up by the route man or
it may be the actual date that
the product is packaged.

For example, assume (hat
milk has a shelf life of seven
days. If milk is bottled on April
10th, it would be picked up
from the store by the route
man on April 17th. Either the
date of the 10th or the 17th
may be shown on the carton so
long as the route man Is
familiar with the system and
knows that the milk is to be
picked up on April 17th

The markings are usually
found at the top of the carton
and are in code. Thus, in our
example, if you hase the
milk on April 16th, you would
get milk that had been in the
grocery store for six days.

The same thing might be
true of a loafl of bread Bread
of course has a shorter shelf
life. Typically, dating of bread
is done with different colored
|. ties used to close the plastic
| bread containers.

You might have a red tie for
Monday, & green tie for
Tuesday, a blue tie for
Wednesday and so forth for
each baking day of the week.

The route man knows that
he is to pick up all blue tie
loaves of bread on a certain
day of the week. You as the
consuming public, however,
are not able to tell which loaf
of bread is the freshest.

If you intend lo use the
product immediately, it would
probably make no difference
Lo you whether it had been on
the shelf a short time or not. It
would still be fresh when you

used it
