The measure permitting
right turns on red traffic
signals under certain cir-
cumstanceswent Into effect
last Friday.

This is the way the new law
reads:

Vehicular traffic facing
steady redsignal alone shall
stop at a clearly markedstop
line, but, if none, before en-

tering the crosswalk on the
near side of the intersection,
andmay then turn right or, if
the intersecting streets are
both one-wa- y streetsand left
turns are permissible, may
turn left, after standinguntil
the intersectionmay be en-

teredsafely,yielding right-of-wa- y

to pedestrians lawfully
within an adjacentcrosswalk
and to other traffic lawfully
using the interesection.

Traffic not so turning shall
remain standing until an in-

dication to proceed Is shown.

The State Highway Com-missio-n

municipal
authorities, and Com-

missioners Courts, within
their respective jurisdictions,
may prohibit such turns on a
steady redsignal by posting a
notice that turns of that type
are prohibited. Such notice
shall be erectedat such in-

tersection giving notice
thereof

For example, north of Littlefield there
are several acres of melons that are
raised for seedonly These fields have
beensprayedwith methyl parathion a
deadly poison and corn is being
sprayed with dtsyston.

Warning signs have been put up on
these places, but in some cases they
have been destroyed. Guess the best
way to keep from getting sick or
poisonedis to stay out of all melon and
corn patches, or contact the owner
before you go in.
