And
after seeing the way people live there so
crowded up, she says it's wonderful to get
back to her own country and it makes her
thapkful for her own little home here

Mrs. Wilson spent three weeks with her
son Howell in Baltimore before flying on to
Germany for a three-week visit with
another son, Able Matl, who is in the Air
Force and stationed in Germany

Seventy-six year old Mrs. Wilson said
her children called her last New Years
Day and told her they were going to bring
her to Baltimore and when she got there
she was going to take her shots and goon to
Germany from there. They had planned
for it to be a Christmas trip, but her
daughter, Mrs. Dub Berry of Littlefield,
asked her why she didn't wait until
summer when the weather would be nicer

While in Germany, Mrs, Wilson said she
was surprised at the way people lived “'on
top ol each other" in many-storied
buildings.
