If alkaloid strychnine ix not available, the sulphate form mny
be used, either powderad or in erystals, but it will be neesssary to
vse the following formula for mixing: Dissolve the stryelinine in
boiling waterbefore adding the cold starch. Alter the atarsh paste
is clear stir in the soda very slowly, then add the sayrup, giycerine and
sacchrin as in the above directions and mix with the genin,
