Cotton IncomeMay Be Increased
fVirmcrs of Lamb County can make five dollars

($5.00) per bale more on cotton by not packing
or "tramping" it on trucks and trailers since this
tramps the trash into the cotton, thus causing a
bad sample.

Tho loan rate on seventh-eighth- s inch middling
cotton is G.25 points higher than seven-eighth-s

inch strict low middling. According to the Experi-
ment Station records at Lubbock, cotton can be
lowered one grade by tramping the trash into it
after it is pulled. Some farmers report this to hold
true with them.

Each farmer should talk with his ginner and
find out if there is anything he can do to improve
the sample of his cotton. The ginner must have
the cooperation of every farmer if he is expected
to produce the best grade possible.

With an expected yield of 30,000 to 35,000
bales of cotton in Lamb County this year, farmers
can increase their total income by $150,000 and
at the same time produce a product that is more
in demand.

Versatile Red Cross

Rationing Changes
Are Announced

Two Important changes In the
food rationing program wero an-
nounced today by Opal L. Wood,
Acting Food Rationing Officer, for
the Office of Price Administration.

Effective September' 17, nil pro-
cessed vegetables, except tomatoes,
all fruit spreads, and all special pro-
ducts, except tomato catsup,will be
taken off rationing. This move camo
when WFA said that the supply was
sufficient to meet unrationed de-
mands.

Use of blue ration tokens will bo
discontinued after October 1, as a
result of removal of these foods
from rationing. Consumers mny use
their blue tokens just as they have
always used them, until September
17. Beginning September 17, re-
tailers will not givo blue tokens to
consumers for ration change.

From September17 through Sep-

tember 30, shoppers will be able to
spend their blue tokens only in
groups of ten. If necessary, during
this period, they may pool tokens
to make up units of ten. Fewer
than ten tokens cannot bo used.

Housewives should be sure to use
all their bluo tokens by September
30, because after that date they
cannot use them.

The order authorizes construction of farm extensions
up to eet in length on certification of tho local County Agricultural Conser-
vation Committee, whllo extensions over feet must be submitted for approval

the office of War Utilities on Form WPB-277- 4, accompanied by animal certifi-
cations.

In order for a farmer to obtain an extensionof electric services
underthesewartime standards,he must have livestock onhand
which will support the extensionon the basis of feet of line
for eachanimal unit determined in accordancewith Schedule1,
which follows:

to El Paso. The United iStates with
Texa3 left out would look like a
three-legge-d Uoslon terrier.

"The chief occupation of the peo
ple is to try to keep from making
all the money In the world, and at
that tho wealth of Texas increased
539 per cent from 1900 to 1927.
At one time Texas was so wild that
not even the law of gravitation was
obeyed, and the chle'f pursuit of the
Texas people was Indians, but now
it is crop records and oil production.
It is so healthful in Texas that in
Eastland a horned frog lived 30
years sealed in a corner-ston-e with-
out food, air or water.

"The word Texas is of Indian or-
igin and means 'Friends' and the
Texas people are that way yet un-
less you take a slam at their state.

"If your front gate is not at least
18 miles from your front door, you
do not belong to society as consti-
tuted in Texas. Down on the King
Ranch the front gate is 150 miles
from the ranch house and the own-
er is thinking of moving farther
back. Other Texas landlords have
whole mountain ranges on their
ranches. and one Texas farmer has
40 miles of navigable river on his
farm.

"If all the people of the United
States were to move to Texas it
stiH would be no more densely pop-
ulated than is Massachusetts. Texas
has land enough to supply every
person on earth with a tract 20 w
200 feet, and have enough left over

Facilities normally used to produce
distribution transformers are now
producing radio and radar trans-
formers to the maximum M.

Lieut. G. D. Kemp
Awarded SilverStar

WITH THE U. S. FORCES IN
FRANCE Although wounded in
both legs, Lieut. Gibson D. Kemp of
Ulton, Texas, brought back his pa-
trol and his sergeant who died on
the way. For his extraordinary brav-
ery in the face of the enemy, Lieut,
Kemp was awarded the Silver Star.

The official narration of Lieut.
Kemp's unit occupied a defensive
position in the vicinity of St. Ger-mai-

D'Elle. During this period Lt.
Kemp was out on three combat and
two reconnaissance patrols behind
enemy lines.

"On July 3, Lieut. Kemp was
given the mission of destroying a
house which was believed to be an
enemy command post and at about
midnight Lieut. Kemp, with one
squad proceeded through his own
lines 'to the house. After carefully
establishing a base of fire to pro-
tect the demolition men, Lt. Kemp
togetherwith Sgt. Leslie R. Sarenpa,
demolition man, proceeded to the
house and set the charges, one in
the basement and two on the fiwt
floor. After pulling the fuse igniter,
the two withdrew from the house
and awaited the explosion. After a
waitofabout 20 minutes with no
explosion Lieut. Kemp decided to.
investigate the cause. As he nnd
Sgt.Sarenpa crept back toward tho
house the silence was split by the
Staccato Of a Germnn mnrhtnn niatnl
and the explosion of two hand gre
nades thrown by a hidden enemy.
Sgt. Sarennafell to the ground f.tally wounded. Lieut Kemp, al-
though severly wounded in both legs
Dy iragments from tho grenades,im-
mediately SDraved thn VipiW wltVi
his machine pistol and silenced the
enemy automatic weapon. At this
time a German machine gune open-
ed up,
