Notwithstandingthis increase in tax
rata amfc taxi, assessment, the school
is now not costing the community as
much per child as it qost in 1922 and
much better facilities are being en-

joyed for work and far greater re-

sults are beingobtained.
Prof. Speight, in his report, also

made the following recommendations:
The addition of a commercial depart-
ment and anotherforeign language ;

mary building; to include athletic
equipmentin the next 'financial bud-

get; individual lockers for the high

About two years ago this station
was opened here by Mr. Matthews,
being the second large oil company
representedhere, and it has had a
steadygrowth of business ever since.
Operated originally as a "drum
station," businesshas advancedunder
the efficient management of Mr. Mat-

ing dispenseries of gas and lub in
West Texas.

Last week the work of installing
three monstertanks, each of 15,000
gallons capacity, was completed, un-

der the direction of ContractorE. A.
Bowman and A. B. Jordan, of the
company's construction department.
One of the tanks will be used for
Gulf gasoline, one for kerosene and
the third for "No-Nox- ," a super-refine-d

gasoline productnow being put
out by that concern.

These tanks are equipped with
pumps that are electrically operated.

There is a power motor at-

tached to the pumping unit. Follow-

ing the installation 24,192 gallons of
gasoline and kerosene were taken
from the tank cars andtransferredto

the storage tanks in about 8 hours
time, the unit representinga pump
ing capacity of about 3,000 gallons

an hour, or more than 50 gallons per
minute.

FACTS
SANITARY FLOORS

FOR DAIRY BARNS

Sanitary floors nro a first require-
ment to 11 cleunly dairy.

mnterlnl and without crevices
where dirt and filth can Jodge la
recommended. It should be"easily
washed and disinfected.

In building a dairy barn floor, all
rubbish and refuse within the enclo-

sure should be removed and the floor
area graded to the required level, al-

lowing of course, for the thickness of
the floor. The soil should be thor-
oughly compacted. If It Is possible
for water to get under the floor at any
time, this possibility should be re-

duced by using a fill of clean gravel,
cinders or crushed stone and provid-
ing suitable drainage. The gravel or
cinder sub-bas- If used, must be
thoroughly compacted and consolidat-
ed by tamping or rolling.

Forms for defining floor slabs, alley-

ways or other areas to be concreted
should be of smooth lumber, rigidly
braced In line and carefully set to
proper grade. The manger curb Is
usually placed first. It should be not
less than four Inches thick and Is
usually made about six Inches high
on the stall side. Uprights supporting
stanchions are of several types. Some
are attached to anchors wlilch are set
In the curb and others are embedded
In the concrete. Feed and litter alleys
are usually placed after the curb, then
the stall platform and manger are
placed.

The length of stall platform, that Is,
the distance from manger curb
to gutter, will depend upqn the breed
of cattle kept. For Jerseys or Guern-
seys the aeragelength Is about four
feet eight Inches; for Holstelns about
five feet Is necessary. The platform
should bepitched about one Inch from
the curb towurd the gutter.

The surface of the manger should
be finished smooth, with corners care-
fully rounded to make cleaning out
easy and to provide n comfortable Bur-fac- e

for the animals to eat from. Lit-
ter and feed nllejs should be finished
with a wood float to secure an even
but gritty surfnee. thus providing se-

cure footing for the animals.

Good Appearing Cows Not
Always Most-Profitabl-e

In dairying It Is entirely possible to
get nothing for something. This Is the
conclusion of the New Jersey state
dairy (specialist after reviewing records
of dairy herds In the .Mercer Counter
Cow-Testi- association. It was found
that though somerows Tin tl unsatlal le
appetite aud good appearance tley
were niggardly In their milk output,
whereus other cows eating but little
more would give four and one-hal- f

times as much milk.
Three cows ate $79 worth of feed

apiece In one year and returned their
owners 3,20J pounds of milk each.
Two other cows each ate $108 worth,
of feed and gave their owners 14,817'
pounds of milk each. Thus, for 2.1
times as much feed the good cows
gae four and one-hal- f times as much
milk.

By calculating further, the special-
ist found that It cost the owners of
the poor cows $2.40 In feed for each
100 pounds of milk, against $1.13 for
an equal amount of milk from the
good cows. When labor, housing and
haulage expenseswere added. It was
found that tho cost of producing 100
pounds of milk with the poor cows
was greater than prevailing sale
prices. Hence, these ani-
mals were eating up thu profits made
on the

This Is n clear case, concludes the
stnto specialist, of wasting feed, labor
and barn spneo on worthless cows, or
of getting nothing for something.

Save Young Live Stock
to IncreaseNet Profit

Cutting down tho high "and costly
death rate among Infant live stock Is
ono of the farm problems for which
the farmer must apply the solution
himself. Tho causes of early deaths
In live stock fall Into three general
classes:

1. Conditions little Influenced by
treatment: Malformation, extreme
feebleness or extreme prematurity,
certain accidents during birth.

2. Conditions capable of consider-
able reduction, chtctly through proper
hygiene sanitary .eolation, and medi-
cal treatment: Tuberculosis, ncute
respiratory diseases, certain ncute
contagious diseases,' some forms of
animal parasitism,

8. Conditions capable of a very
great reduction through proper feed-
ing, care, and sanitation: Acute gas-
trointestinal diseases,goiter troubles,
prematurity (If not extreme), many
forms of animal parasitism.

Failure to Breed
Failure or cows to breed may be due

to ono of many causes. The chief
cause, however, Is Infection with con-

tagious abortion. This diseasebrings
about changes In the maternal organs
which make conception either uncer-
tain or entirely Impossible. The treat-
ment consistsof manual manipulation
of the uterus and ourles and regular
Irrigation. A euro can be brought
about only by n prolonged course of
treatment at a considerable expense
to the owuer. . '

Concrete Sidewalks
Finding Much Favor

The use of concrete for sidewalks
has become so universal throughout
the cities and town of this country
that a town or city of any appreciable
sire Is rarely found In which the side-
walks ure not all inude of tills favored
material.

ConcreteIs now universally accepted
as the Ideal sidewalk material. Prop
crly built concrete walks meet all the
requirementsof n good footway. They
are durable, smooth without being
slippery, and are pleasing and clean In
appearance, oixl walks are easy to
build. It Is only necessaryto follow a
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Good-Lookin- g and Durable.

few, easily understood principles, to
build concrete walks that are prac-
tically everlustlng.

Just four materials enter Into a con-
crete walk Portland cement, snnfl,
crushed stone or pebbles and water.
When these nre combined In certain
dellnlte proportions, placed on a pre-
pared foundation and allowed to
harden the walk Is complete. Hut the
materials must besuitable; the foun-
dation must be properly prepnnvl; and
the mixing and placing of the concrete
must meet the requirements of sound
construction principles. Failure to
meet one or more of the above condi-
tions In the early days of concrete-makin- g

was the cause of occasional
poor walks being constructed.
