NecessaryTo Offset

LossFrom State

School Board States
Issue Is Critical Must
Have More Funds

In a recent meeting of the School
Board of the Littlefield Independent
School District that body ordered an
election to authorize the raising of
the school tax rate from $1.00 per
$100 valuation to $1.50 per $100
valuation. This action was made nec-
essaryby the recent loss of revenue
from the state Equalization Fund.
This loss was due to a provision in
the 1945 Equalization .Law prohibit-
ing school districts containing a city
of over '3C00 accordingto the last
Federal Census from participation in
the fund. The boost to the $1.50 rate
will be absolutely necessary o bare-
ly offset this loss. No expansion of
the school program nor any increase
in teacher'ssalaries will be possible
even with the Increased rate. 'If the
new rate is not approved it will bo
necessary to cut teachers salaries
and other expenses below the present
level.

The School .Board has askedthe
Leader to convey to the patrons and
tax payersthat this is indeed a criti-
cal issue ior our schools. It simply
means that without the approval of
this increasethat our schools will de-

teriorate to a very low level. If the
boost in rate is approvedthe schools
will get about $1C,000 per year of
additional revenue. The loss from
the statejwas$18,000 per year.

--This year the danger may'be even
greaterbecausehog cholera moves in
cycles, and anotherupward swing of
ie-- cycle like we experiencedmany

TJraes may occur this season,"Foun
dation reports declare.

"The vims of this diseasefrom last
y mar's outbreaks now lurks in thou-

sandsof localities. Science has 'found
tm cure for cholera. The only safe-
guard is proper vaccination before
the-- diseasestrikes. Spring pigs should
be vaccinated as early as possible, pre--fwraji- ly

around,weaning time.

""First, "however, they should be ex-amjn- ed

by a veterinarian to determine
whkrer they are in condition to rece-

ive the immunization. If .pigs, are suf-

fering from diseases.or are out of con-

dition, vaccination should not be at-

tempted until they are restoredto
health.

Although he has served that church
nearly 24 years, and has become out-
standing as a pastor,Dr. Matthews has
never ceasedto be an evangelist. He
has been called upon constantly to
lead meetingsin other churchesand to
conduct city-wid- e campaigns.

SIDELIGHTS FROM
WASHINGTON

By CONG. GEO. MAHON

On Wednc-sda- of last week our
seven-ma-n on Mil-
itary Appropriations began hearings
on the Military Appropriations Hill
to meet the needs of the Army for
the fiscal year beginning July 1,
1U4 G.

We are being asked to appropriate
the money for an Army which will
number 1 'a million men on July 1,
lfilG, and shrink to 1 million by
June 30. 1947. The huge sum of 7U
billion dollars is being requestedfdl
this one year period. This is a vast
sum of money, but it is quite n come-
down from the peak annual appropr-
iation for the Army of 72 billion dol-
lars in 1944. The money lequested
for next year, the first post-w- ar year
is one-thir- d of the sum which was
appropriated for the year just prior
to the outbreakof the war.

In our democracy the Army
makes available for publication
many facts which no other nation
would think of publishing. The Rus-
sians, and even the British, do not
make public detailed figures about
their military strength.

On July 1st wc will have 402,000
men in the Pacific area, 338,000 in
Europe and 737,000 in the Contineil
tal lUnited States. The Army pur-
pose that by June 30, 1947, the
numbers will be reducedto 273,000;
101,000 and 547,000 respectively.
These figures do not take into ac-
count the men we have in Alaska,
Newfoundland, the North Atlantic
and the Caribbeanareas-Genera-

Eisenhowerwill not ap-
pear before us until early in June,
as he is now in the Pacific, but ha
left word with us that his requestfor
men and money is a "rock bottom"
request. The Secretary of War ap-
peared before us last Friday, and we
assured him that we woulld not with
hold the appropriation of anv sum
that was clearly needed. I became a.
member ot the War
in 1940 and have always followed
the policy of supporting necessary
military appropriations.

The Air Forces are requesting
funds for the purchaseof 1100 new
planes of the very lates type. Avia-
tion developments moves very rapid-
ly and many of the planes which
were built a couple of yearsago are
now outmoded.

For the atomic bomb development
the sum of 200 million dollars is be-
ing requested.A short time ago I
spent a day in Los Alamos, New
Mexico, where the atomic bomb is
made. The substancefor the bomb
is made in Tennessee and in the
State of Washington, but the bomb
itself is made in Ixs Alamos, that is,
the ifinal processes arc completed
there.

Having spent,a couple of days at
wc uiyimc uomo piant in uatc itiuge,
Tennessee, in, May of last year and
observed the gigantic proportions of
mo project, i was struck by the con-
trast when I saw the relatively small
unimpressive lay-o-ut at Los Alamos,
nestling in the mountains northwest
of Santa Fe, about 40 miles by auto.
Los Alamos is 7,000 feet above the
sea level and the terrain Is such that
the place is relatively easy to guard
and is far enough from any city so
that experimental explosions do notpresenta hazard.

Most of the buildings are quite
temporary in character. The money
which wc provided for constructionat the project was relatively small
when compared to the big plants in
Tennessee and Washington State
less than 30 million dollars. Now
that the woik is to go forward on
an experimental basis as a parman-en-tthing, many additional provis-
ions will have to be made.

Los Alamos has a population of
several thousand. It is a little city
within itself, built by the Govern-
ment. I complained that the place
did not have a church or chapel. A
theatre is used for religious worship.
The population is largely adult. I
believe someone said that there are
only six graduates in the High
School graduating class this year.

Dr. W. R. Xewton of Cameron ii
scheduled to go on trial May 28th
in C4th district court at Plainview
on charge of assault with intent to
murder in connection with the 1942
shootinR of the late Dr. Roy E. Hunt

Dr. Xewton was tried and con-

victed jn Olton, Aujr. 26, 194S, n
a charge of assault to murttor. The
court of criminal appeal Waned
and remanded the case on appeal. I

" was moved to Hale count)" on
change of venue.

Dr. Hunt, of Littlefield. was shot
the night of May 21, ID 12.

The appeals court ruled that some
of the testimony introduced in Dr.
Xewton's trial violated rules of crim
inal procedure;that the' court erred
in allowing the prosecution to ''bol-

ster" a state witness. , ,
The grand jury that indicted Dr.

Newton also billed Mrs. Newton, his
wife. The charge was the same.

Mrs. Newton has never been tried.
When her case was called at Olton,
Judge C. D. Russell changed venue
to Plainview on his own motion.

Recognizance wkh the court was
continued in the cases of both de-

fendants.
Dr. and Mrs. .Hunt were slain Oct.

20, 1943, and their bodies.lashed to-

gether in their bod. Jim Thomas, 50,
who is in the penitentiary serving a
sentencefor armed assault on Rax-te-r

Honey, a former peace;officer of
Lubbock, twice was tried 'riri'd given
the deathpenalty on a charge that
he slew Dr.' Hunt. The first '"(fonvic-- j
tion was set aside by the .trial' court

was reversed and remanded by the
court of criminal appeals for "insuf-
ficient evidence." The second trial
was at Lamesa. There has been no
recent announcement as to whether
Thomas will be tried again.

In the cafes involving the New-ton- s,

the state charged by its wit-

nesses that Dr. Hunt was playing
bridge at home, with his wife and
friends,when he received a telephone
call from a woman, whose voice, he
told his friends, he "recognized."

He said in Dr. Newton's trial that
the woman asked him to drive to a
spot on a country road. The physi
cian said heunderstood someonewas
in "distress" there. '

Dr. Hunt further related that
when he got to the place he found
a large automobile, and that Mrs.
Xewton was in it. He said he besan
talking with her, and that Dr. New-
ton came running from the side of
the road nearby, shouted, "Don't
you know she's a married woman?"
and began firinjc at him.

Di. Hunt, badly wounded, never-
theless fled into a field and, bullets
singing past, managed, he said,
evade attemptsof Dr. Newton to lo-
