$100 WORTH OF FOOD

"One half acre of garden, pro-

perly cared for, will producean av-

erage of $100 worth of food for the
family." This statement was made
by J. F. Rosborough, Extensionhor
ticultural, who pointed out that year
in and year out, the garden should
be the most profitable area on the
averagefarm.

For each member of the family, j

600 feet of row space should be al-

lowed, Rosborough said. To supph"
a balancedvegetable diet, this GOO

feet of space should be divided into
200 feet devoted to potatoes; 110
feet to yellow leafy vegetables,
such as mustard, cabbage car-
rots; 100 feet to tomatoes; and
200 feet to such miscellaneous ve-- !
getables as onions, beets, and tur--,
nips. j

Over a large portion of the State,
the time is at hand to plant Irish
potatoes, according to Rosborough
who recommends the Triumph and
Irish Cobbler varieties. Cabbage (

onion plants should be set out, nnd i

tomato plants started For,
deep South Texas, where most to-- !

Rosborough indicated that the Bon- -

ound variety, while for the rest of
SouthTexas East Texas, he pre-
ferred the Marglobe.

ACCOUNT NUMBERS

SENT MILLION MEN

San Antonio, Mar. C Social Se-

curity account number cards, now
in the hands of approximately one
million workers in Texas, Louisiana
and New Mexico, should be protect-
ed against damage or loss, OscarM.
Powell, regional director of the Soc-

ial Security Board, said today.
"These cards, which indicate that

the worker has establishedan old-ag-e

benefits account, should not be
subjected to frequent handling, and
it is not necessaryfor employees to
carry their cards with them at all
times," Powell declared in response
to inquiries from many workers.

"Employees should report their
assigned account numbers to their
employers as soon as they have re-
ceived their cards. Immediately
thereafter, the card may be put

in a cafe place until such time
as it is needed.

"Cards reported lost or destroyed
will be replaced by the Social Se-

curity Board upon application; how-th-c

time required to issue a dupli-
cate card makes the preservation of
the original card a matter of interest
to the emplayee."

The Board has rejected suggest-
ions that metallic plates be used
in official assignment of account
numbers,but employees may, if they
bo desire, register their account
numbers on metalplates or fibrous
material, Powell said.

Will Make effort to get Ad
Valorem Tax Returned

To County

County Judge L. R. Crockett, nnd
Commissioners W. H. Bell, G. M.
Vann, Doc Bryant, Paul Lewis and
County Engineer Lee Bradshaw left
Wednesday mornintr for Austin on
a number of matters of importance
to the county.

In an interview with Judge Cro-
ckett Tuesday. Mr. Crockett said
they would "try to get some of the
advalorem tax refunded to our co-

unty," adding that 51 counties in
South Texas had been getting this
tax reverted back for several years.

Judge Crockett stated as the rea-
son for this effort on tho part of
tho Commission that "we have such
a large enrollment under the WPA"
that "so many people aro in need
in this county;" and "that the coun-
ty is in debt;" and "that the refund
of ad valorem taxes at this time
would relieve the situation."

Judge Crockett also said they
would make an effort to get some
of the gasoline tax back to the
county. In this connection, he said:

"There is now pending before
the Legislature a bill to have more
of tho gasoline tax refunded to the
various countiesof the state for the
purpose of building lateral andfarm
to market roads."

"While at Austin the commis-
sion will also meet with highway of-
ficials to ascertain their propesd
program for West Texas and for
this section, and also endeavor to
speed up construction on highway
No. 51, and arrange for another
project on this highway, as well
as to try to get the highway de-
partment to furnish more trucks
on highway No. 51 for hauling cal-
iche."

This is the first trip that the
biew "commission has made to Aus
tin, and we are going more to got

acquainted and try to get into the
various programs. There aro being
heavy demands made by most of
the Counties on thn vnrinna tntn
department.As the present legisla
ture is now in session, wo thought
it well to contact our representa-
tives from this section, so that they
might better understand our pro-
blems and know more of our needs
and be better able to represent us.
