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WAR AND RELIGION

Many people, who are not too re-
ligious in ordinary times, turn to re-
ligion in time of war as the only possi-
ble solution to their troubles.

In the last war there was a notice-
able reawakening of interest in what
our churches of all denominations had
to offer and it is expected that this
same reaction will soon be apparent in
this war.

An American philosopher, discus-
sing relation between religion and
war, recently expounded this theory:

The last war was brought upon us
because of increasing atheism, wide-
spread disregard of religious princi-
ples and a general lowering of morals
throughout the word. It was God's
way of showing us that we couldnt
get away with it—of forcing us to the
realization of the need of worship and
higher moral standards.

According to this philosopher’s
theory, the war was called off when
God felt that we had learned this les-
son. But when we were free of war,
people went back to their old habits
and put aside religion soon after they
put aside their guns. It was therefore
necessary to teach an even more severe
lesson—and this war, really just a con-
tinuation of the last war, has been in-
flicted upon us for that purpose,

Such a théory may or may not be
correct, but it is an interesting one up-
on which to reflect because it offers a
concrete suggestion as to a possible
relationship between war and religion
—between our personal behavior and
the suffering of mankind.

When a problem becomes too great
for man to feel capable of solving it,
that is when a lot of us turn to God
for a solution. But we cannot expect
much help from religion if we just wurn
to it in times of great stress; if we
treat it as a sort of fire extinguisher
to which we pay no attention in nor-
mal tmes but which is ready for use
in times of emergency.

If we expeet, through religious faith,
to bring an end to the misery in the
world today, we must build a faith
which will be just as strong and active
in time of peace as in time of war.

OUR STAKE IN THE PACIFIC

Singapore, the Philippines and oth-
er war points in the Pacific may look
a long way from hnllle on the map,
but when we consider them in the light
of their importance to us they over-
shadow every home and store in our
Ltown,

Already we have been told that we
will have difficulty getting tires for
our automobiles because our greatest
supply of rubber comes from the Ori-
ent. We have been warned about a
scarcity of silk stockings since we can
no longer import silk from Japan.

But that’s just a small part of our
stake in the Pacific. We will soon no-
tice other greater curbs on the things
we can buy due to the shortage of ma-
terials available from the Far East.

Tin, for instance. That is probably
the most important of our imports
from the Orient and the hardest for
us to replace. Substitutes will have to
be used for the tin cans that line ihe
shelves of our grocery stores and for
the innumerable things we now use
daily which we made of this important
metal.

Other vital imports from the Pacific
include chromite, manganese and
tungsten for hardening of steel; kapok
for making life preservers; graphite |
for luBricating the machines of war; |
manila fiber for making rope; pig
bristles for brushes, and the tea we
drink, just to name a few.

We have a good stockpile of most
of these matenals on hand. We have
been building it ever since trouble
threatened in the Pacific, We have also
been busy producing synthetie pro-
ducts here and finding other sources
of raw material to replace those pro-
ducts which we ordinarily secure from
the Far East,

Jut no matter how fast these re-
placement plans progress, everyone ‘
of us will feel the temporary fracture |
in our life line to the Pacific. The |
American people and American in-
dustry depend on the Far East and it
is imperative, in this day of herculean
production, that we bring that life line
back to health as quickly as possible,

Gen. Sir Archibald P. Wavell,
commander in chief of the new
Allied Far East command, has ar-
rived in the Dutch East Indies and
already launched a ser.es of dynamic
counter-blows aguinst Japanese in-
vasion forees, military digpatehes
said today,

Duteh troops were reported mov-
ing into action on the border of the
“white majah'" kingdom of Sara-

wak, where Japanese troops had

seized the capital, Kuching, and

most of the northern territory.
Gen. Wavell's second in com-

mand, Lieut.-Gen, George H. Brett,
former chief of the U. 8. Army
Air corps, arrived at the sume time
to help direct strategy for the In-
dies’ fighting defense.

An N. E. 1. communigque said 18
Japanese were killed in prelimin-
ary skirmishes on the 'Sarawnk
frontier, with the loss of only one
Dutch soldier.

Duteh Indies soldiers were also
reported battling hand-to-hand
with Japanese invaders near Lake
Tondano, on the northeast tip of
Celebes island. A Tokyo broad-
cast said Tuesday that Japanese
forces had captured Kakas airdrome
at Menado, chief port in Minahassa
peninsula, Celebes island, across the
Celebes sea from Borneo.

Simultaneously, Dutch warplanes
bombed Japanese-occupied Tarakan
island, off the coast of Dutch North
Borneo, and a Japanese base in the
southern Philippines.

The Philippine base was presum-
ably Davao, on Mindanao island, 600
miles south of Manila, which the
Japanese were believed using as a
jumping-off place for the invasion
of the Dutch Indies.

Imperial headquarters Wednesday
claimed the sinking of the U, 8. S.
Lexington, giant mireraft carrier, at
a point west of Hawaii on Jan. 12.

Two terpedoes from a Japanese
submarine sent the carrier to the
bottom, the announcement said.
The submarine, it added, was forced

to submerge immediately due to a
cruiser uttack, but the crew posi-
tively ascertained the Lexington was
sunk,
