PROGRAM TO GET UNDERWAY

The Associated Press reported
Friday that a gigantic building pro-
gram aimed at producing 200 new
ocean-goin- g cargo vessels with a
speed reminiscent of the feverish
construction of World war days,
was announcedby President Roose
velt.

The vessels, 1,500,000 tons of
them, will cost $300,000,000 to
5350,000,000 and Mr. Roosevelt
said sonic should be ready inside of
a year.

The chief executive said the car-
go carriers were to be built because
so many vessels were going to the
bottom in the war that there were
prospects of a world shortage on
tonnage.

strations on selecting of chicks,

The sponsors demonstra-
ted making egg baskets, preparing
chicken spaghetti, care in setting
hens nnd feeding. As a result of
these demonstrations,these accom-
plishments wcro added: 48 home
made feedersadded, 21 watora add-

ed, 29 egg baskets made, 87 poul-

try scrap books completed, 2,079
pullets added, 2,479 fryers produced
for home use, 3 new brooder hou-

ses added, 8 remodeled, 12 screened
dropping pits, 10 flocks were vac-

cinate to prevent fowl pox, nnd 12
flocks were tested for pullorum
disease. The agent visited 42
hemes, wrote 4 news stories and re-

ceived 81 office calls.
In this second year of yard im-

provement, the ngent gave demon-
strations on tho tree planting,
screening,planing nnd preparing the
flower beds, nrrangement of bou
quets, nnd work outfits. As ft re-
sult of these demonstrations, the
following was reported: 57 work out-
fits made, 45 bonnets, 538 bouqucst
arranged,35 walks and drives made,
42 made handlotion, 44 yard scrap
books, Gl leveled yards, CG yards
added, 453 shrubs planted, 1,259
trees set out, 4 wind breaksplanted,
195 roses set out, 259 cuttings root-
ed nnd living, 5 outdoor living
rooms made.

As a result of the yard work pre-
viously carried with the women,
they reported accomplished in 1940:
22 yaids planned; 39 yards sodded;
338 shrubs planted; 5,103 trees set
out; 11 wind breaks planted; 244
roses planted nnd living; 285
shurbs rooted from cuttings and 3
outdood living rooms made.

Assistance was given to four
whole fni in demonstrators and she
attended community meetings nnd
county land use planning meetings.

The cotton mattress program was
introduced to the county and 310
mttresscswere constructedfor peo-
ple eligible under the program with
tho directions of the agent nt the
8 centers set up in the county.
