People were
obliged to leave their homes in the
vicinity of Slaton, ip miles south-
east of Lubbock, and the Woodrow
Community, as well as other low
points. During Friday and Satur-
day almost all highways going into
Lubbock were closed to traffic, with
the exception of Littlefield and the
Lcvclland highways.

The Santa Fe passenger train
from Clovis, after missing runs Fri-

day night and Saturday morninp
was back in service Saturday night.

A Snyder insurance man, who
had been missing from Thursday
night, returned home after being
trapped for more than 24 hours be-

tween two creeks. He had sat in
bis car on a slight rise until con-

Snyder.

Poultry and swine losses wert
reported at "several thousandhead'
over the South Plains.

Strawberry Time
Is Here, SaysH.D.A.

Now that Strawberry Time is hero
once more some of you may find
It possible to preservesome by cith-
er canning or placing in the cold
storage locker. Below are sugges-
tions which you might like to use:

Strawberry Preserves
1 quart sugar
1 2 quarts strawberics
Wash and grade tho strawberries

into two classes largo nnd medium
size. If there nre any over ripe ber-
ries these may be used for making
jam. After the berries have been
thoroughly washed in the colander,
then remove the stems with a stain-
less paring knife.

After removing stems from the
berries, place in a colander and let
water run over them lighty to re-

move any grit.
Place layers of berries andsugar

alternately in an enamel lined or
extra heavy nluminum kettle. Heat
slowly nnd stir gently until the
sugar melts. Cook very rapidly from
15 to 20 minutes or until the syrup
sheets from the spoon.

Rcmovo nnv skim with a silver
spoon. Allow to cool and plump;
when cool and before jelly stage is
reached, pack the fruit aed syrup
in jars and pour parafin over sur--
face 1-- 8 inch thick. Wipe surplus
fruit or syrup from the jars. Seal
Strawberry Preparation for the

Locker
Handle with care to avoid bruis-

ing. Select full ripe berries but not
over ripe or soft. Wash thoroughly
small amount at a time. Stem and
place in colander. Let water run
over them lightly to remove any

--- grit. Slice or leave whole. Pack in
air-tig-ht container using cither glass
jors, or enamel cans, or special car-- !
tons. Make a syrup using 2-- 3 cup
of sugar to 1 cup water. Cool syrup.

I Cover berries with syrup. Or dy
sugar pack using 1 lb. sugar to 4
pounds of fruit. Note: When using
sugar syrup make syrup early and
have cool when berries are prepared
and packed to nvoid leaving berries
standing. (BMC)

ward of 20,000 of those planes will
bo produced this year for the Unit-
ed States and Britain.

Registrants Must
Notify Board of
Changeof Address

Warning to all rcgistiants under
the Selective Service Act that they
must notify their local boards
promptly of any change of address,
or become liable to severe penalties,
was give today by General J. Watt
Page, State Selective Service Direc-
tor.

It is the duty of every registrant
to keep his local board advised at
all times of the address at which
mail will reach him without delay,
General Page pointed out. Any reg-

istrant who fails to conform to the
Selective Service Act and Regula
tions, he said, is liable to punish
ment "by Imprisonment for not
more than five years or a fine of
not more than $10,000, or by both
such fine and Imprisonment."

General Page stated that so far
most cases of delinquency have been
found to have been due to ignor-

ance of the law or caclessncsson
the part of registrants. It is the
poliicy of the Selective Service Sys-

tem, he said, and of he Department
of Justice which is charged with
the enforcementof the Act, to be
lenient in cases where it Is appar-

ent there has been no willful in-

tent to violate the law. Neverthe-

less, he stressed, investigation of
such cases is taking up much valu-

able time of local boards and of
the Department of Justice agents

which should bo devoted to urgent

work for National Defense.
Tn relieve this situation, and also

fn nrotect rccistrnnts who do not
willfully attempt to violate the law,

General Page has asked an locai
boards to uso every means of in-

vestigation at their disposal and to

wait a reasonable "length of time

before reporting apparent cases of

delinquency to the Department of

Justice. .
