At any given time, morethanhalf of the peopleof the
United States are considerably under 30 years of age.
Somewherebetween25 and 26 years is more nearly the
average,Governmentstatistics have figured from census
returns. From thissomepeople argue that the young vot-

ers hold the balance of power in national elections. That
doesnot follow, however, for while all of the persons ve

the averageage are voters, only those between 21
and the 26-ye- ar averagecan vote.

Nevertheless,the freshcrop of new voters coming of
age in each four-ye-ar period is a factor of very consider-
able importance. If all of the 4,500,000 young men and
womenwho reachthe ageof 21 since theelection of 1932
could be influenced to vote the sameway, their votesun-

doubtedly would decide whether Mr. Roosevelt or Mr.
Landon is to be elected in November.But there is always
aboutas much difference of opinion betweenyoung vot-

ers as there is amongthe elder ones.
This year unquestionably more vigorous efforts are

being made than ever before by the campaign managers
of both parties to convincethesenew voters that their fut-
ures aresafer in the hands ofthis party or that. That is
all to the good.The earlier that political education begins,
the better. Weare inclined to think, however, that youth
today is much more skeptical of promisesthan theyoung
folks usedto be. We have no idea that either party will
succeedin winning to its side a considerally greaterpro-
portion of youngvoters than hasbeenthe casein the past
elections.

Both parties professto be concernedwith the future
of the young people of today. That is quite natural and
proper. All that the older people can do, after all, is to
preparethe way for the young oneswho will eventually
stepinto theirshoes.The youth of today will have to cany
the load of government and of management of affaire
tomorrow. Whichever way the election of 1936 goes,we
can be sure that if thosewho will this year vote for the
first time don't like the resultthey will changethe whole
schemeof things in due course. '

in Texas and will qualify
farmers for n pay-
ment acre (or acre In lieu of a

crop, Has been ap-

proved by tho State Agricultural
Conservation Committee.

Two methods of eradication were'
approved. One consisted of

the infested land, follow-

ed by Intensive cultivation during
tho months of July, August, and
September with a knife cultivator
or disc harrow.

The other method that may be
used isthat the infested land be bed--

lded and rebedded with a sweep or
at intervals of not

I"middlc-bustor-
"

30 days, followed each
time by a harrow in order to expose
tho roots to tho weather.

Eradication can bo carried out
for only on badly infested
crop land, location of which Is filed
with the County Committeebefore
eradication starts.
