Thp United Stateswill be the power
of balance in the postwar balanceof
.power

Remove America, through one form
vor another of isolationism, from par-
ticipation in world problems, and the
British Empire will be compelled to
orient its foreign policy in the direc-
tion of Soviet Russia. Affiliation be-

tween the British and Russianswill of
necessity force the Chinese to do the
same.

Thus would an American isolation-
ism drive two of its three principle al-

lies toward identification with Soviet-is-m

rather than with American Jeffer-sonia-n

democracy.
Quite the reversewill happen if the

United States accepts its share of
world leadershipafter the war. Great
Brfttain will gravitate toward the
United States albeit eager to cooper-
ate with Russia in Eastern Europe.

ARMY HAS VICTORY GARDENS

Many Army camps have their vic-

tory gardens, where suitable soil is
handy to living quarters. They pro-
duce Whatever the men prefer, or
whatever crop seemsbest suited to
the location. Army gardens are noth-
ing new, but now they are on a
larger scale. However, they will not
interfere with training: The men
who conduct them may do so only
as a voluntary off-tim- e recreational
activity. Food produced will be for
the consumption of military person-
nel oniy and not for sale.

FARMERS GET POINTS
FOR MEAT

When a farmer sells a slaughter-
ed calf direct to a retail market, the
market operator must surrenderthe
right number of points to the far-
mer. The farmer must then turn
the stamps over to the ration board.

FEWER POINTS, LESS MONEY
Butchers may no longer reduce

point values of rationed meats and
fats without at the same time low-
ering money prices. If the retailer
lowers the point value, he must low-
er the price at least 25 per cent
below ceiling. If he lowers the point
value fore than 25 per cent, the sell-

ing price must be reduced below
ceiling in proportion, but in no case
more than 50 per cent.

RUBBER TIRES FOR TRACTORS
A plan to asajst farmers in their

vital wartime food production will
provide rubber tires and tubes for
converting approximately 20,000
tractorsrand implements, originally
equipped with steel wheels, which
have been bought since May 1, 1942.
Local OPA War Price and Ration-
ing Boards will authorize conver-
sions after certification of farmers
applications by county war boards.
Reasonsfor certification are: 1. Ne-

cessity of moving implement over
tho road from farm to farm; 2. Soil
or topography such that tractor is
seriously handicapped by not having
rubber tires.

Department of Agriculture have,
therefore, encouraged use of part
cotton yarn combined with henequin
and sisal. Thesefibers are more ex-

Also with 10 pointsper person per week to cover allmeat, canned meat, canned fish,butter, cheese, cooking fats, short-en ng salad oil and cooking oil, wewill have to learn to cat meat of
low point value.

The "variety meats" are perish-
able. They do not ship well. They
take time to prepare, the men in
service are not accustomed to cat-n-g

them, and, therefore, do not
like them. These are all valid rea-
sons why the Army does not use
these meats. They are also valid
reasons why civilians should learn
to cat them.

In addition to being low in point
value, variety meats are also low
in cash value. However, they are
extremely high in nutritive value.
All muscle meat as well as variety
meats are high in protein and iron
and low in calcium, but liver, kid-
ney and heart contain much more
iron than does beef, and tongue
contains very nearly as much. Liver,
kidney, brains, heart and tongue
surpass beef in another vitamin.

The least efficient of the organ
meats from the standpoint of nutri-
tion are sweetbreads and tripe,
tripe, the lining of the stomach, be-
ing the more deficient of the two.
Tripe Ls also harder to prepare.

Following are recipes for variety
meats which have been tested in the
Department of Foods and Nutrition
at Texas Technological College:

Operators Of School
BusesMay Receive
Additional Gas

To assure continued school at-
tendance for the remainder of the
current school term, the ODT has
announcedthat school bu3 operators
who did not receive their revised
Certificates of War Necessity be-
fore April 1, may obtain supplemen-
tal gasoline allowances if necessary.

Failure of some school authorities
to return applications for revised
certificates promptly is causing de-
lays in the issuance of such certifi-
cates, tho ODT pointed out.

So that the regular movement of
children to school may continue dur-
ing the second quarter of 1943, be-
ginning April 1, the ODT has out-
lined the following procedure by
which school bus operators whose
present Certificates do not provide
sufficient mileage and gasoline al-

lowances maysecure additional mo-

tor fuel for necessary operations.
An appeal form may be obtained

from the nearest district office of
ODT's Division of Transport This
form must be completed and pre-

sented to the Public School Super-
intendent 'for his consideration. The
Superintendent will note his recom-
mendation on the form and return
it to the Oistrict Office. Thereupon,
the District Office will prepare the
necessary supplemental certificate
and send it to the superintendent
for transmittal to the bus operator.

The ODT emphasizedthat revised
certificates of War Necessity will
permit no more mileage than is nec
essary for school bus routes after
they have been reorganized in ac
