The Halsell Farms Co., have de-

clared their intention of filling
one entire block solidly with
brick buildings.

Forty acresadjoining the town
site have been set aside for a
demonstration farm, and a skill-
ed scientific agriculturalist has
been employed to supervise the
operations. Three big irrigation
wells havebeenput down to take
care of truck crooning. The
form is being cut into threeand
five acre tracts and all the vari
ous crops indigenous to this sec
tion will be grown there, "dry
farming" manner'in demonstra-
tion of the possibilities of this
particular section, and as a
means of assistingthefarmers in
learning which crops and what
kind of seeds are best adapted
for their production.

The main streetof Amherst,
one-ha-lf 'mile long, and contin-
uing three-quarter-s of a mile
on to the SantaFe depot is to be
gradedand turned intoa modern
boulevard, the contractfor this
work having already been let.
Severalhundredshadetreeshave
been ordered, and will be placed
in doublerow formation the en-

tire length of this thoroughfare,
while the whole will be liberally
illuminated with electric arc
lights throughout.

Last Sunday SuperintentJ. F.
Anton, of the SantaFe System,
W. E. Goodloe, division freight
and passengeragentforthesame
railroad, accompaniedby a party
of local citizens went over the
entire Halsell project, it was
their first visit to Amherst and
vicin'ty. That they were g tax I

sutprised at the magnitude of
operations going on there, only
expressesit mildly. As a result
of their visit Amherst was im-

mediately taken out of the "flag
station" classand given regular
stop order foi all passenger
trains, while it is quite probable
that before another month rolls
around a permanent station
agentwill be located there.

Last week the first school was
openedin Amherst. There were
36 enrolled, representing eight
different grades. This week the
enrollment was considerablyen-

larged. It was impossible for
one teacherto takecare of all of
them, so another room is now
being erected andanotherteach-

er employedto begin next week.
That the possibilities of Am-

herstbecomingoneof the lead-

ing towns of the South Plains
country there can be no doubt,
surrounded by as fine an agricul-
tural land as "ever lay out of
doors," backedup and promoted
by a group of well known, thrif-
ty and enterprising peoplesuch
as compose the Halsell Farms
Co., it is bound to go forward in
leaps and bounds,the limit of
which must be far beyond the
expectation of the most san-

guine citizen of this section.
