the law.

The Labor Department's stand
was reviewed by William R.

head of Its wajjb, and hour
public contracts division, in a con-

ference with Ikard
of Texas.

McComb said the departmenthad
restudled the law and Is still of
the opinion stater,on previous oc-

casions . There Is no administrative
leeway permitting employment of
children under 16 during regular
school hours.

He added that the only situation
is passage by Congress of legisla-

tion amending the existing statutes.
Along with several other Texas

members of Congress, Ikard last
week discussedthe situation with
McComb. He resumed theconfer-
ence this week after receiving
more than a scoreof telegramso,v-e- r

"These telegrams point out the

desperate plight the farmers are
finding themselvesIn," said Ikard.

"They noted that unlessthey can
get pickers they stand to lose a
big part of their crops, and many
'armers are dependent solely on
that source of Income."

Rep. Walter Rogers of Pampu,
one of those who have been dis-

cussing the problem with Labor
"Department officials, has Intro-luce- d

a bill to permit employment
of the school children for harvest-
ing the crops, leaving It up to local
school authorities to determine at-

tendance requirements.
Children of migratory farm work-

ers have been employed for years.
The custom wns challenged last
vear by the Labor Department.
This year It Is Rending agentsout
to-- order the children away from
the fields.
