House Joint Resolution No. 9.

A resolution proposing an amend-
| ment to Art, 7, of the Constitution of
{the State of Texas by changing See-
[tion 3, eliminating the provision au-
thorizing the Legislature to create
{special distriets and making an  ap-
rlplnpl-mliﬂn therefor.
Be it Resolved by the I

the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 3, Article
7, of the Constitution be so changed
|88 to reai as follows:

(creating new Section,)

! “Section 3. One-fourth of the
revenue derived from the State Oc-
cupation taxes and poll tax of one
dollar on every inhabitant of the
| State, between the ages of twenty-one
| and sixty years, shall be sot apart an-
nually for the benefit of the publie
free schools; and in addition thereto,
there shall be levied and collected an
annual ad valorem State tax of such
an amount not to exceed thirty-five
cents on the one hundred ($100.00) \
dollurs valuation, as with the avail-
able achool fund arising from all oth-
er sources, will be sufficient to main-
tain and support the public schools of
{this State for a period of not less
than six months in each year, and it
shall be the duty of the State Board
of Education to set aside a sufficient
amount out of the said tax to pro-
[vide free text books for the use ot
ic-hil.lren attending the publie free
| schools of this State; provided, how-
| ever, that ghould the limit of taxation
| herein named be insufficient the de-
ficit may be met by appropriation
|fmm the general funds of the State
iuml the Legislature may also pro-
vide for the formation of school dis-
tricts by general laws; and all such
school districts may embrace parts of
two or more counties, and the Legis-
lature shall be authorized to pass
laws for the assessment and collection
of taxes in all said districts and for
the management and control of tﬁ
public school &F chools Psaen'y
tricts, whether such districts are
composed of territory wholly within
a county or in parts of two or more
counties, and the Legisglature may au-
thorize an additional ad valorem tax
to be levied and collected within all
school districts heretofore formed or
hereafter formed, for the further
maintenance of publie free schools,
and_for the erection and equipment
of school buildings therein; provided
that a majority of the qualified prop-
erty tax paying voters of the district
voting at an election to be held for
that purpose shall vote such tax not
to excead in any one year one
($1.00) dollar on the hundred dollars
valuation of the property subject to
tuxation in such district, but l.hv-l
limitation upon the umount ¢ £ school |
district tax herein authorized shall
not apply to incorporated cities or
towns constituting scparate and in-
dependent school digtricts, nor lo'in-
dependent or common school districts
ereated by genernl or special law."

See. 2. The foregoing constitu-
tional amendment shall be submitted
[to & vole of the qualified clectors of
the State at an election to be held
{ throughout the State on the first
Tuesday alter the first Monday in
November, 1026, at which election all
| voters favoring sald proposed amend-
ment shall write or have printed on
[their ballots the words, “For the
[ amendment to the Constitution of the
| State of Texas eliminating the pro-
vision which authorizes the Legisla-
ture to create special  school  dis-
tricts,” and all those opposed shall
write or have printed on their ballots
the words, “Againgt the amnedment
to the Constitution of the State of
Texas eliminating the provision which
authorizes the Legislature to create
special school distriets.”

See. 3. The Governor of the State
is hereby directed to issue the neces-
sary proclumation for said election
and to have same published as ve-
quired by the Constitution and exist-
ing laws of the State.

Soe. 4. That the sum of two thous-
and ($2,000,00) dollars, or o mauch
thereof as may be necessary, is here-
by “appropriated out of any funds in
the Treasure of the State of Texas
not otherwise appropriated, to pay
the expenses of such publication and
election.

Rules to Follow

Our bankers should urge this In-
vestment slogan: “Investigate before
you lovest. Conmsult your banker first,”
and so Indelibly impress it on the
minds of their depositors that they
will alwars be guided by thelr bank-
er's advice in making Iinvestments.
Sallent points which should be kept
before the investing depositor are:

(1) There are three cardinal points
to all good {uvestments, namely safety
of principal, certainty of income and
salability,

(2) Safety of principal Is more im-
portant than & high yleld; the promise
of big returns [s usually a sign of &
risky speculation.

(8) It 18 llke taking a leap in the
dark to Invest In promotions which
wre an unknown quantity and for this
reason & thorough investigation
should always be made.

(4) It i{s morally wrong, If not
.oriminally so, for any person to invest
in any proposition he feels is a skin-
game, or which is tainted by trickery
L OF fFa._ dr-opens the way for a fav-
ored few to “gét In on the Erolnd
foor,” clean up and get out from under
before the scheme collapses, Usually
the depositor finds he s not In om
the ground fioor, there is no chance
for him to clean up before the scheme
collapses and so he loses all that he
bas inveated.

(6) If a promotion is as good as
claimed, it would nct be necessary for
high-pressure salesmen to resort to all
sorts of questionable methods, it
would not be neceasary to rush a vie-
dm off his feet and sign him up before
he could interview his banker, but he
could be given time to consult others
before Invesiing.

(7) The glib-talking promoter i
not a true friend of the savings de-
positor but is a wolf in sheep's cloth-
ing, he will resort to amy kind of
trickery to exchange a certificate of
etock for the depositor's cash, his glit-
tering promises are fictitious and he
l# planning how he can entrap hia vie-
tims and relleve them of thelr savings
and not how he can make good divi-
dends for them,

(8) For every oil well that pays
dividends there are many dry holes
and abandoned drilling rigs, and for
every profitable mine there are many
abandoned shafts, and for every suc-
cessful promotion there are a thouw-
sand fallures, and because of these
facts the savings depositor's chance of
winning i{s too small to justify the
great risk involved

(9) Savers should wsteer clear of
stock, shares or units in world-reveln-
tionising inventions which are peddiled
in fromt of empty stores or sold from
house to house or through the mails.

(10) Every novice Investor should
remember that, as in all llnes of busik
ness, biack sheep have invaded the Ia-
vestment fleld. They must be shunned,
while investment firms and salesmen
of responstdyility and Integrity should
