THE MAJOR LITTLEFIELD MEMORIAL

It wns in keeping with his love for the South and themen who performed
Heroic deeds lor their homeland that the late Major George W. Littlefield,
cattlemanand bankerof Austin, donated to the University of Texas, more
than ten years ago, the sum of ?250,000 for the erection at the south en-

trance to theoriginal 40-nc- campusof that institution a memorial designed
to keep alive in the youth of today the spirit and sentiment of these lenders
of a pastgeneration.

The fund given by Major Littlefield is finally to be used for the purpose
for which it was designated, after being held in trust for a decade.

Major Littlefield was the owner of the land on which the city of Little-
field is located, and it was he who was the founder of this city. The Little-
field memorial is therefore of especial interest to the people of this city
and section.

The contract for the erection of the Littlefield Memorial, as it is called,
has just been awarded by the Board of Regents to J. P. Johnson of Austin
for $118,COO, and the construction work will be started immediately. This
mim will be largely used to pay the cost of the masonry which is a part of
the design. The heroic bronze statuesfor the memorial were moulded and
cast by the famous sculptor Pompco Coppini who will receive $125,000 for
this work. The remainderof the $250,000 has been more than taken up
in payment of freight on the statuteswhich will ornamentthe stone struc-
ture, including those of James Stephen Hogg and John H. Reagan. During
the last few years these great bronze figures have stood in the main rotunda
of the State Capitol where they have attracted much attention of visitors.

Other sculptor figures to ornamentthe memorial have been designed
and cast by Mr. Coppini and arc ready for immediate shipment from New-Yor-

The original plans for the unusual monument were
made some years ago. To meet the present architectural layout of the
40-acr- e campus these plans have been revised by Robert Leon White, Uni-
versity architect,and Paul Cret of Philadelphia, consulting architect.
