CONSTITUTION.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 10.

Proposing an amendment to the

Constitution providing for taxation of

school lands owned by counties.

Be it Resolvedby the Legislature of

the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Article 7 of the

Constitution of the State of Texas

shall be amended by adding alter
Section 6 thereof Ca, which hsall read

as follows:
Sec 6a. All agriculture or graz-

ing school land mentioned in Section

6 of this Article owned by any county

shall bo subjectto taxationexcept for

Statepurposes to the same extent as

lands privately owned.
Sec. 2. The foregoing constitu-

tional amendment shall be submitted

to a vote of the qualified electors of
this State at an election to be held on

the first Tuesday after the first Mon

day in November, A. D., 1926, at
which all ballots shall have printed
thereon "For the Constitutional

amendment providing .for taxation of

all agriculture or grazing school
land owned by any county, to the
sameextentas land privately owned"

nd "Against the Constitutional
amendmentproviding ior taxation oi
all agriculture or grazing school land
owne'd by any county to the fame ex

tent as land privately owned."
Sec. 3. The Governor shall issue

the necessary proclamation for said
election and have the sam,e published
as required by the Constitution and
laws of this State. The expense of
publication and election for such
amendmentshall be paid for out of
proper appropriation made by law.

ber of Infants are artlflcnlly fed,
which condition, doctors agree, had a
marked bearing on their undernour-
ished conditions. Naturally, no one
food may prove satisfactory In every
case, although the sureyshowed that
evaporated milk In many cases had
proved an excellent-- substitute for
mother'smilk. This may be explained
by reasonof the fact that evaporated
milk Is simply pure,concentratedcow's
milk from which GO per cent of the
water has been removed. It contains
practically eery element necessary
ior gooa health and Is consequently
an excellent builder of bone and tis-
sue.

Although authorities on health rec-
ommend evaporated milk as a baby
food, like other substitutes for tho
natural supply, It should not be con-
sidered as a food complete In Itself.
Addition of orange or tomato Juice,
barley water or lime water Is Impor-
tant In providing adequate diet for
the Infant.

For babies, milk of dependablepur
Ity Is essential. Market milk will not
keep for any length of time and Is also
liable to contamination, especially In
hot weather, while evaporated milk,
hermetically sealed In sterilized s,

remainsas fresh and pure as
on the day It was canned.

Sterility In evaporatedmilk, author-
ities agree, Is one of the most impor-
tant points In Its favor. In process-
ing, evaporated milk Is subjected to
240 degrees bent for a half hour,
thereby removing all possibility of
bacterial life being present in the
milk. Heat Is the only preservative
for this type of milk and the heat has
tho further beneficial effect of mak-
ing the curds of milk more flocculent
and easier to digest.

Applicable to July Power Bills

Letter of I. R. Kelso, Presidentof Texas Utilities
Company, addressedto managersof the Company,
dated June22, 1926, refers to the making of rate
schedulesas follows:

With the approval today of an Optional Power
Rate effective July 1, 1926, applicable to July bills,
TexasUtilities Companymakes the fourthsubstan-
tial reduction in rateswithin the past twelve months,
viz: (1) developmentrate to municipalities; (2) flat
reduction of one cent (lc) per kilowatt hour off of
top rate of every lighting consumer; (3) flat reduc-
tion of ten per cent in power rateswhich was made
effective lastNovember;and (4) reduction in power
rates under the above mentioned Optional Power
Rate scheduleeffective July 1, 1926.

DEVELOPMENT RATE ELIMINATED
DEMAND CHARGE.

The engineering department has assembled a
greatdeal of information for use of the Companyin
making schedulesof rates and chargesfor electric
servicethat would be of greatpractical benefit and
advantageto the territory servedby TexasUtilities
Company. The fact that Texas Utilities Company
smashedall the rules governing the fixing of rate
schedulesat the time it publishedand put into effect
its "DevelopmentRate" has causedsomeconfusion
in comparing the Development Rate of Texas
Utilities Companywith ratespublishedand charged
by other companies.

In fixing the DevelopmentRate, Texas Utilities
Companyeliminated thedemand,or ready-to-serv-e

charge, statingat the time the rate was published,
that it was available only to municipalities. The
Companyexplainedthat in supplying electric energy
under its development rate without profit to the
Company,it felt that the rate was entirely justified
and that it would, in the end, prove to be advan-
tageousto the Companyas aresult of the growth of
the communitiesserved.

EQUITABLE RATES.

The subject of equitableratesfor an electric light
and power company is one which is but very little
understood, although it has received anenormous
amount of considerationand discussion. All courts
and commissions, in dealingwith the subject of rate
making, have found that, "the public generally is
prone to believe that the proper rate for electric
energy delivered is a fixed price for a given unit,
precisely the sameas it would be for a bushel of
vheat." Likewise, courts and commissionshave

uniformly held that, "nothing could befurther from
the truth than this attitude of the public toward the
subject of rate making."

It is generally recognizedthat there is a distinc-
tion between the lighting rate and the power rate
which may properly be recognizedin practice. Why
there is a difference between lighting rates and
power rates is not so generally understood, and,
although a demandrate as well as a minimum rate
has been uniformly approved by courts and com-
missions as being perfectly just and equitable, the
ordinary consumeris entirely unable to grasp the
reason,and generally considersit to be an effort on
the part of the companyto getsomethingout of him
for which it hasnot deliveredanything.

RATE SCHEDULES EXPLAINED.

The Companyfeels that it would be mutually
helpful to the consumerand companyif the man-
agerswould discuss in plain and non-technic- al lan-
guagethoseprinciples which are universally recog-
nized by all regulatory bodies and courts in fixing
rate schedules. The public generally would not be
interested in the dry subject of rate making, but
many of the consumersof the Company would be
interested in knowing somethingof the effort made
by the Company to fix schedulesof rates and
charges which reasonably annroximate'instil nc
betweenthe different consumers. A few principles
which must govern electric rates,according to the

President,

decislunsof courts and commissionsin rate cases,
andin which the public may be interestedin connec-
tion with Texas Utilities Company rate schedules,
arahere referredto. They are stated in numbered
paragraphsfor easeof reference:

(1) "The time andduration of useof the energy
taken by the consumeris of the utmostimportance."
(Account should be taken of this fact in the making
of any rateschedule.)

(2) "The costof current to the company is large-
ly fixed, not by the amountused,but by the greatest
amount taken at any period during twenty-fou- r

Jioursor by the peakof the load."

(3) "The necessarycapacity of the plant and
consequentinvestments in same, is determinedby
the greatestamount of energy required by the con-

sumersat any point of time in the year, and hence
the cost of the plant or investment required in the
businessis determined by the peakof the load dur-

ing the year."
(4) "The peak, both daily andyearly, is created

chiefly by the lighting load. The power load is
largely off peak. Henceit is for the interest of those
usingcurrentfor light to encouragethe useof off the
peak power as much as possible."

(5) "If all consumerswere on the yearly peak,
equity would require that since all must in some
manner pay a given return to the company, each
should pay that proportion of the whole which his
demandbearsto the total demand,but the custom-
ers arenot all on the daily or current peak,nor the
yearly or plantpeak. Hence a methodmustbe de-
vised which will fairly distribute the plant cost of
yearly peak betweenthose who are on the peakand
thosewho are not."

(6) Every 'customer should pay all expenses
which are incurred solely becausehe is a customer."
(This should be taken care of by a demandcharge
or minimum charge.)

(7) "It would appear, the more one considers
the question,that the iniportant thing to be paid for
in proper proportion by eachcustomer, is not the
current used, but the capacity required. On this
basis, practically all of the companiesmake a ser-
vice, or demandcharge,of a certain fixedprice per
kilowatt demandper month, with a sliding scalefor
current cost for all kilowatt hoursusedper mpnth."

OPTIONAL POWER RATE EXPLAINED.

In developingthe territory servedby TexasUtili-
ties Company,we have deemedit advisableto elimi-
nate, insofar as practicable, the demandcharge in
building rate schedules. The advantage of our
schemeof ratesunder thissystem, to the consumer,
is that he is not asked'topay a fixed service charge,
which, in many cases,would work a hardship that,
although justified by actual facts, would causemuch
complaint. It is true, that while we do not under
such a schemeof rate making ask a fixed charge,
whether current is used or not, we do ask that a
higher rate be paid up to a certain proper propor-
tional point than would be required in caseof a de-
mand ratescheme,and, further, in considerationof
thesehigher prices being paid for this amount, the
Company has made very low rates for the excess.
With the schemefor rate" making just explained,the
customeronly paysfor the actual currentused,while
with the demandchargeplus the currentuse charge
he pays for the demand,regardlessof whether anvcurrent is usedor not f

It' is merely calling attention to an obvious fact to
say thatany rate, regardlessof how made, to be last-
ing has to give the company a reasonablereturn
The point, therefore,to be borne in mind whenmak-
ing a rate, is to try to arriveat a system so simple asto be readily understoodby the customerso that hecan check the currenton his bills when he receivesthem, and also by this simplicity and easeof appli-
cationassistthe Companyto eliminateall complaints
causedthrough errors in billing.
