Raise Turky By Light

An interesting experiment was car-
ried on by H. H. Weimhold of Sudan
thiz spring in the artificial brooding
of turkeys. Twenty-five young poults
were transfered to a box with a hail
sereen bottom, an electrie light fum-
ishing the source of heat

These poults were fed and brooded
in this for about eight weks, and at
the end of this time, 23 were living,
on¢ having dicd of a burn on the elec-
tric light and the other from natural
causes. Ag a result these 23 poults
are now out on u farm in the Sudan
community, very healthy, and are by
far the largest young turkeye on the
place.

It has often becn said thut turkeys
could not be brooded artificially, but
this and other experiments have shown
they can, with great success,

The idea here is to keep  voung
poults away from the ground, which
is the source of all disense until they
are lurge cnough to  combat lh.-\-'.-
physically. Worms, blackhead and
other turkey disemses are picked up
from the filth on the ground wrounl
which turkeys are brooded in the firat
few months of their lives, This meth-
od of brooding keeps them away from
all droppings and ground until the
are large enough to be strong phiyei-
eally.
