Texas Traffic accidents will
cost at least $500 million this
year, according to an estimate
announced by **Texans for Traf-
fic Safety" following a meeting

Noting that 700 highway
patrolmen have the job of pat-
roling 65,000 miles of highway,
Robert F, Miller, president of
the safety group, stated, "*The
lack of trained manpower to
police our state’s highways is
showing up in our rapidly esca=
lating traffic accident rate.

“"Conservative estimates
place the number of Texans to
be injured in traffic accidents
this year at 200,000, It is my
firm conviction that if adequate
trained manpower were avall-
able to enforce the traffic laws,
this number could be reduced
to & humane minimum, Nothing
can take the place of enforce=
ment,

**According to recognized au=
thorities, a minimum of 2,500
patrolmen is needed to patrol
the state's highways, Thereare
700 on the job today.

““Two hundred more jobs are
authorized, but wages are so

low that few qualified men can
afford to take them, Mr, Miller
stated, '"Wages must be raised
to realistic levels in order to
atcract and attainqualified men,
The safety of all Texans is
adversely affected by the lack

of men to properly enforce the

the ground.

Slim asked what in the world
had happened,

It seemed that the party had
raided the food in the wagonand
found a large sack of dried ap=-
ples, They ate them as fast as
they could ro keep each other
from getting any, They only
chewed the apples enough to
swallow, and had a big stomach
full by the tme the apples had
gone,

This made them thirsty, So
each took a big drink of water,
Dried apples swell at least three
times bigger when they soak,
S0 the water the Indians drank
made the apples swell in their
stomachs,

Those three Indians started
hurting o bad they thought they
were golng to die, The otherIn=-
dians cut the saplings, trimmed
away the bark and started roll-
ing the bellles of their sick
friends, That was the way the In=
dians treated the bellyache,

In two hours they were well

Migrant agricultural workers on strike in
Rio Grande Ciry are not asking for a mini-
mum wage, but rather are simply trying to
gain the right to bargain collectively with their
employers, This is the strike as seen by
Ernie Cortez, a young man who dropped out
of college in order to promote *'La Huelga"
in South Texas,

Protestors sitring in front of the Capitol
in Austin, however, were calling a different
tune, Whar they were asking was an across-
the=board minimum wage of $1,25an hourfor
every work--agriculture or otherwise-~inthe
state. The''sit-in'’onthesteps of the Capitol
grew out of the march the strikers madefrom
the valley to Austin last summar,

How the causes got separated is anybody's
guess; Cortez claims thestrikers were never
asking for the $1.25 an hour minimum wage,
But this difference is really immaterial
here-—except in pointing out that perhaps
som2 of the leadership In the movement has
gotten Itself crossed up,

The position of **LaHuelga'® in South Texas
is really not known to anybody; it would be
pure academics to say It is on its last feet or
sull going strong.

(Written by Mrs, Stella
Schreler Cowart)

Loyd B, Cowart and |, (Stella
Schreier) was married in Olton
in 1919. Loyd died April 13,
1964, We both were from pion=
eer families, Loyd coming here
with his parents from Lockney
in 1901, | came with my parents
from Kansas Clty, Missouri in
1906,

We did not actually feel as
though we were pioneers - just
children of ploneer families, It
was our parents who helped
“‘blaze the way" in our com-
munity.

Loyd was a World War 1 Vet~
eran and spent most of his life
farming and as a supplement to
this he did carpenter work and
paper hanging,

Loyd remembered, while he
was still @ small boy, some
young men in the neighborhood
coming to their home and bor-
rowing his father’s sheep shears
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to cut their own hair, Barbers
were non-existant at that time
and a new hair cut of any kind
was something to be proud of,

A story of early day | (Stella)
vividly remember - One day
when | was about fifteen years
old, 1 went to the pasture In
the sand hills to get my saddle
horse, 1 climbed up on a hill
to see if 1 could locate the hor=
ses, | saw them about one-fourth
mile away, In geming to them |
had to walk through a small
valley, 1 had gotten well into
the valley when | looked down
into the bushes and wild shrubs
and under at least eight out of
ten of these bushes were snakes,
Some two or three snakes under
each bush in places, There were
rattlesnakes, chicken snakes,
hog snakes, and about every
kind you could think of, Was |
Scared? | was just frantic and
wondered if 1'd get out of there
without gerting bit,

It was a very hot afternoon
and the snakes were lying in
the shade, practically dormant,
The sand was too hot for them to
crawl on, It was then | really
discovered what my long legs
were good for. My brothers had
often tessed me about being a
“long legged bean pole.” I had
to jump my way out, over the
bushes, Never again in all my
rides and rambles in those sand
hills did 1 ever see such hordes
of snakes,

1 (Stella) never attended any
school except at Olton, Loyd and
I liked to talk of our early school
da here. About the awfully
cold winters we had to encoun-
ter in going to school inbuggies
or on horseback, andhow nearly
frozen we would be by the time
we got there, The teachers would
often have to rub our hands with
snow to help thaw them out, or
send us out in the cold for a
while so we would not get warm
too quickly.

Loyd attendedthefirstschool
located in the communiry, a little
school located about five miles
northwest of present day Olton,
The school was named Burro
College, because a burro died
beside it, After Lamb County
was organized in 1908 he attend=
ed the first school that was built
in Olton.

1 was the daughter of the late

Mr. and Mre, Fred Schreler
who were farmers and stock=
men,

The Schrelers movedro Lamb
County In 1906 before the co-
unty was organized. My father
was a native of Germany coms=
ing to the United States at the age
of 19,

Both our parents were instru-
mental in the organization of
Lamb County in in the promo-
tion of our school, My husband’s
father, ].H, Cowart took the
first school census in the co-

My father, FredSchreier, was
the first county treasurer,
