THE FLORIDA SHI? CANAL

On the same day that the news came from Miami
that the Steamship Dixie had heen driven upon a coral
reef off the Southern Coast of Florida by a Caribbean
hurricane, word camefrom Washington of the allotment
by the President of S5.000.0H0. from his Works Relief
Fund, to begin construction of a sea-lev-el ship canal
across the Florida Peninsula. Had such a canal bven in
existence,the "Dixie" would not have been compelled to
make the treacherouspassagethrough the Florida Straits
in the hurricane season,on its voyage from New Orleans
to New York. It would have taken the shortercut directly
from Port Inglis on the Gulf of Mexico acrossto the St.
JohnsRiver and Jacksonville and the Atlantic. It would
have saved perhapstwo days in time, besides taking
safer course.

;; -f- c The fact that all of the
passengersand crew of the
"Dixie" were rescued, compa-
ratively uninjured, does not
alter the force of the example.
The "Dixie" is only oneout of
scores of vessels that have
come to grief in the troubled
waters between Florida and
Cuba, and it is only one of
thousandsof ships, plying be-

tween ports on the Gulf of
Mexico and those of the At-

lantic Coast, to which the new
Florida Canal will offer an
immense saving in time and
cruising coast when it is com-
pleted. The tropical hurricanes
which sweep the Carribean

Add to those considerations the important fact
that the Florida Ship Canal will immediately provide em-

ployment for thousands,both in construction and in pro-
ducing equipment and materials, and will, eventually
through the expenditure of the estimated cost of $100,-000,00- 0,

put many thousands more to work. It seemsto
us to be oneof the most justifiable of all theundertakings
of the FederalGovernment. Moreover, it will definitely
be self-1'quidatin-g, as is the PanamaCanal, through the
tolls it will be paid by water-cra-ft of all kinds for the
privilege of passingthrough' it.

Wednesday, Sept. IS, was the
twenty eighth anniversary of the
founding of the Oakland Motor Car
Company, forerunnerand parent or-

ganization to the Pontiac Motor
Company.

The company grew out of the

This year the output of Pontiac
car- - ran at a continuous clip of
from S00 to 1000 cars daily. In the
first full year of operation the
company built 278 cars. Already
124,07$ current model carf have
betn built and by the close of 1935,
production for the year easily should
reach the 150,000 goal.

The Oakland name was dropped
in 1931 when the management de-sid-

From its inception in 1907, and
for several years prior to that date,
Pontiac and its predecessor com-
panies have had an employee on
their payrolls steadily who has car-
ried on as an active worker.

Pink L. Parrish Will Make
Race In Coming Elec-

tion, Sept. 28

Pink L. Pnrrish of Lubbock, in
announcing ns a candidate for the
office of State Senator to fill the
unexpired term of the state Sen. A.
P. Duggan,said:

"I am announcing as a candidate
for the office of state Senator for
the Thirtieth Senatorial District, in
the coming special election ordered
by the Governor for September 28,
193G.

"I served twelve years ns county
judge of Crosby county, one term
as mayor of Lubbock and one term
ns state Senator.

"Durng that term I made a re-

cord, whether good or bad I can
not change. I supported our educa-
tional institutions bothpublic schools
and our institutions of higher leani-
ng. I was sole author of what is
known as the Parrish Fee Bill,
which became a law, placing a li-

mit on what county officials could
make and requiring them to make
an annual report of their fees col-

lected. I was joint author of the
constitutional amendment which was
adopted and placed into law exemp-
ting homesteadsfrom state taxes up
to the value of three thousand

"I believe that, with Mr. Tar-wate- r,

Senntor Small and myself,
we are solely responsible for the
law which allows farmers to receive
a refund of gasoline tax on gaso
line used on their farms. I supported
strongly the Sulphur Tax.

"Though a life long Denhocrat and
never scratched theticket in n gen-
eral election, I opposed the Wirtz
Bill to disfranchise our people who
had supported Hoover over Alfred
E. Smith for president. I voted for
and will try to passagain a resolu-
tion requiring every member of the
Legislature to make affidavit as to
who he represents or from whom
he receives salary or retainer, ns
attorney or otherwise, because I
don't believe you can serve two
masters. I think the coming session
of the Legislature is one of the
most important we have had frfr
many years. I think the constitution-
al amendmentsrecently voted should
be carried out.

"I shall favor strict laws in the
handling and control of the liquor
question. I shall favor the carry
ing out the amendmentabolishing
the fee system.
