An Earth-Springlake Hospital
District election has beensche-
duled May 27, with votl ig place
designated as Earth-Springlake
High School Building.

Action was taken on the issue
at a Monday meeting of Lamb
County Commissioner’s Court
when petitions requesting a hos=
pital district and bond election
were presented to the court
from the Earth-Springlake
area,

County Clerk Charles D,
Jones sald the petitlons bore
signarures of approximately 160
qualified resident taxpayers,
exceeding the required number
of 100 signers,

An order was issued by the
Court calling for an election
with a two=part voting proposi-
tion;

(1) For the creaton of the
Earth=-Springlake Hospital Dis=-
trict and providing for the levy
of annual taxes not to exceed 75
cents on the $100 valuationof all
taxable properry withinthe Dis~
trict,
