Pour Into Nation’s Capital

About 3,000 farmers from egome
25 states of the South and Waest,
among which were two trainloads
of Texnns, poured into Washington
Tuesday to voice a powerful de
fense of the administration's agri-
cultural program.

The Texas contingent, largest of
any state, was late, and pulled into
the capital about noon. They begun
immediate preparations for two
meetings with Secretary of Agricul-
ture Henry A. Wallace and his chief
assistant, Chester C, Davis,
Some 81 men represented 18

South Plains counties on the trip.
Ten were from Lamb county, and
ono of these, J. W. Keithley, repre-
sented the Littlefield chamber of
commerce, lone unit of its kind in
the county to send a delegate.
