The process, allowing physicians
and researchersto watch actual al-
lergic reactions on living human
tissue,was developed by Drs. J. M.
Rose and C. M. Pomerat.

"The technique may be used to
find what causesa person's aller-
gy by testing his sensitivity to nos--
slble Irritants, and to find new aller-

gy-stopping drugs," Dr. Chaun-ce-y

Leake, University Medical
urancn vice-preside- said,

In testing a sufferer1, minute
pieces of tissue are clipped from
his nose with little discomfort.
They are kept alive In a chick em-
bryo fluid culture.

Scientistsintroducea possible ir-

ritant in the culture and use a special-

-phase microscope to watch for
an allergy reaction. If the tissue
swells and stops living on the cul-
ture, the causeof the patient's dis-
comfort is found.

New drug cures may be discov-
ered by checking their effective-
ness In stopping allergic reactions
started on tissue samples.
