Get 1-Year
Probation

Deciding to give them &
chance, County Judge J.B, Da-
vis Tuesdsy released five Lit-
tlefield boys from county jail
and placed them under a rigid
probation period for one year,

The five youths, admitting a
series of thefts and break-ins
in Littlefield and Lamb County
over the past year, had spent
seven days In jail awalting Jud-
ge Davis’ final decision, Total
amount of the stolen and dam-
aged property involved in the
crime spree was set at $1,168,-
20, Each youth was assessed
@& portion of that amount and
full restituation ;was made be=
fore the youths could be releas-
ed Tuesday,

The youths and their parents
appeared before Judge Davis
Tuesday morning when he ane
nounced his decision and oute
lined rules and regulation for
the probation period, A deputy
sheriff complimented the boys
{for their conduct and behavior
|while In jail and told the court
he didn't see ‘‘how boys like
these could get Into trouble,”

Probation rules set for each
of the five youths are as fol-
lows;

Drivers' licenses are revok-
ed for a period of three mon-
ths; for the first three months
each boy shall not be out at
night unless accompanied by
parent or teacher (in case of
|school activities, he has to be
accompanied by parent or tes-
|cher): parents must provide
transportation to and from
schools, the boys will not be
permitted to be in a vehicle
with other boys and girls; each
must report to the Lirtlefield
chief of police in person once
each month for the next three
months; each must not assoc-
iate with any persons of ques-
tionable character; each must
absolutely not drink {ntoxica-
ting liquors or eny type: cach
must permit the chief .
ice or sheriff or any of their
subordinates to visit at any
time or place; when school st-
arts, each must attend regu-
larly: and it will be expected
that each will apply himself
and making passing grades in
school,

Judge Davis said, “It Is not
required in the probation, but
the Court believes it would be
advisable if the parents saw 1o
it that the attended church
services each Sunday,"*

At the end of the initial three
months of the probation, Judge
Davis said each boys' case will
be reviewed '*and if he has abid-
‘ed by the probation rules, the
Court will be more lenient with
him the last nine months of pro=
bation.**

The judge cautioned each
youth that *‘should he ever be
caught violating the law, such
as he has done in the past, it
will be the Court’s duty to send
him to Gatesville State School
for Boys, If he Is found guilty,"

Major Causes of Nation's Flunk-outs and Drop-outs
|

How can you estimate that
your child will successfully
graduate fvom the 12th grade
without dropping out or flunk-
ing out? If recent drop-out and
flunk-out studies are any indi-
cation, a student in the 5th
grade has only 2 out of 3
chances to get to high school
and get his diploma. A harsh
reality is the fact that children
now are leaving school at an
appalling rate of one million
per year, thereby cutting off
their chance for a better job,
cutting their lifetime income
potential severely and increas-
ing the threat of unemploy-
ment, Because of these facts
every attention should be given
o a stronger drop-out preven-
tion program

As compared to a drop-out’s
typical lunk-out student'scays-
es are varied and complex; his
academic fallure can be turned
nto a pattern that is frequent
and apparent. Though a flunk-
out student’s ability to succeed
s rated as higher, more and

more flunk-out students fail to |

survive because of immaturity,
family pressure and social dis-
tractions, But simple cases of
flunk-outs due to a physical o
financial failure are few. For
in time, ns he realizes a need
for greater successful achieve-
ment, the funk-out student will
etum to school with econfi
dence and subsequent desire to
continue on the path to event-
usl academic success and per
sonal fulfillment,

There are “warning signals" |

& parent should be alert to,
from eavly prades on up. A
typieal drop-out student is re-
tarded in his reading and math
studies. He i« g0 far behind in
these two subjects, no matte:
how hard he may try, he can't
keep up with high school as
signments. He might also be
failing one or more subjects .
Therefore, by the time he

reaches the age of 18, his aca- |

demic problems mount, and he
sees no easy escape from this
constant failure but to drop-out
of school.

His basic problem didn't de
velop just at the high school
level. It should have been ap-
parent in his 2nd or 3rd grades.
If reading or arithmetic diffi-
culties occur, the sconer you
get help for him, the
chance of his dropping out of
school later. A drop-out isn't
inclined toward athletics or ex-

tra-curricular affairs. Socially, |

failed tocomplete high school
themselves; many go only as
far as the 6th grade, Typically,
a child's attendance at school
or what he accomplishes there
i= frequently considered un-
important.

Safety, like Charity,

Begins at Home

With the advent of school, parents should re-evaluate safety
and health habits in the home. Though they are rightfully
stressed in school, these very important subjects should not be
the concern of the classroom, alone.

A few extra minutes spent in advising children in a casual,
non-slarming manner at home may lead to the prevention of
innumerable accidents and sicknesses. By acquainting children
with the ordinary, common-sense aspects of fire prevention,
safety in sports, and first aid, parents not only can instill
awareness of problems, but develop intelligent attitudes and
practices concerning these subjects, to use for a lifetime.

There are many occasions throughout the year that call
attention dramatically to realistic fire safety problems . . .
Hallowe'en hazards, Christmas trees, and fireworks. A screaming
fire engine siren or a destructive fire in the neighborhood can
lead the parent and child to an examination of fire prevention
problems on a personal level,

Though many accidents involve fire, parvents should go to
congiderable effort in teaching their children safety in sports.
Teaching them to swim properly may take only a few weeks,
but it is also a matter of life and death. It is one thing every
parent should insist on his child learning. A swimming pool is
one of the most dangerous places a child can be.

A direct or immediate approach should be considered not
only in teaching safety in sports, but in teaching children safety
in the home. Children should be shown combustible materials
and warned of their flammable nature, Simple home safety rules
should be given too, such as “Use flashlights to find gas leaks,
disconnect appliances not in use, never run wiring under rugs,
and don't use worn electric cords”., Emphasize the danger of
standing on chairs, running out in the street without first
looking, care with barbed wire and innumerable other ordinary
domestic situations. A list of rules for the home ean be hung
in an accessible place. Maybe a bulletin board organized by
the children and exhibited in their room could help to make the
family safety conscious.

And, of course, parents should be constantly aware of leaving
poisonous or dangerous articles within a child's reach. In rural
areas, especially, death lurks in old, discarded ice-boxes,

With the opening of the school year, health and safety should
be major factors in family life. Carelessness in duty, unaware-
ness of potential dangers can cause a multitude of problems,
Parents must realize that tragedy doesn't always happen in
some other family. “It can happen here”. By developing healthy

attitudes and practices, parents can contribute greatly to their
children's well-being.
