changed ag to Texas in order to give
this State equality with other States
in the distribution of federal funds.

Discriminaion against Texas and in
favor of other wheat-producing
States Is the main charge brought by
wheat growers who hdave studied the
plan, but diserimination against the
farmers of some Texus counties and
in favor of other Texus counties is
still more glaring in the plan and will
probably be developed fully at next
week's meetings,

Taking the matter of diserimination
by States, the instructions covering
contracts provide payments as fol-
lows in different wreat-producing
areas:

The Texas farmer who has aver-
aged 1,000 bushels annually will get
un average of $155.62 under his con-
tract, This amount compares with
£182.84 in Indiana, $147.42 in Ilii-
nols, $194.40 in North Dakota,
$202.60 in Wyoming, and $207.36 in
Montana.

eampaign will receive payments total-
ing $106.02 from the Government on
a basis of 1,000 bushels average pro-
duction over the past three years.
A farmer with a production of 1,000
bushels in Hansford Counly will re-
ceive $246.30 from the Government
under his contract, while a farmer
who has averaged 1,000 bushels the
past three years in Sherman County
wil get but £145.80 under his con-
tract to carry out the provigions of
the wheat adjustment plan.
