HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
NO. 29

proposing an amendment to the
Constitution of .the State of Texas
authorizing tne Legislature to pro-

vide for Civil Service In certain
counties upon a vote of tho people
therein.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE

STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article XVI of
the Constitution of the State of
Texas be and 'the same Is hereby
amended by adding to said Article
a new Section, to be known and
designatedas Section 62-.- C, reading
as follows:

"Section 02-- c. The Legislature is
authorized to provide for tho cre-

ation of Civil Service Systems for
county employees in the respective
counties of this State, but any sys-

tem so authorized nnd established
shall be approved by a vote of the
people in said county. Any Civil
Service System establishedby virtue
of this Section shall apply to ap-

pointive officers only, and the limi-
tations on term of office heretofore
provided by Section 30, of this Ar-

ticle shall not apply, but the dura-
tion of such offices shall be gov-

erned by tho provisions of such
Civil Service System. This Section
shall not apply to counties having
a population JPS5 than seventy-fiv-e

thousand (75,909) people," jaJi.
Sec. i. The ioregolng Constitu-

tional Amendmentshall be submit-
ted to a vote of the qualified elec-

torate of the State at an election to
be held on the second Tuesday in
November, 1949, at which election
all ballots shall have printed or
written thereon (or In countiesus-

ing voting machines the said ma-

chines shall provide for) the fol-

lowing:
"FOR The Constitutional Amend-

ment authorizing the Legislature to
provide for Civil Service in coun-
ties upon a vote of the people
therein"; and

In FightingErosion
Recipe for
Breadand
Butter Pickles

Many requests havo come Into
tho extonsion service office for
pickling. Miss Dian McClurkln, as-

sistant county home demonstration
agont-in-trlnln- g gives the following
ideas.

Look and see wbnt per cent of
icid is In the vinegar. If It Is

over G percent acid It will have
to be diluted. A vinegar that Is

too high a percent In acid makes
pickles dark, soft, or shriveled.

Snlces should be used in small
amounts.Tio the spices In a thin
cloth bag then they can bo taken
out when the pickles tho flavored
enough. Loose spices make pick-

les dark. If you boll tho spices
with the vinegar too long, it will
make the pickles tastebitter; long
boiling spoils the flavor of vinegar.

Glass Jars with glasB lids are
best for use in canning pickles.
The vinegar or salt solution may
corrode metal lids and when a
zinc lid ds badly corroded, there
is danger of sine poisoning.

Here is a recipe for a quick but
good plcklo:

Bread and Butter Pickles
24 medium to large cucumbers.
3 tablespoonssalt.
10 onions.
2 cups sugar.
3 cups vinegar.
About 1 teaspoon each of these

spices:
Ginger
Tumeric
Celery seed
Mustard seed
Let unpeeled cucumbers stand

overnight in cold water (Ice may
be added to make water cold).
Drain and Blice cucumbers. Add
sliced onions. Sprinkle salt over
mixture and let stand 3 hours. Add
sugar,vinegar and spices. Cook for
about 40 minutes. Pack pickles
solid in hot sterilizedJars. Sec.and
allow to stand 10 days before using.

In this report wo wish to repeat
in order to put emphasison some
of tho facts in our first report and
to add Bomo Information we believe
will be helpful to tho farmers of
this soil conservationdistrict. The
practice of planting .cover crops
can bo carried out to provont eros-

ion and produce green manuro
crops. Theso crops give protection
in at least two ways. They servo as
a cover crop during tho period that
field crops have been harvested.
This will protect tho land from
wind erosion to a groat extent.
Green manure crops will also add
organic matter or humus to tho
soil which is badly neotled in this
section where cash .crops havo
been harvested little or no plant
residuo for a number of years.

In using legumes ns a green
manure crop another soil benefit
can be derived that of adding
nitrogen to tho soil.

Records of the Lubbock experi-
ment station show thnt Madrid
clover as agreen manurecrop has
produced ovor 15 tons tobe turned
under In the first week or April
after being planted in cotton mldl
dies the previousSeptember.Theso
records alsoshow that lint yield
per acre was substantially increas-
ed on tho crop planted in May fol-
lowing tho April plow under of
tho clover, and for tho two years
following.
