Under slightly adverse condi-
tions, however, the stand obtained
ia n very poor one, Dr. Toole also
found that Texas seed more often
shows this sensitiveness than that of
other states, RBecause af these facts,
the Texas Seed Laboratory began
lnst September to give two tests on
all lots of cotton seed coming into
the laboratory. One of these is the
ordinary germination test and the
other the live sesd test.

Planters of cotton seed should
know of this special sensitive char.
acteristic of many lots of cotton seed
and should give attention to these
two tests when buying and planting
such seed. If they study the facts
given on the tag they ean know that
when both live seed test and ordi-
nary germination test are high and
close together the seed will probzably
respond favorably to adverse condi-
| toma: if both tests are low they can
know that the sced is weak and must
| be planted heavily to get a good
[ stand. 1f the two tests are at a greal
variance, such aus live seed 8B per
cent, germination 68 per cent, they
| ean know that they have one of those
f.«_-lwitivo lots and must wateh con-
| ditions elosely at planting time and
plant accordingly. If the sced pur-
chased does not show these two tests,
a representitive sample of it may be
sent of the State Seed Luboratory,
and thus the planter may know
whether or not he has a sensitive lot
of seed. He should remember, how-

beeause of sensitiveness is better
than seed which tests low because of
the presence of a large percemtage
og dead seed.
