The emphasis (which a great many people consider a
grossoveremphusis) on athletics in the collegeshas beenthe
subject of innumerable discussions.The prime example, of
course, is football, which draws the huge crowds and the
equally huge sums of money. eflorts to le-dru- it

winning teams have produced some national scandals.
But the problem is not confined to the colleges. It is

reflected In a heavy and dangerous pressure on the high
sthools. This, in any event, is the theme ofan article in the
October issue of The Atlantic, w ritten by Eugehe Youngert,
wuvj mis i 111511 auuuui aui-ic- i iiiic-iiuu- IU1 1U .VL'UIS, illlU lb
now associated Vith Dr. JamesBryant Conant in making the
Study of the AmericanHigh School.

The pressure,of course,comesfrom the effort of college
coachesand other interested parties to get their hands on
promising high school athletes. Dr. Youngert cites various
examples. One, related to him by an Eastern high school

'

principal, tells of a lad called Sonny,who was low in the I.Q.
department,was never consideredof college calibre but was
a marvelous natural athlete. So college peoplecame from all
over the countrj with Inducementsfiom their respective in-- 1

slitutions. The winning university gave Sonny a full "free
ride" scholarship, the services of a tutor, a campus job for

'

his father, a low-re- nt apartmentfor the family, and spending
money. As it happened,even then Sonny couldn't keep upj
and left college for the army. However, as Dr. Youngert's
Intormnnt put it: "The sad part of this tale is that we had
to work like the dickens to get highly qualified, intelligent

'

boys into the very collegesand universities that were vying
.vith one anotherfor our Sonny."

These and kindred cases,Dr. Youngert emphasizes,are
exceptional. Such aggressive recruitment of athletesis'

,mmoni And the hurt is done not only to the athletes, '

ut to the high school studentbody. To quote him: "... I

ant here to include a word about the cynicism that infects
ie studentsas a whole when they see favoritism and free '

ide scholarships bestowed on boys whose classroom work
has been mediocre. Under such circumstances, high school
students cannot be blamed if they think that we are shed-
ding crocodile tears today in our wailing about the lack of
itellectual vigor in our secondaryschools."

That is not all the damage.Collegeathletics are becom-mor- e

and more professionalized.The result is "the infus-o-f

the 'pro'attitude and spirit into high school athletics,
.d theshady praqticies that such infusion carriesin its wake

--actices that areshady from the point of view of the ama--s

sportsmanshipcode."
What can be done aboutthe problem? Dr. Youngert

toels that college faculties should take the lead in adopting
and enforcing a concrete resolution. Under this resoultion,
among other things, there would be no sub-standa- admis-
sions; scholarships would be awarded on the basis of schol-
arship ability, with the amount determined by need; job op-

portunities would be genuinejobs, not athleticsinecures,and
therewould be no snancoursesfor favored crouns.

He writes at the end: "In my experience, athletes in
general arean entelligent group of boys.They would not and
they should not be discriminated againstunder the recom-
mended resolution. On their merit as students, they would
win their fair shareof scholarshipsand other financial help.
I know that college athletics, if they were fairly and firmly
handled,would becomehighly respectedas astudentactivity.
They would no longer be an enterpriserun for financial pro-
fit, public relations, protection of vested interests, and as a
sop for thealumni."
