CITY REPORT SHOWS
BIRTHS AND DEATHS

FOR YEAR OVER YEAR
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According to the report of City
SecretaryW. G. Street, there was a
considerable decreasein births in Lit-

tlefleld in 1932 over the previous
year. Ninety-tw-o births were filed in
tho secretary'soffice for 1931, while
only sixty-nin- o were reported for
1932, or a decreaso oftwenty-thre- e.

Mr. Street pointed out, however,
that this only covered births which
actually took placo within the city
limits, and that those taking place
outside the city limits, or children
born to Littlefleld residents in hos-

pitals in othercities, are notincluded
in this number, as each birth is filed
In the precinct in which it takes place.

The secretary'sreport also shows
a decreaso iq deaths which actually
took place in the city for VJiiz over
over the figuro for 1931. Twonty-tw- ft

deaths were reportedas taking place
in Littlefleld during the year 1931,
whereas only eleven are reported for
1932.

Mr. Street also pointed out that
this figure did not include people
passing away outside the city limits
or Littlefleld residents who have died
in hospitals in other cities, as the
would be recorded in the precinct or
city intwhlch they took placc.

HOME DEMONSTRATION ANNUAL REPORT

Miss Ruby Mashburn, county home
demonstration agent, has compiled a
report of the work accomplished in
Lamb county in 1032 by Home De-

monstration clubs and girls enrolled
in 4-- H club work.

Her report Is as follows;
Summary

The Report

The 1932 plan of work was to
have three major demonstrations in
4-- H and women's clubs with someone
conducting the demonstration to tho
best of their ability. Other club mem-
bers were to cooperate in the various
demonstrations.

Each club member was to help
four non-clu-b members in some man-

ner on practice taught and rcccom-mende-d

by the extension service.
This plnn was formulated in order

to reach 85 per cent of more of the
farm people in the county, thereby
helping ail taxpayersto maKc a me
and living on the farm.

(a) In home gardening 270 wo-

men cooperated, 186 4-- H club mem-

bers and 84 others. The total cost of
the 390 gardens was $4,266.30, or an
average of $11.00. The total value
of all gardens waa $31,400, or an
average of $80. Twclvo of these wo-

men built hotbeds, 75 per cent of
them put out new vegetables such as
asparagus, rhubarb,! strawberries,
etc.

Two hundred and six women and
130 4-- H club members nssisted in
getting the poultry records on
23,308 hens for one year, or an ave-

rage of 70 hens per flock.
A total of 31,758 chickens were

raised. Tho total feed cost was
$9,366.10 or an average of $28 per
flock. The low iced cost was ciue to
use of home grown feed which were
lower in price than usual, bales irom
poultry and eggs reached $4,624.65,
and products consumed nt home
$5,391.83, or an average of $29 per
flock. The presenthocks nave a va-

lue of $20,219, or an average of 60
cents per bird.

In home dairying 50 women co-

operated by making 4,000 pounds of
cottage cheese,or an average of 80
pounds, which cost $15 and had a
finished value of $480. or an aver
age of 10 cents per pound.

Sixty-tw- o women maue i,uuu
pounds of American cheese, costing
$63.09, and valued at $1,200.00, or
a profit ot $l,liio.yi. cneese is
valued at 18 cents per pound.

In home industries work five wo-

men have standardized products as
snap beans, shelled peas, mince me; t,
rooled roast, and watermelon rind
nrosorves.

Theso women have sold 2,000 pints
of canned vegetables which brought,
an average of 8 cents per No. 2 can.
From $160 received, $80 was profit.

Sixty No. 2 cans or meat were
sold for $1.40, yielding a profit of
$4.

Twelve coopcrators sold 200 pints
of canned vegetables with a profit of
$40.

HOME DEMONSTRATION ANNUAL REPORT

MIsa Ruby Mashbum, county home
demonstration agent, has compiled a
report of the work accomplished In

Lamb county in 1932 by Home De-

monstrationclubs and girls enrolled
in 4-- club work.

The 1932 plan of work was to
have three major demonstrations in
4-- H and women's clubs with someone
conducting the demonstration to the
best of their ability, otherciud mem-
berswere to cooperate in the various
demonstrations.

Each club member was to help
four non-clu-b members in some man
ner on practice taught and rcccom-mende-d

by the extension service.
This plan was formulated in order

to reach 8ft per cent or more of tne
farm people in the county, thereby
helping all taxpayersto make n life
ami living on the farm.

(a) In home gardening 270 wo-

men cooperated, 18G 4-- H club mem-
bers and 84 others. The total cost of
the 390 gardens was $4,260.30, or an
averngo of $11.00. The total value
of all eardenswas $31,400. or an
average of $80. Twelve of these wo-

men built hotbeds, 75 per cent of
them put out new vegetables such as
asparagus, rhubarb,i strawDemes,
etc. t

Two hundred and six women and
130 4-- H club members assisted in
getting the poultry' records on
23,308 hens for one year, or an ave-

rage of 70 hens per flock.
A total of 31,768 chickens were

raised. Tho total feed cost was
$9,3GG.10 or an average of $.58 per
flock.

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AIM AT BETTER
FOOD OF GREATER

VARIETY IN 1933

College Station Texas farm pan-

tries this year may contain no more
food than in 1932 but It will be bcU
ter food and of greater variety if the
1933 pantry styles arc adopted as
outlined by Miss Lola Blair, nutri-
tionist in the Extension Service at
Texas A. & M. College. "Last year
it was a matter of raising and can-
ning and storing food by ' budget
that gave health and plenty," she ex
plains. "Led by county home demon-
stration councils nearly 7& of ail
farm families in 120 counties were
helped in doing this.

"This year home demonstration
agents plan to continue this but to lay
increased stress on better production
and preservation methods to give
food of improved quality and of wi-

der variety. The famous '4-- H Pantry
Demonstration which stands for well
planned living at home is to be called
In 1933 the 'Farm Hanch Food Sup-
ply Demonstration'.

"As In 1932, a family of five can
provide its yearly food with the ex-

penditure of less than $100 in cash
if demonstration methods arc fol-

lowed," declares Miss Blair. "This
requires two dairy cows, a half-acr- e

garden, a half-acr- e fruit plot, 40
chickens, one 500-poun- d beef, three
hogs and limited quanities of such
cereals as corn, wheat, oats, rice and
grain sorghums.

"Yearly food requirements for
such a family consist of 204 gallons
of milk; about 3000 pounds of vege-
tables equally divided between leafy
starchy, other vegetables (potatoes,
corn, etc.,) and gardenfruiU (toma
toes, melons, etc.;) at least 1000
pounds of fruit; 108G pounds of cer-

eals; 234 pounds of fats ;and 334
pounds of sweets. How to meet these
requirementswith an abundant var-
iety of choice quality foods obtained
with the least effort and the least
cash is the object of the Form or
Ranch, Food Supply Demonstration.

ERTC.MARTIN
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WILL INTRODUCE BILL TO REDISTRICT
STATE'S CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICTS

A bill to rcdistrlct the state'scon-
gressional districts will be introduced
in the Texas legislature when it as-

sembles at Austin this month by Ar-

thur P. Duggan of Littleficld, new
stalesenatorfrom the 30th senatorial
district.

"That bill will give the South Plains
a congressman, which it rightly de-

serves," Mr. Duggan said,
SenatorDuggnn visited Lubbock

recently enroute to Austin. He de-

voted a considerable time to Tcxm
Tech, conferred with Dr. Bradford
Knapp, tho college president, and
other officials and got the "angle"
of these men on Tech's needs. He al-

so want to the stateexperiment farm
where he talked to Don L. Jones,
superintendent. His desire is to be-

come more thoroughly acquainted
with the needs and operations of the
two stnte institutions in his district.

"I stand for economy and my ef-

forts will be to cut the cost of all
government," ho said. "That means
state, county, city and' schools. I do
not expect to vote for any new tax
measure that does not displace a tax
we have now.

Favors Sales Tax
"I believe I will bo in favor of the

sales tax, to reduce the ad valorem
tax , Real estate property in Texas
represents 51 per cent of the state's
wealth. It pays over 82 per cent of
the 'state taxes. Intangible wealth
represents 49 per cent. It pays a lit-

tle over 3 per cent. I am for some
method. I do not know just what it
will be, that will get more of the in-

tangible property on the tax roll."
In speaking of the sales tax Mr.

Duggan pointed outcejwuj ("tfieii
showed I!)?" tnc 07,000 retail es--

uTullshment sold $2,074,000,000
worth of merchandise. "That repre
sents $350 for every family in the
state," he ndded. "A one cent tax
would bring in $3.50 from each fami-

ly."
Senator Duggan pointed out that

the $3,000 homestead exemption
called for replacement of much in-

come that will be lost. The state
comptroller, he said, told him recently
the amendment would tako from tho
advalorcm tax roll $7,000,000. The
legislative committee that has been
working on joformntion of the state
educational system would av only
$5,000,000, he added.

"I expect to fight for our Wost
Texas educational institutions like
Tech," ho said. "Of course we will

have to take our cut, but 1 intend to
fight nny proposal to do away with
or curtail them."

Subjects in which Senator Duggan
is most interested include: tnxntion,
congressional redistricting, education
and complete reorganization of tho

.county fonn of government. "1 want
io help do away with the feo system,"
he said.
